Grassland Being 
Broken For Crops 

An estimated 1.64/0 Jere, of Hall 
County land now in grass has been 
—or soon will be—converted to 
cropland for the 1974 growing sea-
son, Henry D. Gregory. Soil Con-
servation Service District Comer. 
vationist, reported today. 

Gregory said most acreage was 
converted last fall. with the re-
mainder expected to undergo a 
land use change next spring. The 
new croplands will grow primarily 
cotton. 

Gregor pointed out that while 
,some) of the new cropland is suit-
ed to growing cotton, much is sub-
ject to excessive soil erosion and 
on sloping land would be better 
kept under a cover of grass or 
trees. 

"Our estimates show," he add-
ed, "that 1,200 acres of Class IV 
soils In Hall County arc going 
back into crops. These soils have 
very severe limitations as crop-
land and will require good con-
servation measures if erosion los-
ses are to be kept at a reasonable 
level. Landowners should consid-
er rotating high residue crops in 
their conservation planning."

possered device that can allevi-
ate certain types of involuntary 
movement disorders. 

Des eloped by Irving S. Cooper. 
Mss . director of neurological sur-
gery at St. Barnabas Hospital for 
chronic Disease, the Bronx, New 
York. the pacemaker produces its 
therapeutic effect by stimulating 
the cerebellum, the part of the 
brain that controls body move-
ment. An antenna implanted In 
the chest stimulates electrodes 
originating from a mesh plate lo-
cated inside the cerebellum. The 
wearer can turn the pacemaker 
on and off with a pocket Site 
transmitter carried outside the 
buds 

In preliminary results on 12 
patients with spastic conditions, 
Dr. Cooper reports that stimula-
tion of the brain by the pace-
maker has "lessened spasticity or 
reties spasms" in seven of ten 
patients and has produced moder-
ate but incomplete relief of ex-
treme body tension in two others.

Americans Need To 

Take Postive Action 

To Avoid Recession 
LLOYD BENTSEN 

United States Senator 

As Americans, we must take 
forceful, positive action to avoid 
the strong possibility of recession 
in coming months. 

Many people are beginning to 
feel that forces beyond anyone's 
control have taken over our coun-
try's economic destiny. 

There is a deepening feeling that 
our high standard of living is en-
dangered by run-away inflation, 
recession, and unemployment —
compounded by the energy short-
age, the steel shortage and an end-
less list of other shortages and 
scarcities. 

People are weary of economic 
phases and empty phrases which 
bring no relief to the nation's ec-
onomic ills. They are beginning to 
feel ovrewhelmed and to lose con-
fidence in the ability of govern-
ment and our economic system to 
meet the problems. 

Yet the fault 'lies not in our sys-
tem —but in mismanagement of 
the system. We are not the vic-
tims of sinister or uncontrollable 
forces, but of wrongheaded poli-
cies and leaders who are doing a 
poor job. 

REDUCE INTEREST RATES 
There are plenty of things be-

ing done wrong. The Administra-
tion has deliberately driven up in-
terest rates through a Federal 
Reserve Board policy of tight mon-
ey supplies. The bleary is that this 
will slow the rate of money lend-
ing and stop inflation. But, as 
we've seen, it hasn't worked_ 

What we should do is work to 
lower interest rates—by losening 
the money supply. 

We should also take direct mea-
sures to help industries and em-
ployees adversely affected by the 
energy crisis. Federal guaranteed 
loans should be provided for in-
dustries to help them convert to 
cheaper, more abundant fuels or to 
produce other products. That 
would keep them moving, and 
their employees on the job. 

There should he strong invest-
ment incentives to American in-
dustries that need help in meet-
ing foreign competition. 

And, we must make sure that 
our nation's farmers get enough 
fertilizer to produce the record 
crops we need to provide adequate 
food at fair prices. It would be 
hard to over-emphasize- the im-
portance of fertilizer in this time 
of rising food prices. I co-sponsor-
ed a Senate resolution urging the 
Administration to give a priority 
fuel allocation to fertilizer plants. 
This would enable them to produce 
an additional 300,000 tons of fer-
tilizer this year, and help our far-
mers increase food supplies. 
LONG-RANGE POLICY NEEDED 

It is important that we take im-
mediate steps to deal with our ec-
onomic problems, and the steps I 
have outlined speak to that need. 
But at the same time, we have to 
look ahead. The Joint Economic 
Committee has named me chair-
man of a new Subcommittee on 
Economic Growth to make an in-
tensive study of economic trends 
and prospects on which to base 
long-range planning. 

The area of inquiry for this new 
subcommittee will be all the Tong-
range measures we should be tak-
ing to ensure our future economic 
health. Our country's potential re-
mains strong. And, with proper 
care and attention, we face a 
bright, healthy economic future. 

But it would serve no purpose 
to deceive ourselves with optimis-
tic talk about the short run. There 
are some sober times ahead—and 
o deny it would be foolish.

