SELF-ESTEEM IS IMPORTANT 

Most parents have hopes and 
dreams for their children—and the 
children they work with. 

They want them to have inner. 
confidence, a sense of purpose, suc-
cess at school and work, meaning-
ful relationships with others, and 
most of all, happiness. 

Behavioral scientists contend 
that if a child has high self-esteem, 
his chances of attaining his—and 
his parents' —hopes and dreams 
are much better. 

According to research conducted 
by Stanley Coppersmith, Univer-
sity of California, most successful 
men and women have an attitude 

called self-esteem. 
Some define self-esteem as how 

a person really feels about him-
self—how much he likes or res-
pects himself. 

High self-esteem is one of the 
most crucial ingredients of mental 
health. Therefore, helping child-
ren build high self-esteem is a key 
to successful parenthood. 

A child builds his identity from 
words and actions directed to him. 

Words have power —when a 
child is told by a parent that he's 
bad, he believes it. If he lives with 
constant negative comments, he 
may develop a dim view of him-
self.

S IX FLAGS OVER TEXAS 
S HOWS MINIATURE CIRCUS 
Arlington, 'texas — Spangled performers and 
laughing clowns parade into the big top where 
thousands of spectators anxiously await the 
start of the show. Opposite the big top, a side 
show intrigues on-lookers with its freaks of 
nature. 

The glittering hustle and bustle of the circus 
comes to life in the mind of the viewer as he 
visits the new, miniature Dragon Bros. Circus 
at SIX FLAGS Over Texas. 

The circus was created by the late Paul K. 
Schmitter of Irving, Texas. Schmitter, a tech-
nical illustrator who Thssed away in July, 
1972, built the elaborate model as a hobby. 

More than 10,000 hours of work over a 
period of eleven years produced the circus as it 
now stands. Schmitter's work on the circus, 
however, was a form of relaxation for him. 

The circus is composed of thousands of indi-
vidual figures. The largest Is an elephant four 
inches tall. There are more than 4,000 tiny 
performers and spectators and nearly 2,000 
miniature animals included in the layout. The 
model is enclosed by glass and covers nearly 
400 square feet. 

Schmitter's imagination turned everyday 
articles into Intricate decorations and orna-
ments. A viewer with ■ keen eye can detect 
such items as hat pins for horses' plumes, 
large beads as balloons and bottle caps for 
feeding runs. 

He collected items from friends' toy boxes, 
shopped at toy and modeling stores and col-
lected miscellaneous Items around the house.

Such 
judgments can put a child on the 
defense and encourage him to tune 
you out. 

There are ways of reacting to a 
situation rather than simply jud-
ging it. •For example, encourage 
the child—or help him a bit. 

A child who lives with a reactor 
rather than a judge will under-
stand he's loved even though some 
of his behavior isn't acceptable. 

A healthy child sees himself as 
separate from his acts. If he's to 
have self-esteem, a child must have 
a sense of personal value indepen-
dent of his behavior.

Has Annual Meeting 
Professionals in the health care 

delivery system of Texas have unit-
ed solidly behind an intensive ef-
fort to have the State of Texas 
designated as a single Professional 
Standards Review Organization 
(PSRO), Dr. John H. Boyd, Presi-
dent of the Texas Osteopathic Med-
ical Association told members of 
TOMA District 10 at his fifth pres-
idential visit of the 15 districts of 
TOMA. The meeting was held at 
the Lubbock Club in Lubbock at 
7:00 p.m. Friday, November 9. 

An equally Intensive effort to 
create several autonomous PSRO 
areas within the State of Texas is 
being carried on by the staff of the 
U. S. Senate Finance Committee 
and the Department of Health, Ed-
ucation and Welfare (DHEW) of-
fice of Professional Standards Re-
view and Senator Bennett of Utah. 
i Texas physicians have created 
the Texas Institute for Medical 
Assessment (TIMA) and has twice 
proposed formally to DREW that 
TIMA be designated the contrac-
tor to implement the PSRO sta-
tute on a statewide basis from the 
standpoint of administration but 
based upon the work of the utili-
zation review committees In local 
hospitals, nursing homes and oth-
er institutions. Dr. Boyd said. 
TOMA, TMA, 7'11A and their al-
lies sent a delegation to Washing-
ton October 4 to meet with 22 
Texas Congressmen including U. S. 
Representative George Mahon of 
Lubbock and U. S. Senator Lloyd 
Bentsen. Members of the dele-
gation met with Senator John To-
wer the next day and the other 
two Congressmen who were unable 
to attend the October 4 luncheon. 

The Texas effort to get a single 
statewide PSRO designation receiv-
ed the support of the Texas Con-
gressmen and, in addition, Senator 
Bentsen immediately following the 
meeting introduced an amendment 
to the PSRO statute which was 
approved by the Senate Finance 
Committee, Dr. Boyd reported. 

The Bentsen amendment would 
specifically allow statewide PSROs 
and would prevent the Secretary 
of DREW from denying statewide 
designation purely on the basis of 
the number of physicians within 
the borders of a state.

Fertilizer Supplies 

Expected To Be Tight 
"There is much concern and un-

certainty about the supply of most 
nitrogen and phosphorus fertili-
zers for use this fall as well as 
next year," says County Extension 
Agent Jimmy Vanstory. 

Limited power sources for pro-
cessing phosphates plus export 
contracts have caused suppliers to 
allocate materials to dealers in 
amounts lower than those of last 
year. It is anticipated that the 
shortage will continue into next 
year at least. 

"Nitrogen materials are also in 
short supply due to natural gas 
limits," notes Vanstory. "If pro-
duction is again limited this win-
ter, supplies will be especially 
short next year." 

Potash supplies look favorable 
if transportation is available to 
move them when needed. 

'With the anticipation of limit-
ed fertilizer supplies, it is more 
important than ever to base fer-
tilization practices on soil and crop 
requirements," contends Vanstory. 
"It may even be necessary to es-
tablish priorities as to where to 
apply the fertilizer that can be 
obtained." 

Since the time of applying phos-
phorus can be varied without a 
high risk of reduced yields, pro-
ducers should consider applying 
this fertilizer when it is available. 
Phosphorus can be applied in the 
fall for both forage and field crops. 

However, there is less flexibility 
in applying nitrogen without a 
yield reduction or low fertilizer 
efficiency. If nitrogen must be ap-
plied at a time not expected to 
give optimum results, the rate 
should be increased to offset the 
expected reduction in available 
nitrogen. 

"A reliable soil test provides 
valuable information for deciding 
the rate of fertilizer application 
as well as establishing the priority 
of each field if supplies are limit-
ed," says Vanstory. "Early sam-
pling will give enough time to plan 
a sound fertilization program."
