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A Trip To The Hawaiian Islands 
by Sadie Vardy 

On June 22, my husband Lee 
Vardy of Turkey, myself, Emily 
Vardy, age 10, our granddaughter 
and daughter of Dr. and Mrs. It 
L Vardy of Lubbock, and Mrs. 
Mary Gilmore of Slaton, a sister 
of Lee, along with 147 eager 
people from towns nearby Lub-
bock depart from Lubbock for 
Honolulu to the 59th Annual con-
vention of the Lions Club. Scott 
Clark and his wife, Sue from 
Plainview were also in our group. 
Other members were former 
friends and neighbors of ours 
when we lived in Slaton. 

Our flight plan called for a 
plane change in El Paso but af-
ter we were airborne, our pilot 
announced that we would go dir-
ectly to Los Angeles. Everyone 
was delighted as they did not like 
the idea of changing planes and 
getting new boarding passes. We 
arrived at Los Angeles at 9:45 
a.m. Here we boarded a DC10 
plane for Honolulu. As we enter-
ed the plane Lee asked for four 
seats together so the stewardess 
put us in the California first-class 
compartment with bucket seats, 
free movies, good food, and all the 
nice things to make a flight more 
enjoyable. The flight took four 
hours and 45 minutes. 

Our tour guide in Hawaii, Greg, 
met us at the plane and present-
ed all the women and Emily with 
a carnation lei along with a kiss. 
He arranged for a bus to take us 
to Makaha Towers, a luxurious 
condominium in the Kakaha Val-
ley near the mountains and the 
Alakaha Beach where the Interna-
tional Surf Meets are held annual-
ly. This was also the beach where 
Emily swam and could pick up 
puka shells (puke means holes) 
and the natives make beads from 
these shells. She also picked up 
stones that looked like coral. The 
condominiums were 18 stories 
tall and we presumed that 400 or 
more units were available. We had 
all the comforts of home: a large 
living room, two bedrooms, bath, 
and kitchen with all the facilities 
including dishwasher, disposal, re-
frigerator, electrical appliances, 
and a washer and dryer available 
in the hall. Forty-eight of our 
group stayed here. The others 
stayed at the University dorm 
rooms. 

Wednesday, June 23-The day of 
the Lions International Parade, 
one of the spectacular events of 
the meet with 161 nations repres-
ented with bands and native cos-
tumes. Lee picked up our rental 
car he had arranged for before 
leaving home. We took Emily to 
the beach in the afternoon and 
went riding to nearby local plac-
es. The Don Ho show was on the 
agenda for the night. Dinner was 
at 6:30-show at 8:30. Our group 
was seated at the table with Scott 
and Sue Clark for dinner, then 
Greg, our guide arranged seats 
near the front of the stage so Em-
ily could see the show better. 

Thursday, June 24. We go shop-
ping in downtown Honolulu at the 
Ala Moans Shopping center, the 
second largest in the world. Em-
ily purchased a long mumu dress 
here. The word Honolulu means 
peaceful and Ala Moans means 
wave of the ocean. Near here is 
the famous Aloha Tower which 
has the largest floating restaur-
ant in the world atop this build-
ing. This tower is one of the most 
famous landmarks of the islands 
since it served as a gateway to 
the islands when most people 
used to arrive by steamship. In 
this shopping area we had lunch 
at a place called The Chowder 
House serving native seafoods. 

Friday, June 25. Our free tour 
of the city and Pearl Harbor was 
arranged by our travel service so 
our tour guide picked us up at 
our place at 8:00 a.m. There are 
eight islands in the group of Ha-
waiian Islands. Honolulu is locat-
ed on the island of Oahu and is 
the capital city. Two of the islands 
are uninhabited. There is a popu-
lation of 850,000 on all the islands 

and 650,000people reside on the 
island of Oahu. There is also 
more industry here, including 
tourism, sugar cane, mumu fac-
tories, Dole Pineapple cannery and 
bean harvesting. 

We hall Luther for our guide 
today. All of the tour guides are 
college educated and very inter-
esting. The first place we visited 
was the Tea House of Waiola, 
where the grass shack of Robert 
Louis Stevenson is located. Then 
we drove through the Manoa Val-
ley residential area. 

