announced for the feed grain and 
cotton programs, he said 

In determining these, Secretary 
Hardin considers the need for in-
creased farm income and a strong 
farm economy, probable demand, 
both in the 1. S. and overseas; 
the necessity of maintaining the 
nation's competitive position in 
farm exports: expected carryover 
stocks and their elect on farm 
prices; the long-term future of 
American agriculture: and many 
other factors. 

He cammented that determina-
tion of set-aside acreage and set-
aside payment rates necessarily 
include many imponderables, cit-
ing the 1971 feed grain determin-
ations which had to be made with 
no way of knowing how the new 
form of Southern leaf blight 
might affect the corn crop. As it 
turned out, the blight was not a 
major problem this year, and it 
looks like a record corn crop. Now 
the Secretary of Agriculture must 
consider the effects of this re-
cord production as he develops 
the 1972 program. 

Local farmers were assured by 
the ASCS official that as soon as 
the 1972 program details are re-
ceived public announcement will 
be made. newsletters sent out, and 
the County ASCS Office will be 
ready to answer program ques-
tions.

Mid-October is the time when 
all details of the 1972 set-aside 
programs for feed grain and cot-
ton probably will be announced 
according to James E. Griffin, lo-
cal farm program official. 

Farmer inquiries are being re-
ceised daily. he said. However he 
pointed out that nu,ny details are 
still in the decision-making pro-
cess, in particular the percentage 
of set-aside acreage to be requir-
ed. 

Secretary of Agriculture Clif-
ford M. Hardin has been consult-
ing with representatives of the 
agricultural community while the 
feed grain and cotton programs 
are under consideration. For in-
stance, the fourth week in Sep-
tember about 30 members of the 
State ASC Committeesc from cot-
ton and feed grain producing re-
gions convened in Washington to 
discus the 1972 programs. 

Earlier in September, Secretary 
Hardin met with two national ag-
ricultural advisory committees to 
consider cotton and feed grain 
programs for next year. Both the 
National Advisory' Committee on 
Cotton and the National Advisory 
Committee on Wheat, Feed Grain 
and Soybeans are composed of a 
representative cross-section of pro-
ducers, farm groups and associa-
tions, the trade, and industry. 

"Although official notification 
cannot yet be sent, most farmers 
know what the feed grain base on 
their farm is and cotton producers 
have an idea of approximately 
what their farm cotton allotment 
acreage will be. Farmers also 
know their farm conserving bases 
as the acreage they must keep in 
conserving uses, in addition to set-
aside acreage, if they participate 
in the programs," Griffin said. 

Set - aside percentage and set-
aside payment rates are the most 
eagerly-awaited details still to be

Sends Representative 
To Washington, D. C.

Mr. and Mrs. Virgil Blakney 

drove to Dallas Sunday afternoon. 
Monday at noon, Virgil joined a 
group of 33 Texas Farriers Union 
members, including Jay Naman, 
State President, and Joe Rankin, 
Vice-President. 

We boarded a Boeing 707 and 
arrived at Dulles Airport at 3:30 
Eastern Time. A chartered bus, 
with large FU sign, was waiting 
for us and took us to the hotel. At 
7:30 we went to Capitol Plaza to 
meet Farmers Union men from 
nine other states. 

Tony Dechant, National Presi-
dent, and his staff briefed us on 
the bills for which we were bar-
gaining. 

Jay Naman had plans set up for 
three mens teams to visit 11 Con-
gressmen each. 

Tuesday morning Fred Mercer 
of Silverton, W. IL Sage of Lub-
bock and myself composed one 
team. 

More than 125 farmers from 10 
states participated. They called on 
Congressmen and attended hear-
ings on farm bargaining being 
conducted by the House Subcom-
mittee on Domestic Marketing and 
Consumer Relations. The national 
president of the Farmers Union, 
Tony Dechant, presented testi-
mony at the hearing. 

Blakney said, "We were well re-
ceived in the offices of the Con-
gressmen. I was a member of a 
three-member team that called on 
11 Congressmen. We told them we 
opposed the Sisk Bargaining Bill 
because it is too weak. We asked 
them to support the Mondale-
Bea-gland bargaining and market-
ing bills (HR 8886 and 8887) be-
cause they provide the legislative 
authority farmers really need." 

