Enjoy Wildlife 

Presentation 
The Quitaque Lions met in the 

Quitaque Community Center Mon-
day evening, August 16. After a 
delicious Mexican dinner, Lion 
Jimmy Davidson introduced the 
speaker, Julius Stevens. As game 
warden of Briscoe and Swisher 
counties, Stevens presented slides 
and gave data about aoudad sheep, 
whitetail and mule deer. The eco-
nomic impact, as well as the local 
sport of these game animals, was 
presented to show the potential of 
this natural resource. In 1975, 
there were 105 aoudad permits is-
sued to Briscoe County landown-
ers. The sale of' these permits 
alone averaged $325.00. This does 
not include additional money 
spent by the hunters for food, 
lodging, guides, or other local ex-
penses. Of the 100 sheep killed in 
the four-county hunt area, 50 per-
cent were killed in Briscoe Coun-
ty. Additionally, 250 mule deer 
were killed in Briscoe County with 
the permit fee alone averaging 
$100.00 for each permit. This il-
lustrates the tremendous poten-
tial Of the wildlife resources in 
our own community. Quail, dove, 
turkey and other game animals 
are also abundant. 

Officer, Stevens indicated that 
these resources should be manag-
ed as any Other resource. For eco-
nomic benefit of the landowners 
and community, as well as the 
physical welfare of the wildlife, 
game animals should be systemat-
ically controlled and utilized to 
the best advantage. The develop-
ment of this resource in our area 
w ill depend on how effective or-
ganized efforts move in that dir-
ection. 

Upcoming hunting seasons to re-
member are: Dove: Sept. 1-Oct. 14, 
afternoon only, Jan. 1-Jan. 16, all 
day; Quail: No. 13-Feb. 13; Deer 
and Turkey: Nov. 20-Dec. 5; Aou-
dad Sheep: Nov. 13-Nov. 19.
