"Dragnet" Keeps 
Tabs On Boll 
Weevil Movement 
A "Dragnet" formed by boll 

weevil traps along the edge of the 

Capmek and running all the way 

to the New Mexico line is keeping 
a close check on the weevils as 
they once again attempt to invade 

the High Plains. , 
oThis year--the 

used on a large scale basis to 
monitor this movement," reports 
Lyndon Almond, Extension area 

entomologist located at the Texas 
A & M University Agricultural 
Center north of Lubbock. The traps 

were put to their initial test last 
year and proved to be a valuable 
tool in detecting the movement of 
weevils. 

"To date, weevils have been 
trapped in this string of 223 traps 
which are each one to two miles 
apart," according to the entomolo-
gist "One was found recently in 
southeastern Lynn County about 
three miles east of Draw. Another 
weevil was trapped about eight 

miles east of Tulia while a third 
sot picked up some nine miles 
southeast of Silverton." 

The phermone traps, or sex 
trans as they are called, are bright 
yellow and each is sexily baited 
with four live male boll weevils. 
The trap itself stands about a foot 
t all and is coated with a sticky 

substance which snares weevils 
as they are attracted to the caged 
live weevils in the center. 

Each week the traps are inspec-

ted for trapped weevils and are 
replenished with a fresh supply 
of bait weevils, explain Almand. 
"The system of traps will enable 

us to keep tabs on the movement of 
weevils into the High Plains area 

to pinpoint 'hot spots', " points out 
the entomologist. This will enable 
effective treatment of such areas 
under the High Plains Diapause 

Roll Weevil Control Program 
which has successfully prevented 
significant weevil migration into 
the area for the past five years. 
Monitoring of boll weevil move-

merit is a vita] part of the overall 
nIsicetive of this program."

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BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III, 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended by adding 
a new Section 60b-1 to read as 
follows: 

"Section 506-1. (a) The Leg-
islature may provide that the 
Coordinating Board, Texas 
College and University Sys-
tem, or its successor or suc-
cessors, shall have authority to 
provide for, issue and sell gen-
eral obligation bonds of the 
State of Texas in an amount 
not to exceed Two Hundred 
Million Dollars (200,000,000) 
in addition to those heretofore 
authorized to be issued pur-
suant to Section 50b of the 
Constitution. The bonds auth-
orized herein shall be executed 
in such form, upon such terms 
and be in such denomination 
as may be prescribed by law 
and shall bear interest, and be 
issued in such installments as 
shall be prescribed by the 
Board provided that the max-
imum net effective interest 
rate to be borne by such bonds 
may be fixed by law. 

"(b) The moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall be deposited to the credit 
of the Texas Opportunity Plan 
Fund created by Section 506 
of the Constitution and shall 
otherwise be handled as pro-
vided in Section 506 of the 

Constitution and the laws en-
acted pursuant thereto. 

"(c) The said bonds shall be 
general obligations of the state 
and shall be payable in the 
same manner and from the 
same sources as bonds here-
tofore authorized pursuant to 
Section 50b. 

"(d) All bonds issued here-
under shall, after approval by 
the Attorney General, regis-
tration by the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts of the State 
of Texas, and delivery to the 
purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute general 
obligations of the State of 
Texas under this Constitution. 

"(e) Should the Legislature 
enact enabling laws in antici-
pation of the adoption of this 
Amendment such acts shall not 
be void because of their antici-
patory nature."

01).-ed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 
NI MBER SEN EN ON rHE BALLOT (HJR4) 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 51-d, 

Article 111, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended 
to read as follows: • 

"Section 51-d. The Legisla-
ture shall have the power, by 
general law, to provide for the 
payment of assistance by the 
State of Texas to the surviv-
ing spouse and minor children 
of officers, employees, and 
agents, including members of 
organized volunteer fire de-
