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Valley Girls Go To Final 
Seconds Before Losing 

The Valley High Sebool 
baaketball team, already counted 
not elf the district race until given 
a snood clones, node good on 
the second chance by winning the 
playoff for district, then won bi-
district and the regional cham-
pionship and came within seconds 
of winning a state title before loe-
log 337 to Grandview in a spine-
tingling contest before a record-
breaking crowd in Gregory Gym 
at Austin Saturday afternoon. The 
COO people who sew the game 
was the largest crowd ever to wit-
new a girls state championship 
game. according to report, 

Grandview's Sarah v. 
earned on the programs as be-
ing 6-2 in height but actually is 
6-4 according to her own people, 
hit a 6 foot jump shot with 3 se-
conds left in the game and won it. 

The Valley High girls were mat-
ched against Cooper High In the 
first game of the tournament, an 
8:30 Friday morning affair which 
found both teams very cold from 
the field but the Valley girls won 
It on the free shooting of fresh-
man Jana Turner. The score of the 
game, incidentally the second-low-
est scoring game in the tourna-
ment's history. was 2923. 

Cooper scored first in the game. 
but seconds later the Patriots tied 
it at 2. then the score was tied at 
4. At he end of the quarter Valley 
led 6-1. Cooper took a 9-8 lead in 
the !ate minutes of the second 
period, but Valley took the lead 
back with a minute and a half to 
go and that was the last time Val-
ley was behind in the game. The 
score at half-time was an unbel-
ievable 12-11. Although the Val-
ley forwards were having troubles 
there was nothing wrong with 
guards Mary Brunson. Susie Hen-
drix and Cindy Morris for they 
were doing an excellent job on the 
Cooper forwards. 

Cooper managed to tally only 
two points in the third period 
while Valley scored six to lead 
18-13. 

In the fourth period, the Coop-
er team had committed enough 
fouls that the Valley girls were 
getting the one-and-one shots and 
Janne Turner was capitalizing on 
this situation for she scored 7 of 
the last 9 points for the Patriots 
on free tosses. Bonnie Clary hit 
one field goal during that time to 
help put the game away for Val-
ley. Eva Cheatham was hold to 
only five points in that game, Bon-
nie Clary hit for 12 points and 
Jana Turner shared scoring honors 
with Bonnie with 12 points, 10 of 
them coming on free shots. 

The Valley girls knew that it 
would take a better effort in the 
championship game if they were 
to have a shot at the title and the 
Patriots were ready for the big 
one. 

Valley got on the scoreboard 
first, although it took a minute 
and a half to do so, for both teams 
were tense. Valley hit a free shot 
to lead 3-0 before Grandview scor-
ed. Valley hit another fielder to 
lead 5-2. With a couple of minutes 
left in the first period the Zebra-
ettes took the lead for the first 
time at 6-5 but the lead changed 
hands a couple of times before the 
first period was over and Valley 
led 11-10 at the first stop. With 
less than a minute left before the 
half Valley shot themselves into 
a 6-point, 23-17 lead and fans of 
Valley almost hit the ceiling be 
cause two quick steals and two 
buckets by the Zebraettes narrow-
ed the lead to 23-21 at halftime. 
And that was the tone of the en-
tire game. 

Third period scoring was all 

even as each team managed to 
notch only six points and Valley 
still held on to its 2-point margin. 

2947. With less than 3 minutes 
left to play. the Valley girls in-
creased their lead to 6 points, 37-
31 and fans present at the game 
and those listening on the radio 
began really to see a championship 
fur Valley High. The pressures 
on these youngsters, present at a 
state tournament for the very first 
time, was tremendous. The Valley 
girls had chances at one-and-one 
free shot situations but the ball 
just wouldn't stay down and with 

end of the court, played it perfect 
for the one last shot and made it 
with not time left for Valley to get 
another shot. 

It was a heartbreaking loss, es-
pecially when it appeared the Val-
ley just about had it won. but at 
the same time there are no regrets 
for the Valley youngsters played 
a tremendous game against a very 
fine team, many- say the very best 
Valley has played all season long. 
and they have played some good 
ones. 

The game was tied 8 times and 
the lead changed hands 14 times. 
However, fans should remember 
that it was Grandview who was 
coming from behind most of the 
time to tie it or go ahead. Valley 
was ahead most of the time. At no 
time in the game was Grandview 
ahead more than 2 points and that 
happened only twice in the game. 
Most of the time when the Zebra-
ettes were ahead it was by a single 
point and that was when the lead 
was swapping hands with every 
shot. Valley led by three points 
early in the first period, by four 
points at 19-15 and twice by six 
points. 

This was the Patriots' shining 
hour. their top effort of a very 
fine season for the school's first 
year of existence. The Patriots' 
guards, especially came in for a 
lot of praise from fans and coach-
es alike. Mary Brunson turned in 
a tremendous effort in guarding 
the 6-4 Miss Williams. That young 
lady had been averaging 33 points 
per contest but she scored only 20 
in that game. four of them free 
tosses. The Grandview team had 
been scoring at an 88-plus points 
per game in their last 12 games of 
the season, according to reports. 
and the Patriots cut that down to 
less than half. 

