Farmers and ranchers of Bris-

is the time of year for ASCS Com-
munity elections. Some may not 
know that they can get someone's 
name on the ballot. Usually candi-

dates are first selected by the 
community committees, then extra 

nominees selected by the County 
Committee. There is another meth-
od provided, however, that allows 
a group of farmers to nominate 

a person for a committee position 
prior to the selection of the other 
candidates by the committees. 

Petitions must be: 
1. Limited to one nominee each. 
2. Signed by at least 6 eligible 

voters in the community. (Eligible 

voters may sign as many petitions 
as they desire). 

3. Received at the County Office 
no later than 5:06 p. m. August 
22, 1969. Persons nominated should 

be (1) currently engaged in the op-
erator of a farm or ranch and 
(2) well qualified for committee 
work in general. A parson is ell-

cible to he a community commit-
teeman if he farms in the com-
munity in which he is nominated 
and lives in Briscoe County. If a 
Person who is nominated by pe-

tition is found to be ineligible he 
will be notified and given 15 days 
in appeal to the County Commit-
tee.
