TIS. Of course, the operation of 
the TIS is more complicated than 

just one neighbor borrowing from 
another. 

The subject of interconnection of 
rtectrictric systems is currently 
receiving considerable interest in 
the news. But, it is "old hat" in 
Texas where the major power sup-

plies have been operating success-
fully on an interconnected basis 
lor more than a quarter of a 
century. 

If a major generating station of 
the 71S members suddenly goes 
eut of service, the system is de-
signed for other plants to automa-
tically pick up the load from the 
"spinning reserve" power that is 
available at all times. 

This is just one way the TIS in-

tegrated system and inter - com-
pany - ties work to keep electric 
,ervice dependable in our service 
area . . . as well as throughout 
the State. 

The Texas Interconnected System 
is composed of West Texas Utilities 

Company and eight other power 
systems which operate wholly 
within the State of Texas. 

In a state as large as Texas, 

with great variations in climate 

and geography. the membership 
cf the TIS is divided into two 
er,ups to simplify operations: The 

North T ex a s Interconnected Sys-
tems (NTIS) and South Texas In-
terconnected Systems (STIS). In 
the NTIS are Dallas Power & Light 

Company. Texas Power & Light 
Company. Texas Electric Service 
Company and West Texas Utilities 
Company .... all investor - owned 

electric companies. 
The STIS is composed of two 

investor - owned companies, Hous-
ton Lighting & Power Company 

and Central Power & Light Com-
pany: two municipal power sys-
tems. the City of Austin and the 

City Public Service Board of San 
Antonio; and one state authority, 
the Lower Colorado River Author-

ity. 

The purpose of TIS is to continue 
to insure a reliable supply of power 
to about 8,000.000 people served by 

the nine - member electric utilities. 
It maintains an ample supply of 
what is called "spinning reserve" 
which is spare generating capacity 

in operation and on the system 
ready to take on load instantly. 

Both groups are joined by a 
345.000 - volt line extending north 
to Dallas from Houston Lighting & 
Power Company's W. A. Parris 
Plant and by 113, 000 - volt and 

69,000 - volt lines from the Lower 
Colorado River Authority system 

and between Central Power & 
Light and West Texas Utilities 

Company. 

A second 345,000 - volt is being 

constructed from the Parish Plant 
to NTIS with completion scheduled 

for mid - 1969. These are and will 
be linked with 345,000 - volt lines 
connecting Dallas, Fort Worth and 
West Texas in the NTIS area. The 
entire system is continually being 
expanded to keep ahead of the 
growth in generating capacity of 

the member companies. Over the 
years, the interconnecting trans-
mission facilities throughout TIS 
have been increased in capacity 
and number in parallel with the in-
creasing size and complexity of 
the individual member systems. 

At the present time, there are in 
service 1240 circuit miles of 345,000 
volt lines and an additional 860 
miles have been scheduled for in-

stallation prior to 1972. 
For more than 25 years the North 

Texas Systems and the South Tex-
as Systems with joining service 

areas have operated successfully on 
a synchronized basis. Anticipated 

load growth along with the instal-
lation of larger and more economi-

The nine - member companies 
serve a combined area of 195,000 
square miles (75 percent of Texas) 
extending generally to the Red 
River on the north. the New Mex-
ico border (excluding the Panhand-
le) and the Monahans - Wink area 
on the west, the Rio Grande and 

the Gulf of Mexico on the south, 
and Paris - Tyler - Lufkin Hous 
ton on the east. 

The Texas Interconnected Sys-
tem maintains a spinning reserve 
of not less than the capacity of the 
largest generator operating in 

South Texas plus 100,000 kilowatts. 
This totals well over a minim kilo-
watts which is shared by the nine 
member Companies. The System 
has a 1968 load - serving capability 
of 16.300,000 kilowatts - more than 
3 and one - half million kilowatts 
above the peak load of 1967. 

TIS is not a power pool in the 
strictest sense of the word in that 
the nine member utilities do not 
pool their resources to finance, 
build or operate power plants and 

transmission lines. Each utility is 
responsible for the construction 
and operation of its own facilities. 
However, the nine utility compan-
ies do operate as one large system 
interconnected with 345,000, 138,000 
and 69,000 - volt transmission lines. 

Texas Systems. Three of these are 
with Central Power & Light Com-
pany commonly known as the 
Sonora - Uvalde 69,000 - volt tie; 
the McCamey - Del Rio 69,000 -
volt tie; and the Sonora - Del Rio 

138,000 - volt tie. 
The other two are 69,000 - volt 

ties with the Lower Colorado River 
Authority. One is the Mason -

Llano tie, and the other is the 
Mason - Frederickburg tie. 

