Science Symposium 
In Austin 

Twenty outstanding students and 
teachers from the area served by 
West Texas Utilities Company at-
tended the 15th annual Nuclear 
Science Symposium at the Uni-
versity of Texas in Austin. The 
conference got underway Wednes-
day, June 4, and ended Saturday, 
June 7. 

Sponsored by WTtla  from this 
area were Mitdhie Lipscomb, a 
student at Valley iHgh School, 
and Mrs. Jo Mae Merrell, Valley 
School teacher. 

The Symposium was jointly 
sponsored by the Texas Atomic 
Energy Research Foundation and 
the University of Texas. West 
Texas Utilities is one of the spon-
soring companies. 

The 500 selected high school 
science' students and teachers who 
attended the session were offer-
ed the rare opportunity of hear-
ing lectures by some of the na-
tion's outstanding nuclear scien-
tists. 

The Foundation was foamed for 
the primaly purpose of conducting 
the world's first and largest pri-
ately financed research effort in 

the field of nuclear enema Cur-
rently, the Foundation and The 
University are sponsoring a pro-
gram in nuclear fusion research 
aimed at controlling thermonu-
clear reactions for the production 
of electric power. Fusion is the 
energy process of the sun and the 
stars. 

The goal of the Foundation and 
WTU is not research alone, but 
to also assist in the advancement 
of the knowledge of nuclear sci-
ence in Texas schools. Of special 
interest to the sponsors is being-
ing to students and teachers a 
realization of the privileges, res-
ponsibilities and opportunities 
which scientific discoveries in the 
field of nuclear energy presents. 

WTU paid all expenses for the 
20 students and teachers attend-
ing from schools in the area ser-
ved by the company. Lecturers 
at the Symposium were chosen 
from top men in their field. 

There are over 1,000 accredit-
ed senior high schools in the 
state of Texas. Turkey and Quita-
que can be justly proud of its 
high school for having been chos-
en as one of the 150 high schools 
in the state invited to send stu-
dents and teachers to the Sympos-
ium.
