Walk Across Texas Weight Management 
Series: Why Should I Lose Weight? 

According to the National Institutes of Health, 55 percent of the U.S. 
population is considered overweight or obese. People who.are overweight 
have increased risks for high blood pressure, type 2 diabetes, high choles-
terol, heart disease, stroke, gall bladder disease, osteoarhtritis, sleep ap-

nea and other breathing problems and certain cancers. Any one of these 
health risks can cost a person not only many dollars, but also their ability 
to live independently dunng their older years. 

Being overweight is one of many health risks we can ignore with no 
visible threat to our health until we reach 40 to 50 years of age. Sud-

denly, you might find your blood pressure or blood sugar is high at a health 
fair or during a routine health check up. The first thing most health care 
professionals will tell you is lost weight and increase your physical activ-
ity. 

Can losing weight and increased physical activity really have an effect 
on problems like blood pressure, blood sugar, and heart disease? The 
answer is clearly, ye& 

Many studies have shown that losing even 10 pounds can have a posi-
tive effect on problems such as high blood pressure, diabetes, and the 

other problems listed above. However, losing weight is not easy. Many 
people say, "Well, I will just take pills for these problems, that is a whole 
lot easier." Ask anyone taking medications on a regular basis about the 

ease arid cost of medicines, they most likely will say medication require a 
lot of effort and money. 

Whether you want to increase physical activity or lose weight or do 
both, please check with your health care provider , and never change the 
dose of any of your medicines without your doctor's advice.

Proposed Farm Bill Would Boost Net Farm 
Income By $4.5 Billion Per Year From 2003-
2010 

Prior to the August recess, the U.S. House Committee of Agriculture 
approved farm bill legislation that represents their vision of farm policy 
for the next decade. 

The program crop provisions of the proposal would boost net farm in-
come by $4.5 billion per year from 2003-2010 and improve the economic 
viability of program crop producers nationally . These are findings of the 
Food and Agricultural Policy Research Institute at the University of Mis-

souri & Iowa State and the Agricultural and Food Policy Center with the 
Texas A&M University System. 

The bill, H.R. 2646, revises and formalizes the provisions outlined in 

the 'Draft Farm Bill Concept Paper" released by the Committee in early 
July. The most significant departure from current legislation is the rein-
troduction of payments that are counter -cyclical to price. 

The counter-cyclical modification in this bill relies on the concept of 

target prices used in previous farm bills, but also keeps many cif the fea-

tures of the current farm bill. Current provisions, such as fixed payments 
and a prohibition against acreage set-aside requirements are maintained," 
said Dr. Abner Womack, director of the Agricultural and Food Policy Cen-
ter at Texas A&M. "The counter-cylical payment feature looks at the sum 
of the fixed payment and the greater of the marketing loan rate or the 
average price. If this sum is below the target price, the government would 
pay farmers the difference." 

Those provisions also increase government expenditures though the 
Commodity Credit Corporation by an average of $5.2 billion per year . 
Since the counter-cyclical payments are designed to buffer financial pres-
sure in times oflow prices, FAPRI estimates greater spending in the early 
years of the analysis period as opposed to the later years. 

The FAPRI analysis only considers implications of the grain, oilseed 
and cotton provisions, with some consideration of the Conservation Re-

serve Program (CRP). The analysis assumes that CRP acreage does in-
crease from the current limit of 36.4 million acres to near 39 million acres 
under the new farm bill proposal. 

Other titles of the proposed farm bill cover peanuts, sugar , dairy , wool, 

mohair, conservation, trade, research, nutrition and rural development. 
Utilizing its database of representative crop farms located in the nation's 
major wheat, feed grain, cotton , and rice production areas, AFPC analy-
sis showed that all 44 farms benefited from the proposed changes in H.R. 
2646. 

Dr. Steven Kolse, an economist with Texas Cooperative Extension who 
analyzed 300 farms participating in Extension's Farm Assistance pro-
gram, said a majority of farmers would update their base acres and see a 
significant change in net income. 

"The switch in base acres may be a result of producers planting alter -
native program crops or simply an increase in planted acres of the same 
crop," Klose said. "In either case, the proposal to update base acreage 

will be viewed as positive because producers would be given an option." 
Klose said more than 80 percent of the farms in the Farm Assistance 

database would benefit by updating their base acres. 

