The Paducah Dragons hit for 

three long gainers for touchdowns 
last Friday night to down the Pa-
triots on Vardy Field in Turkey 
but the game was much closer 
than the score would indicate for 
it was a hard-fought defensive 
game for the most part with neith-
er team able to move the ball. 

The Dragons, who had a pair of 
speed merchants in their back-
field, were able to chalk up only 
five first downs, while the Patriots, 
who are short on experience and 
size, but who are full of desire and 
spirit, could manage only three 
first downs. 

The Patriots received the open-
ing kickoff on their 10 yard line, 
returned it about five yards and 
then could not gain any yardage 
and had to kick. 

On the Dragons' first play from 
scrimmage Freshman Brian Whee-
ler broke through and threw the 
ball carrier for a five yard loss. 
The Dragons moved to a first down 
on the next play, then ran for a 
touchdown a couple of plays later, 
only to have it called back due to 
a holding penalty. On the next 
play Lecky Fuston and Brian 
Wheeler caught the Paducah quar-
terback behind the line of scrim-
mage for an eight-yard loss. The 
remainder of the first period was 
give and take. The Patriots gave 
up the ball on a fumble deep in 
their own territory midway of the 
quarter, but Dee Whittington in-
tercepted a Dragon pass to stop 
the visitors, but couldn't move and 
had to kick away and the first 
quarter ended 0-0. 

The second period was all de-
fense as neither team was able to 
move the ball. The Patriots defense 
broke through time after time to 
nail Paducah's offense behind the 
line of scrimmage. At the intermis-
sion the score was still 0-0. 

Early in the third quarter the 
Paducah quarterback hit one of 
his speedy halfbacks, Alvis Wright, 
with a pass and that young man 
just legged it 45 yards for the 
score and the extra point try was 
good and the score was 7-0. Six 
minutes later Wright took a Pa-
triot punt on his own 30-yard line 
and once again he simply outran 
the Patriot defenders for a TD 
and again the extra point try by 
Larninack was good to make the 
score 14-0.

Flood Structure 
The sponsors of the Lakeview 

Watershed received notice this 
week that the Soil Conservation 
Service at Temple had opened bids 
for construction for Site 4 Flood-
water Retarding Structure, Lake-
view Watershed, according to Hen-
ry D. Gregory, District Conserva-
tionist. 

Depauw Construction Company 
of Amarillo was the low bidder. 
Their bid was $490,328.25 which 
is within the estimated limits set 
by the Soil Conservation Service 
Engineers. 

The Site 4 work includes move-
ment of 500,000 yards of earth and 
when completed will hold about 
200 acre feet of water at the prin-
cipal spillway. 

The primary purpose of the wa-
tershed construction, including 
25 water retention structures and 
19 stream channel improvement 
projects, is to protect cropland, 
rangeland, pastures, roads and 
towns from flood damage. 

Recreation uses also are being 
eyed.

The Valley Booster Club met at 

the school cafeteria in Quitaque 
Monday night where game films of 
the Valley High - Paducah game 
were shown with Coach Dave 
Drummond commenting on the ac-
tion, explaining what was happen-
ing, pointing out the good plays 
and the mistakes of the Patriots.
