The text for our thinking is 
Matthew 6:5-13. We see in this 
passage that three things are re-
quired for our prayers to be heard. 

The first requirement for heard 
prayer is belief that it will he 
heard. Prayer without belief is in 
vain. We are simply wasting time 
and breath. If we do believe there 
is no limit to the power of prayer. 
We always benefit from prayer 
and, in the case of prayer for 
another, that person also benefits. 
This is true whether or not that 
person is a believer 

The second requirement for our 
prayer to be heard is simplicity. 
The Lord do's not enjoy hearing 
a long prayer any more than we 
enioy hearing a long-winded ser-
mon. Long. involved phrases and 
sentences add nothine to the effec- 

tiveness of prayer: it only makes 
us feel better and our pride 
should be the first thing that is laid 
aside when we are preparing our-
selves for prayer. A simple pray-
er. such as "Lord, forgive me, a 
sinner" is sufficient to blot a 
whole lifetime of sinful living. 
"Lord. help me" will give us more 
strength than all the armies that 
have ever existed could do. 

The third requirement for effec-
tive prayer is sincerity. No mat-
ter the reason for prayer, insin-
cerity cancels the chance for it to 
be heard mare quickly than any-
thing else. Man may pray, hoping 
that It will be heard, even though 
he has his doubts. That prayer is 
better than no prayer at all. Man 
may use long words and difficult 
phrases. Even this will not assure  

its not being heard. But the prayer 
of an insincere man will never 
be heard. It may be offered for the 
most worthy cause but it is not 
heard if sincerity is lacking. 

Let us pray at every opportu-
nity: let us be sure that our prayer 
is offered in faith, simplicity, and 
sincerity. It will then be heard.