MORE THAN THREE MILLION 

ACRES MAY BE PLANTED 

TO COTTON IN 1974 ON PLAINS 

Official 1973 planted acreage fi-
gures for all couuties on the 
Plains have not been released, but 
information from Agricultural Sta-
bilization and Conservation Service 
offices indicate that just over 2.2 
million acres were sowed last year. 
The December 1 final estimate of 
-acreage for harvest" from the 
joint PCG-Lubbock Cotton Ex-
change estimates committee, which 
allowed for acreage planted but 
later abandoned, was 2,709.836 a-
cre. 

"Over three million acres plant-
ed to cotton on the Plains in 1974 
is a definite possibility," 	says 
Johnson, 	"but at this juncture 
there are any number of factors 
that could greatly alter the pic-
ture." 

The biggest of these factors of 
course is rainfall, he says. point- 

out that one-third or more of 
area expected to go into cot- 
is totally,  dependent on timely 

.- aln to make planting possible. 
Most of this "dryland" area lies 
South and West of Lubbock where 
heavy planting in 1973 left little 
room for expansion this year 

As one observer put it "Dryland 
farmers last year planted their 
back yards to cotton and unless 
they plow up their front lattms 
they can't plant much more cot-
ton in 1974." 

A sizeable increase. in some ar-
eas as much as 25 percent, is now 
indicated in the sections lying gen-
erally North and East of Lubb.)elt 
where irrigation water is more a-
bundant. "But even here a large 
increase is not assured." Johnson 
cautions 

Cotton must compete for irrigat-
ed acres with grain sorghum. corn 

and other cash crops, be points 
out, "and much will depend on the 
action of prices for the various 
commodities between new and 
planting time and on producer ev-
aluations of price prospects at har-
vest 

"So three or 3.1 million acres 
will be planted to cotton on the 
Plains only if moisture is forth-
coming to permit full planting of 
dryland farms and only if price, 
the availability of fertilizer and 
other factors do not upset present 
plans for irri&,, ited acreage be-
tween now and planting time. 

"And these are big 'ifs'," he 
concludes.

Advisory Committee 
On Grains Appointed 

Washington, March 1—Secretary 
of Agriculture Earl L. Butz today 
named 34 producers and other 
members of the agriculture indus-
try to serve on the Advisory Com-
mittee on Grains —Wheat, Feed 
Grains and Soybeans. The appoint-
ments are effective through June 
7, 1975, and include one from Sil-
verton, Pat L. Northcutt. Others 
appointed from Texas are Donnie 
Thoreson of Gruver and Delbert 
E. Timmons of Perryton. 

The committee will advise the 
Secretary and other Department of-
ficials on domestic and export re-
quirements, production adjustment 
and stabilization programs and on 
other matters relating to wheat, 
feed grains and soybeans. 

The committee will be under the 
general chairmanship of the Assis-
tant Secretary of Agriculture for 
International Affairs and Commo-
dity Programs. Kenneth E. Frick, 
Administrator of the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation Ser-
vice, will serve as vice chairman 
and David L. Hume, Administrator 
of the Foreign Agricultural Ser-
vice, will be associate vice chair-
man. 

Have you heard the joke about 
the Chicago auto mechanic who 
last winter missed three weeks of 
work because he had chapped 
hands. 

Don't laugh. Dry, itchy skin can 
afflict anyone during the winter 
months — even those who stay 
indoors away from winter's brisk, 
cold winds. A heated house or 
apartment can dry out the skin 
just as easily as nature's own 
fresh air. The indoor air absorbs 
the water that the skin needs to 
keep its top layer (called the 
stratum corneum) moist, explains 
one dermatologist. 

Marvin Chenmsky, M.D., direc-
tor of the program in dermatol-
ogy at the University of Texas 
Medical School, in Houston, sug-
gests the following seven steps 
to solve this indoor environmental 
problem. 
• Turn down the heat in your 
house or apartment (trying to 
keep It below 72*F.). 
• Feed moisture into the air so 
the humidity will protect your 
skin. If your home has a central 
heating system, you probably can 
have a humidifying unit attached 
to the furnace. If you've got 

steam heat, put pans of water 
either on top of or beneath the 
radiators, or buy an inexpensive 
room humidifier. 
• Substitute a quick shower, or 
at least a short warm bath, for a 
long hot soak in the tub. 

"Soaking in hot water forces 
the skin to absorb too much mois-
ture," explains Dr. ChernoskT. 
"It becomes 'super-hydrated' —
and when it comes in contact with 
the dry air, it is 'super-dehydrat-
ed.'" 
• Take it easy with the bath 
soap. It helps wash away the 
body'S own protective oil. 
• Apply a moisturizer to the skin 
immediately after bathing. 
• Take extra care with baby's 
skin — the little body doesn't 
have well-developed oil or sweat 
glands yet. Bubble bath can irri-
tate baby's tender skin. 
• Use rubber gloves for indoor 
cleaning, including dish washing. 
After you've finished a job, rinse 
your hands thoroughly and apply 
a layer of cream.