Houses on the islands are very 
expensive, just an ordinary frame 
or stucco house cost $85 to $100,-
000. Not many brick houses or 
businesses are seen as the brick 
has to be shipped from the main-
land. Lava rock is used for fen-
ces and paving of streets. From 
here we go to the Punchbowl Na-
tional Cemetery (Land of Human 
Sacrifice) containing the final res-
ting place of 23,000 servicemen. 
It is located inside the crater of 
an extinct volcano. The flag flies 
half mast here each day except 
Saturday and Sunday. There are 
no flowers on the graves except 
Memorial Day. Before this day the 
Boy and Girl Scouts and other si-
milar groups work many hours 
making real flower leis to decor-
ate the graves on this holiday. 
The boys who drowned are re-
vered by the island children drop-
ping leis in the ocean. Also every 
grave is decorated with an Ameri-
can flag on this day. Ernie Pyle 
who was a veteran of WWI and a 
war correspondent of WWII was 
killed on Iwo Jima but he asked 
to be buried here. We were per-
mitted to take a picture of his 
grave. Our guide at this point 
stood in the front of the bus and 
gave us a very sentimental lec-
ture on patriotism, freedom and 
citizenship. Made us all feel 
humble and thankful for being 
an American citizen. He was giv-
en an ovation for this talk. At the 
top of Mt. Tantalus we could see 
a panoramic view of Honolulu and 
Diamond Head, an extinct volcano 
which is world renowned. It is 
said to have once been the home 
of Pele, the fire goddess. From 
this point our guide showed us 
where the films "Gilligans Island" 
and "Hawaii Five-0" were filmed. 

Then we continued on our trip 
downtown viewing the Civic Cen-
ter. The State capital was built 
from the eruptions of the volcan-
oes. The fountains on the grounds 
are built in the shape of Hibiscus 
flowers. The red Hibiscus is the 
state flower of Hawaii of which 
there are 5,000 varieties in every 
color except blue. They are never 
used in leis as the blossoms last 
only one day but are used in flor-
al arrangements on the spines of 
palm leaves. The capital building 
is surrounded by water and open 
at the top resembling a volcano 
and eight columns on each side of 
the building depict the eight is-
lands. 

We pass by the lolani Palace, 
the only royal Palace on United 
States soil but was being redecor-
ated so we did not get to enter it. 
We go by the Washington Place, 
the home of the governor and oth-
er civic buildings. 

Our guide takes us to the boat 
Hawaii State for a four-hour tour 
of Pearl Harbor. We had lunch 
on board ship. The trip to Pearl 
Harbor goes to the marble while 
memorial to the USS Arizona and 
it memoralizes those who lost 
their lives in the attack on the 
Naval Base on December 7, 1941. 
The name of each person is en-
graved on this memorial for all 
to read. This trip was fully nar-
rated by a well-informed guide. 

On returning to Honolulu we 
saw the first church constructed 
in Hawaii. It was built in 1842 of 
400,000 coral blocks and is some-
times referred to as the "West-
minister of the Pacific." 

Saturday, June 26-A free day 
for us so we go to the Internation-
al Market Place where there's

age. We go first to Akaka Falls, 
probably the most beautiful water-
fall of the Pacific almost as 
haunting as the song written about 
it. Then on to Kilauea Crater in 
Volcano National Park. We had 
lunch in the Old Volcano house 
on the crater's rim. The dining 
room can seat 2500 people at once. 
You can peer over the crater's 
rim from the scenic dining room 
windows and watch the bubbling 
and smoking fissures of Kilauea. 
We never realized the lava flow 
was so extensive, miles and miles 
of lava fields that look like des-
olate moonscapes alternating with 
luxuriant fern forests. The lava 
flows reach to the highway and 
huge cracks in the ground are 
seen. 

On the island of Hawaii grows 
the most perfect nut according to 
Burbank, the Macadamia Nut 
which is crisp and delicately fla-
vored. 

Also on this island is the fam-
ed Parker Ranch, the second lar-
gest in the United States but said 
to be the most beautiful. 

We stopped at Kalapana Beach 
where the sand is black. It is made 
up of pulverized lava flow. We 
did picture taking and shopping 
here. 

The group also toured a lava 
tube created centuries ago. The 
outside cooled first while the in-
ner stream flowed on leaving an 
eerie cave. 