Blakney listed the following 
points that the "Fly-In" members 
emphasized: (1) That producers of 
all commodities should have the 
right to decide when and where 
to bargain (2) Marketing author-
ity should be available to produ-
cers of all commodities (3) Produ-
cers should have the opportunity 
to vote on supply management 
measures (4) Producers should de-
cide through a referendum who 
will represent them in bargaining 
(5) There must be procedures to 
set fair prices if buyers or han-
dlers fail or refuse to bargain in 
good faith (6) There must be ac-
cess to federal courts to prevent 
violations of bargaining agree-
ments (7) No commodity should 
be excluded from bargaining leg-
islation. 

"Most important," Blakney said, 
"bargaining legislation should not 
be regarded as a substitute for ex-
isting price and supply manage-
ment programs." 

Wednesday morning we had a 
Congressional -breakfast. Jay Na-
man presided. He told the law-
makers that this was the farmers 
day, and there would be no spee-
ches by them, but we would ask 
the questions. We started the 
questions. About the fifth ques-
tion the meeting really got heat-
ed. 

I really enjoyed everything. La-
ter in the day we were -address-
ed by Hubert Humphrey. Bob 
Price took us on a short tour of 
the House. 

The next day we left for home, 
and we will tell more at the next 
Farmers Union meeting.

Growers Reminded 

Of Provisions Of 

1972 Grain Programs 
Pointing out that 1872 -crop bar-

ley is now being seeded in Bris-
coe County, local farm program 
official, Louie Kitchens, reminded 
growers that barley is included in 
the 1972 Feed Grain Program. It 
was not included in the 1971 pro-
gram. 

Eligible growers who plan to 
participate in tlw 1972 Feed Grain 
Program should take note that an 
acreage set-aside will be required 
of between 20 and 35% of a farm's 
barley; base as well as of the corn 
and grain sorghum base. The ex-
act percentage will not -be known 
until the 1972 Feed Grain Pro-
gram announcement is made by 
the U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture within the next few weeks. 

Inclusion of barley in the 1972 
program means that the set-aside 
payments will be made, as they 
are made for corn and grain sor-
ghum set-aside acreage. No an-
nouncement has yet been made of 
the payment rate. Kitchens said 
the' barley payment rate will be 
in an equitable ratio with the set 
aside payment rates for corn and 
grain  sorghum. 

The reminder that barley will 
be included in the 1972 Feed 
Grain Program. is also important 
because of the substitution pro-
vision, he said. 

Substitution permits a program 
participant to choose a crop best 
suited to his farm and market op-
erations and still earn payments 
and -history credit for the crop his-
torically grown on the farm. 

Provided set-aside acreage and 
other program requirements are 
met, this means farmers with 
wheat allotments may earn wheat 
program set-aside payments and 
retain wheat history and allotment 
credit by growing soybeans in-
stead of wheat. Likewise, soybeans 
may be substituted for barley and 
other feed grains to maintain his-
tory and bases. 

A corn producer may switch to 
grain sorghum. A wheat-and-bar-
ley farm may -go 100 percent to 
barley. Or any other combination 
of the -permissible crops may be 
substituted, as the producer choos-
es. He will still earn set-aside pay-
ments on his farm's allotment and 
base crops. 

Barley growers who wore not in 
the program in 1971 were also re-
minded that a set-aside require-
ment does not mean an acreage 
limitation on any crop. 

To illustrate, Kitchens said, 
"Suppose a grower has a 500-acre 
farm with a 100-acre barley base. 
If he participates in the feed grain 
program, he will set aside acreage 
representative of his cropland in 
the required amount and main-
tain it in conserving use. If the 
farm has a conserving base, that 
acreage will also be kept in con-
serving use. On the rest of the 
farm, the grower may plant as 
much barley, or any other crop, 
except quota crops, as -he chooses. 
He is not limited by his barley 
base, which is used only to figure 
his set-aside and set-aside pay-
ment." 

Full details of the 1972 Feed 
Grain Set-Aside Program are ex-
pected to be received in the Bris-
coe County Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation Service 
(ASCS) Office in the near future. 
Farmers will be told as soon as 
possible of all the details.