In the scoring department, Eva 
Cheatham hit for 15 points, Bon-
nie Clary 10 and Mitchie Lipscomb 
12 points. 

So ends the season for what 
some people had described as a 
"Cinderella" team. Their season 
record is 31 wins and 7 losses. 
Take a look at the teams that beat 
them: Class AA defending cham-
pion Spearman in the first game 
of the season, Class AAA defend-
ing champion Canyon and the Val-
ley girls won over Canyon once 
this season. Class A defending 
champion Claude, the team the 
Patriots defeated in the playoff 
for the district championship, and 
Muleshoe, the only team to win 
over the Patriots who was not a 
defending state champion. This, 
the team some of the experts pick-
ed to finish fourth in the district. 
Local fans, however. did not go a-

Clubs Offer Chance 
To Learn and Serve 

"If you like to learn new and 
better ways to do things, then try 
joining a home demonstration 
club," said Mrs. Dorothy Powell, 
County Extension Agent (Home 
Economics), in Silverton. 

The agent said that home dem-
onstration clubs offer an opportun-
ity for the homemaker to learn 
the latest information about home 
and family life. 

Anyone may join a club. Any 
person interested in improving 
home and community life is eli-
gible for membership, according to 
Mrs. Powell. 

"A home demonstration club is 
a group of homemakers who learn 
together," Mrs. Powell said. "Mem-
bers help determine and devlop 
ides for programs." 

Mmbers take part in discussions, 
participate in club-sponsored com-
munity projects and even teach 
lessons at meetings. The club 
meets monthly. Elected officers 
conduct a short busienss session. 

The agent pointed out that it's 
not necessary to join a club to 
learn about homemaking. 

"You can participate in short 
courses, workshops, special mea-
nies and tours sponsored by the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
home economics study group 
which meets fewer times annually. 
It often has a series of programs 
about a single subject matter area. 
An Extension home economics 
study group may either have elec-
ted officers or only a chairman 
who directs business that arises. 

"There are no required dues for 
membership," Mrs. Powell ex-
plained. "Your major investment 
is your time to learn and share 
new information. Clubs have fund-
raising projects to support special 
activities. And no charge is made 
for instructions from the county 
home demonstration agent." 

A home demonstration club is 
being formed for the Quitaque 
area, There will be an organiza-
tional meeting to elect officers and

' B A B plants are usually lar-

ger than container-grown plants of 

the same price. They are usually 
field-grown and may be better ad-
justed to conditions in your land-
scape," says Vanstory. 

Container-grown plants arc con-
tinuing to gain popularity. The 
most common sizes are one and 
five gallon containers. Two distinct 
advantages of plants grown in con-
tainers are that there is less shock 
during transplanting and less 

chance of damage due to rough 
handling. 

Metal cans are usually cut with 
special shears by the nurseryman 
so that the plant can be lifted out 
of the container with a minimum 
root disturbance. Some of the new 
plastic containers are designed to 
allow the ball of soil to slip out 

Family Living

without cutting the sides. Plants 
should never be planted with the 
container intact. 

Many fruit and nut trees as well 
as some shrubs and vines are of-
fered for sale with bare roots or 
with roots packaged in sawdust or 
similar material. Such plants do 
best if set out during the dormant 
periods of late fall and winter. 

"When setting out bare root 
plants, two things are important. 
First, never allow the root system 
to dry out or be completely sub-
merged in water for long periods 
of time. Second, pruning at trans-
planting time is essential," cau-
tions Vanstory. 

The amount of pruning differs 
among species but generally a 
third to a half of the top growth 
should be removed. Any damaged 
'coots should also be pruned back 
to healthy wood. 

Regardless of the type of tree 
or shrub you plant, be sure to dig 
the hole large enough, at least 
11/2 times larger than the diame-
ter of the ball or root spread. Set 
the plant at the same depth it 
glow at the nursery and work 
plenty of humus material into the 
soil. Tamp the soil and then water 
thoroughly. A good mulch on the 
surface, along with adequate wa-
ter, will Insure maximum growth 
during the establishment period. 
A small amount of fertilizer may 
be added when new growth begins.

Selection Of Trees 

Shrubs Is Best Now 
According to County Extension 

Agent Jimmy Vanstory, now Is the 
time to find the best selection of 
trees or shrubs at garden centers 
and nurseries. 

Trees and shrubs are generally 
sold in three forms: balled and 
burlapped (B & B), container-
grown and bare roots. 

For the B & B type, a ball of 
soil, in proportion to the top 
growth of the plant, is wrapped in 
burlap and pinned. In handling, 
the plant should not be lifted by 
its stem or trunk. Rough handling 
can loosen the ball of soil and