Eight 69,000 - volt interconnect-
ions with Texas Electric Service 
Company join WTU with the North 
Texas Systems. These ties to the 
east are known as the Vernon -
Electra tie, the Monday - Holliday 
tie, Cisco - Leon tie, and the Santa 
Anna - Brownwood tie. 

The four interconnections to the 
west are the Roby - Eskota tie, 
Merkel - Eskota tie. Sterling City -
Chalk tie, and the Rio Pecos 
Plant - Crant tie. 

Both within the WTS system and 
the other interconnected systems, 

fullest consideration is given to 
continuity of service - utilizing 
modern protective devices, alterna-
tive power supply sources and 
transmission facilities. 

Interconnection with the neigh-
boring systems has strengthened 
WTU's network as well as giving 
all member systems a very high 

degree of service reliability.

The Planning subcommittee 
studies transmission facilities, ab-
normal system conditions and 
major outages, and anticipates 
future generation installation and 
reserve needs. 

This committee is particularly 
concerned with the interconnected 
transmission system since it is the 
principal medium for achieving re-
liabillty.The group also studies the 
adequancy of the transmission sy-
stem through use of large capacity 
digital computers and load flow 
programs. 

The Operating subcommittee de-
velops standards for operation of 
the system, relay settings, dis-
patching procedures, allocation of 
spinning reserve and coordination 
of maintenance schedules. A ma-
jor consideration of this committee 
is the operation of all generators 
on the system. If a generating 
unit is suddenly lost, an equal a-
mount of reserve power from other 
generators on the system must 
respond instantly. This committee 
is concerned also with recommend-
ing policies which will assure ade-
quate spinning reserve at all times, 
including those periods when some 
units are out of service for sche-
duled maintenance. 

Another of its assighments is to 
investigate and reccommend oper-
ating procedures such as sequence 
of switching operations after a 
possible major system disturbance,  

and to devise reliable and effec-
tive means of testing adequancy 
of the interconnected system und-
er emergency conditions. 

Energy security 	centers in 
Dallas and Austin coordinate the 
operations of the interconnected 
system. Modem up - to - date load 
frequency and tie line controls 
automatically regulate the genera-
tion of power to meet load require-
ments. A. continuous record of 
power flow on all tie lines in pro-
vided system dispatchers to permit 
them to observe the operation of 
the total system at all times. 

How well has the Texas Inter-
connected System operated in the 
past? It has been a model of effi-
ciency. There has never been a 
TIS system - wide interruption al-
though there have been some em-
ergency situations that have prov-
ed the value of the interconnected 
system. 

There are times when generat-
ing units at WTU power plants 
have tripped off the line. Even 
some of the larger units in other 
parts of the TIS have suddenly 
been disconnected from the sy-
stem. But the spinning reserve 
took over without a hitch. Our cus-
tomers do not normally know 
there is any problem because their 
lights do not even dim. 

That is the kind of service we 
strive to provide — the kind that 
customers take for granted.

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In Mark 10:17-22 we read the 
tragic story of a rich young ruler 
who came to Jesus seeking to be 
saved. When Jesus told him what 
he must do beyond what he had al-
ready done, the youm., man turned 
away. 

There are certain observations 
we might make about this 
young man that would apply to  

some people today. First, he was 
so near to Jesus and yet so far 
from Him. He was near to Jesus 
in the sense that he was standing 
ery close to Him, indeed He could 

have reached out and touched Him 
He was far from Jesus in spirit. 
He was not willing to forego world-
ly things in order to grasp eternal 
things. 

Second, the young man was so 
rich and yet so poor. He was rich 
in material things, some of which 
he had inherited, some of which he 
had had given to him as the ruler 
of a people. He was poor in that 
these things could not purchase the 
happiness that comes with the 
knowledge that one is saved from 
the consequences of his sins. 

Third, he was so good and yet 
so bad. He was what is referred to 
today as a "good man." He did not 
drink alcoholic beverages, gamble, 
nor carouse with drunkards. He 
was honest, fair to all men. and 
thoughtful to his people. Yet he 

vas a sinner and remained a sin-
ner by denying Christ. He thereby 
gave up hope for eternal life, the 
thing most sought after by all men. 

Finally, he was so wise and yet 
so foolish. He had to be wise to 
rule his people and provide counsel 
for them. He was foolish in placing 
his values In the wrong place. He 
put first things second and would 
have to pay the consequences. 

Many people today are like this 
rich young ruler — turning from 
Jesus for the sake of a moment's 
pleasure and comfort.