"For those that take that option, their looking at about a 20 percent 

increase in fixed payments in addition to expected benefits from the counter 
cyclical provisions."

Dryland Cotton Deviation Not Done Yet 
With a record setting July heat wave in the books and little or no rain-

fall during the key months of June and July, most observers are saying 
the dryland cotton crop on the Texas high Plains is finished except for the 

counting of the casualties. 
With such a poor outlook it seems that making the case that the dry-

land cotton acreage remaining on the Texas High Plains has done all it is 

likely to do and has significantly reduced yield potential would be easy . 
The situation seems to be pretty clear. The 2001 non-irrigated cotton 

crop has taken it on the chin following a dearth of rainfall in June, July 
and August. 

Most observers agree that the end result will likely be the same, a 
large percentage of the dryland crop currently in the field will never make 
it to harvest. With such low yield prospects and the economic reality of 

historically low prices entering the equation, most fields will not have 
enough yield potential to allow the grower to break even on the cost of 
harvesting the crop. 

Plains Cotton Growers has been pursuing a deviation to allow growers 
to request and receive appraisals using a modified Boll Count method in 
lieu of the Stand Count method typically employed until mid-September . 

The PCG request would not only allow the grower to get an appraisal 
based on the harvestable bolls in the field, it would also include a change 

in the factor used to calculate how many bolls it takes to make one pound 
of cotton. 

The regular table assumes 350 bolls per pound while the modified table 

would utilize a 450 bolls per pound factor as determined through T exas 
Cooperative Extension and Texas Agricultural Experiment Station stud-
ies conducted in 1998, 

Getting the deviation in place, however, is proving to be a formidable 
challenge. 

The reality is that a key player in the decision to find relief for growers 
is taking a much different view of the crop. 

It appears that insurance companies servicing cotton policies on the 

Texas High Plains see a crop that is drastically different and much better 
than what growers and Extension personnel are describing. 

In fact they have apparently taken the stance that the High Plains' 

remaining dryland crop is, in fact, good enough that it does not merit any 

special consideration for the effects of the ongoing drought. 
One potential sticking point for growers is the possibility of being 

charged Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Program assessments on cotton 

standing when the two newest sones, the Northern High Plains and South-

em High Plains/Caprock, begin diapause operations September 3. 
PCG has noted that the ability of growers to get adjustments on their 

crop and make timely decisions to take the acreage to harvest or fail it out 

could mean a saving of $6 per land acre in eradication program fees. 
With no deviation in place, growers who feel strongly that their crop 

will eventually be failed after a boll count appraisal should contact their 
crop insurance agent and ask if they have the option to leave representa-

tive strips in the field that can be adjusted at a later date. 
If they leave strips they need to then contact the TBWEF zone office to 

request that the fields be remapped to include only the standing stripe. 
According to the TBWEF, growers in the two new zones who leave such 

strips, and who also totally destroy all other cotton in the field, will only 
be billed for Eradication assessments on the smaller acreage left in the 
strips. 

TBWEF policy works with growers to provide some small measure of 

relief by providing a method to only pay assessments on the modest amount 
of cotton that would have to be treated by the TBWEF for boll weevil in 

2001.

Today is my dads birthday. He was born in Stonewall County in 1943 
I just learned recently that although he graduated from Aspermont High 
School, he went to school in Lockney and Floydada during his elementary 
days. Small world. 

Many people are defined by what they accomplish before they turn 20. 
That wasn't the case with my dad. Asa family friend once said about my 
dad, he didn't want to just make a living-, he wanted to make a life. There 
is truly a difference. 

After graduating at age 17, he left the small town of Aspermont and 

moved to Dallas where he soon met my mother. In 1963. the day after 
JFK was shot in Dallas, my parents were marred just a stones throw 
from the infamous book depository. In a side note, the assassination ac-
tually occurred on my mom's birthday. 

My dad was just a blue collar working man. He spent time driving a 
truck, spraying for bugs, and building houses. Soon the family grew to 
five after my younger brother, David, was born two years after me, and 
five years after Robert. 

Eventually my dad decided to go to college in Arkansas. He graduated 
at the age of 33 from Quachita Baptist University in 1976 with a degree 

in Sociology and Religion. He spent long hours working several jobs and 
going to classes to earn the degree he never used. 

After graduation my dad began getting on with the business of creat-
ing a life for us. My dad's life was about kids. Not just the three boys he 
had, but may kid that needed help. Soon after leaving school we found 
ourselves on a children's ranch where my dad was a houseparent. He 
also remodeled the house, and drove the school bus. 

These years were special as they brought many new family members 
into our home. I have previously mentioned Big Mike, but Cathy and the 
other Mike were other kids that became permanent members of our fam-
ily. 

After three years, we left the ranch and soon relocated to Irean, Texas 

where my dad became the foreman of a cattle ranch. Because many of the 
kids went with us, he soon developed a reputation as someone who would 
take in troubled teens. 

It a hard to describe what he did. It wasn't foster care and he didn't 

run a children's home. He was simply a man that would bring kids in 
that had no place else to go and they would become permanent members 
of our family. 

Our family continued to grow and troubled boys would come to our 

home and turn their lives around. I vividly remember us going to the 
grocery store and buying ten baskets of groceries to make it through a few 
weeks. 

These boys were more than my dads projects. They were my brothers 
, classmates, and friends. We went to classes together, played sports to-
gether, and spent countless hours together at home. It was certainly never 
dull around our house. 

By 1985, Mike and Cathy were married with families and there were 
still six boys in school. My brother Robert had graduated and was help-
ing my dad in his new water well repair business. 

That fall, Big Mike, Gene, and myself were all starters on one of the 
top ranked football teams in the State. My dad was a big fan of the foot-
ball team. He liked it because it gave boys a reason to push themselves. 

He was really a track fan. He had been a track athlete himself, and 

was excited when Gene ran the 400 meters at the State T rack Meet in 

1985. The next year Big Mike and i joined Gene at the State Meet as all 
three of us qualified in the 400 meter relay. 

My dad wasn't at the meet in Austin that year. Just hours before a 

football game in October of 1985, he was killed by electricity at our home 

outside of Sheffield. I bring this up because the reaction to the death of 
an old rancher was overwhelming. 

In football crazy West Texas, our school cancelled the scheduled game. 
The San Angelo Standard Times, a newspaper located 120 miles away, 

had the death as a front-page story for three days. There was coverage of 
the funeral, the cancellation of the game and features about some of the 
boys. Letters poured in to my mother from all over the area as people 
read about the events. 

The events of that day in October have obviously changed my life. I 

miss my dad greatly when I see other men visiting with their own fa-
thers. He never saw me graduate from high school or college, never met 

my wife, and never saw his grandchildren. 
There is one thing about the situation that I feel strongly about: I would 

rather have lost a great father, than have had an average dad all my life. 
He was my father, but he was Dad to many. 

Happy birthday, Dad. And thanks for the Life you made for us.

Insurance Coverage for College Students 
EADING FOR COLLEGE is an ad- 
venture. However, the adventure 
should not include unpleasant 

surprises about insurance agamst auto ac- 
cidents, loss or destruction of personal 

property or medical expenses. 

Here are some things you should know 

about insurance coverage before your stu-

dent leaves for school. 

Automobile 
If your turnip auto policy covers your chil-

dren now, it will provide the same cover-

age while they're away at school in the 

United States, Puerto Rico or Canada 

Your auto liability insurance policy will 

cover any accident for which your student 

might be held responsible while driving 

somebody else's car, up to the policy's dol-

lar limits. The liability policy covering the 

car driven generally most pay first. Your 

policy will pay for expenses in excess of 

those paid by the policy on the non-owned 

car your student was driving. However, 

your policy will pay on a primary basis for 

damage to the non-owned car itself. 

Several insurance companies offer "stu-

dent away at school" premium discounts 

when a young driver covered by a policy 

attends college away from home without a 

car. Some companies offer 10 percent dis-

counts to college students classified as 
"youthful drivers" who maintain grade 

averages of at least "B" or 3.0 on a 4.0 

scale. Your agent can tell you if your-Com- 
 pany offers this discount. 

Personal Property 

A student's personal property—clothing, 

bicycle, musical instruments, computer 

equipment, stereo, etc.—can be expensive 

to replace if damaged, destroyed or stolen. 

Your homeowners policy automatically 

covers the personal property of depen-

dents temporarily living away from home. 

The coverage is limited to 10 percent of 

the personal property coverage provided 

by the parent's policy If the parent has 

$70,000 in personal property 'coverage, 

for example, the policy will replace the stu-

dent's property up to $7,000. There are 

certain exceptions, so it's a good idea to 

talk to your insurance company or agent 

about coverage for your student's personal 

property away from home. 

If a student needs more personal property 

coverage than the parent's policy affords, 

an option is to buy a separate renters poli-

cy. Premiums for these policies average ap-

proximately $20 per month. 

Health 
If your family health plan is a traditional 

major medicil policy, it covers your stu-

dent wherever he or she attends college. 

Questions arise most often when family co-

verage is with a health maintenance organi-

zation because HMOs provide full coverage 

only within specific geographic service 

areas and only when services are received 

from network physicians and providers. If 

the student is out of your service area, the 

HMO is only required to pay for emergency 

care. However, the student can ream to 

your service area to receive other care, 

An exception is HMO coverage bought by 

parents whom divorce courts have ordered 

to provide health insurance for their chil-

dren. In such cases, an HMO must cover a 

child, wherever he or she happens to live, 

even if that means contracting with moth-

er HMO or insurance company to furnish 

the necessary coverage. 

It's a good idea to ask your HMO if it has a 

service area where your student will be 

attending college. If so, the HMO can help 

the student find a primary care physician 

in that area. 

If your HMO doesn't have a service area 

where your child attends college, you 

should consider a regular major medical 

policy. In addition, some schools offer 

health policies covering their students. 

Check with the student services office or 

health center at your student's school for 

more information on health policies of-

fered by the school. *

A PRESCRIPTION FOR MEDICARE 

T hirty-six years ago, when Medicare was created to provide health 

coverage for elderly Americans. hospital stays and doctors' treatments 

were the most costly portion of the care that was to be provided. 
Prescription dntgs represented only a stnall percentage of medical expenditures. 

Today. that picture is very different. Nearly 400 new drugs have been 
developed in the last decade alone to fight diseases such as cancer. heart 
disease, diabetes and arthritis. While the drugs themselves are expensive. 
their use has proven to save health-care dollars in the long run. 

Take. for example, anticoagulants: A year's worthof these blood-thinning 

agents. which help prevent the recurrence of strokes.. costs $1,000. Compare 

that to $100,000 in lifetime costs for taking care of an individual who has 
suffered a stroke. Similarly, the new 'H2 antagonist' drugs are used to treat 

ulcers in patients who otherwise would need surgery costing $28,000 or more. 
A year's worth of such drugs can cost $900. 

Medicare would pay for the ulcer surgery. But Medicare does not provide 

prescription drug coverage. Although two-thirds of seniors have private, 
supplementary coverage that helps with the cost of prescription drugs, the 

other third are raying 100 percent of their escalating drug costs. It is 
unfortunate that while more than 98 percent of employer-sponsored health 
plans pay for prescription drugs. Medicare's benefit package has yet to be 
updated to include this benefit. 

Congress and the Bush administration arc trying to figure out the best way 
to address this situation. We are looking for a way to provide 'prescription 

drugs to those who need them but are unable to afford them. We must be 
careful to deli gn a plan that is Ifesponsi ble, and tai lored to those who truly need 
the help. Seniors who are happy with their existing coverage should not be 

forced into a more costly. one-size-fits-all government program. 
Nor should the elderly be handed a government program that decides 

which drugs they may and may not have. Such decisions arc best made by 

doctors and vatients, not an anonymous bureaucrat in Washington. D.C. 
An effective prescription drug benefit proposal has to meet certain 

criteria for common sense and effectiveness. Government should not set up 
a plan that would duplicate coverage that already exists in the private sector. 
Nor should we have to wait five or 10 yeah, for a plan to take effect. 

The approach I favor would have two main components: 
• It has to provide immediate assistance to the stales to expand or initiate 

their prescription drug support programs for moderate to low-income seniors. 

In many states these programs have put needed drugs within the reach of many 
elderly individuals who otherwise were going without. We should provide 

immediate and ongoing relief to the millions of seniors currently forced to pay 
full retail prices for prescription drugs. 

lu accomplish this, the President has proposed making available to 

Medicare beneficiaries a prescription drug discount card, either free of charge 
or for a nominal fee, sponsored and administered by private entities. 

Medicare would then require the card sponsors to publish the discounted 
prices for most prescription drugs purchased by seniors. to encourage compe-

tition. Ultimately, well-informed buyers will push the market toward more 

competitive pricing for everyone, whether on Medicare or covered by other 
insurance. 

• There should he a Medicare prescription drug benefit as part of a broader 
Medicare modernization plan that gives seniors more choice and control over 
their health care. 

Today. medical advances mean patients can be treated at home or in the 
doctor's office, and the emphasis has shifted to preventativeeara. Saill more 
el I ec ti re prescription drugs are expected to be available to the chiefly in the.—

The Briscoe County Clerk's Office will begin to accept new and/or 

renewals on all brands beginning August 31, 2001. 

In accordance with section 144.044, V.T.C.S., requires that all marks and brands: 

a) Not later than six months after August 30, 1981 and every 10th year thereafter,- each 
person who owns livestock shall have that person's mark and brands recorded with the county 
clerk, regardless of whether or not the marks or brands have been previously recorded. 

The person who, according to the records of the county, first recorded the mark or brand in 
the county is entitled to have the mark or brand recorded in that persons' name. If the records 
do not show who first recorded the mark or brand in the county, the person who has been using 
the mark or brand the longest is entitled to have it recorded in that person's name. 

iciAfter the expiration of six months from each recording under this section, the marks and 
brands recorded prior to recording under this section have no force or effect and only the records 
made after each recording under this sect ion may be examined or considered in recording marks 
and brands in the county. 

Brand owners will have until February 28, 2001, if you have not re-registered your brand by 
this time the brand becomes "VOID" in your name and will be open for registration to any 
person desiring to record the brand in his or her name. 

The recording fee will be $5.00 per brand per location and a fee of 86.00 records management/ 
courthouse security will be charged one time if all brands per person are registered at the same 
time. • 

If you also have brands registered in other counties in the State of Maas it will be necessary 
for you to contact the office of the County Clerk of that county and also re-register in that 
county. 

Remember you can't re-register a brand before August 31, 2001.

Texas: smaller, smarter, faster 

government, Texas Comptroller 
Carole Keeton Rylander's citizen 
commission recommended linking 

pay to performance to attract high- 

quli ty teachers to Texas classrooms 
The 2001 Texas Legislature re- 

spondedby passingHouseBill 1144, 

which in part created a Master Math 

Teacher program that will provide 
bonuses of up to $5,000 to teachers 

at designated "high-need" schools 

who have special skills and pass 

those skills on to other teachers. 
The commissioner of education 
determines how many and which 

schools qualify. Gov. Rick Perry 

signed the bill into las on June 14, 
and it goes into effect on September 
1, 200. The program should be in 

place by 2004. 
"In 1996, the Legislature created 

a similar prgram for Master Read- 

ing Teachers," says Byron Schlo-

With 254 counties. about 267.000 
square miles of land and water area and 
70.(00miles of highways, Texas is cer- 
tainly no Rhode Island. In too, Texas is 
as large as all of New England, New 
York. Pennsylvania. Ohio and Illinois 
combined. But the state's sheer size 
makes it tough to reach out to our farm- 
ers, ranchers and other rural folks, 
many of whom do business in the fan 
corners of the Panhandle or deep in the 
heart of the Rio Grande Valley. 

That's why this September and 
October, I will once again host a series 
of town hall meetings throughout 
Texas. I'll he meeting with farmers, 
ranchers, rural citizens and economic 
development and community leaders 
across the state in an effort to sham 
ideas, pore over concerns and put our 
heads together for the good of the state. 
We'll talk about what needs to be done 
at the local, state and federal levels to 
help communities in all corners of 
Texas prosper. 

We'll have 15 meetings in all, the 
first of which will be Sept. 5 in 
Brownsville, and the meetings will con- 
hose through Oct. 12.