Now we drive on to the south-
ern most tip of the USA, then 
on to Kona passing many coffee 
plantations on the way. When the 
coffee beans are ripe they are 
red and are hand-picked. Not all 
the beans ripen at one time. Kona 
and Hilo are the two main cities 
of this island. Population not be-
ing over 12,000 permanent resi-
dents. Kona is famous for Blue 
Marlin fish. Some of these fish 
weigh one ton. Golf is a famous 
sport as well as on the other is-
lands. There are thirty golf cour-
ses on the six main islands. On 
this island we saw trees with 
growths hanging down looking 
like sacks of sausage. Our guide 
told us they were Sausage Trees 
but "we could not eat them as 
they are full of bologna." We de-
part for Oahu on our Aloha plane 
and at the airport we get our car 
from the parking area and eat 
dinner and go to our condominium 
as we have another early trip the 
next day. 

Monday, June 28-The day we 
fly to Maui the second largest 
island which is called the Valley 
Isle. It acquired its name from the 
great sweeps of rolling valley that 
links the two volcanoes which for-
med the island. Again we are met 
by a tour guide and a large scenic 
bus, in the city of Kahului which 
is the largest city on the island. 
There is only one hospital on the 
island but several dispensaries 
(pharmacies). The city has a may-
or with an annual salary of $53,000 
and nine councilmen with salaries 
of $15,000 each. 

Some of the plants we saw were 
monkey pod trees, banyan trees, 
rooster plant, croton, beefsteak 
plants, bottlebrush trees (blossoms 
shaped like bottles), ironwood 
trees, plumeria from which per-
fume is made, Chinese cracker 
plant, Hawaiian money tree 
(brings prosperity), cooking and  

eating bananas, mangos, papyas, 
woodroses, upside down lobster 
claw holley, Norfolk pine, ti leav-
es (used to make grass skirts). Poi 
is made from Taro plants. We also 
saw Koa (dried beans), ginger 
plants, coconut palms, angel 
strumpets, orchids, carnations and 
the Internal Revenue Tree (Euca-
lyptus) and many others. 

On the way to Lahaina we had 
a stop to visit a Coral Factory 
and heard a lecture about coral 
and its formation in the ocean and 
shopped in the gift shop there. 

At Lahaina we had a two-hour 
stop. This was once a whaling 
port. Lahaina has a famed ban-
yan tree, the largest in the is-
lands which covers the entire city 
park. Along Front Street parall-
eling the ocean gaily painted 
shops with a turn of the century 
air sells arts, crafts, coral, carv-
ed wooden items and the best ice 
cream. In Lahaina small boats 
glide in and out. 

Next we go to Kaanapali where 
there are golden sand beaches, a 
tennis ranch, two golf courses, 
bungalows and lovely beach ho-
tels. Pineapples from this area 
are shipped by barge to the is-
land of Oahu. Return again to 
Honolulu by Aloha plane. 

I will try to tell you some of 
the agricultural aspects of the is-
lands. I was taking notes all time 
the tour director talked so he 
said he better give all of his in-
formation correctly. We were told 
that tourism is first in industry, 
sugar cane, second, and pineap-
ples are third. The people have 
to dig rocks from the ground be-
fore they can plant. Thirty thou-
sand sugar cane plants are grown 
on one acre of land. It takes one 
ton of water to produce one ounce 
of' sugar. Sugar cane will grow 30 
or 40 feet tall. Sugar plantations 
have their own highways. One 
lire on their trucks costs $5,000. 
The leaves on the stalks are burn-
ed before harvest. The pineapples 
are planted by hand and gathered 
by machine. Only one pineapple 
grows on a plant. It takes a plant 
about 18 months to have a pineap-
ple ready for production but the 
people are planting and gathering 
all the time as there is no set sea-
son there as the temperature re-
mains constant. 

I asked our guide if English was 
taught in the schools and he in-
formed me that only one school 
teaches Hawaiian language and 
all others teach in English. There 
are only 12 letters in the Hawai-
ian alphabet-a-e-i-o-u-p-w-m-n-1-k 
and h. No ugly words in the Ha-
waiian language only the way 
they are pronounced makes them 
sound that way. 

All the tour guides were very 

nice and sweet to Emily. They 
sang love songs to her and play-
ed their ukeleles for her. Told 
her she was an excellent traveller. 

Tuesday, June 29. Have to have 
our luggage picked up by 5:30 
am. We take the bus to the air-
port at 6:30 a.m. Greg is at the 
airport to help us and bid us a 
fond Aloha. Arrive in Lubbock 
at 1:30 in the morning and it is 
nice to be met on the mainland by 
our children. Arrive in Turkey at 
five in the morning. 

These are our sentiments ex-
pressed by Mark Twain:
