Beginning October 9, following 
the end of the first six weeks, a 
full tutorial program will be in 
operation at Valley School. Clas-
ses will be conducted twice a 
week for 45 minutes each day 
starting at 7:45 on Tuesday and 
Thursday mornings. The purpose 
of tutorials is to teach, guide, or 
give special assistance to stud-
ents who are having some 
difficulty in a particular class. 

The program is required by 
H.B. 72 and may be one of the 
most beneficial proposals to come 
out of that legislation. At least it 
has great possibilities, if parents 
and students will only take 
advantage of the opportunity. 
Participation will not be required 
of students but if they are having 
difficulty in the areas of social 
studies, science, math or langu-
age arts, then they should attend 
the tutorial class and receive the 
additional assistance. Teacher 
for all grades. K-12. will be in 
their classrooms at 7:45 on the 
designated days. 

Buses will run at their regular 
times and special transportation 
will NOT be provided for those 
who wish to come early for the 
class. Therefore, we hope an 
extra effort will be made by 
parents and students to obtain 
these valuable benefits. Any 
student who arrives early for 
this program will be cared for 
and allowed to have their regular 
breakfast time. 

Students and parents have 
already been notified, through 
the Valley Newsletter, of some 
already existing tutorial classes. 
These classes are experimental 
in nature and have received a 
great deal of favorable response. 
A pretty good number of stud-
ents are arriving early and 
getting extra help in math and 
English. The prospects of a 
successful program look bright. 

Valley School has approved 20 
transfer students from outside 
the school district already this 
year. These students are a 
valuable part of Valley student 
life and we are glad to have 
them. Seventeen of the transfers 
are from Motley County. Two are 
from Lakeview, and one is from 
Silverton.

THE VERSATILE 

VEGETABLE 

If your garden grew abundant-
ly this summer, then enjoy the 
last days of those wonderful 
fresh vegetables. Squash is one 
vegetable that is common in most 
gardens. Many varieties of 
squash have been growing in the 
Americas for 5000 years. Pump-
kins and gourds are also in the 
squash family. 

Today's varieties of squash are 
usually classified as "summer 
squash" and "winter squash." 
These terms are misleading as 
they do not refer to the season, 
but rather to the stage of 
maturity when harvested. Vari-
eties such as scalloped or patty-
pan, yellow straightneck and 
crookneck and zucchini squash 
are classified as soft-shelled or 
'summer squash." Hard-shelled 
or "winter squash" includes 
varieties such as acorn, butter-
nut and banana. These squash 
varieties are considered to be 
more mature than the summer 
squash varieties. 

All forms of squash are consid-
ered to be nutritious, low in 
calories and sodium, however the 
winter varieties are higher in 
Vitamin A. Soft shelled varieties 
are  a  good source of Vitamin C. 

Squash is grown throughout 
the state  on  small acreage and in 
the Winter Garden area. Har-
vesting of squash is staggered 
throughout the year in Texas. 

Savor the flavor of squash in 
breads, casseroles, side dishes or 
try a new variety and discover 
the versatility of this delicious 
vegetable!

SQUASH BAKE 

2  lbs. chopped or sliced yellow 
squash 

2  sm. chopped onions 
1 can condensed cream of chicken 

soup 
1 cup sour cream 
1 cup drained, sliced water chest-

nuts 
1 stick butter 
Salt to taste 

4-5 cups croutons 
2  cups grated cheddar cheese 

Cook squash and onions until 
tender. Mix soup, sour cream and 
water chestnuts with drained 
squash and onions. Melt butter 
and add to mixture: salt to taste. 
Line a large baking dish with 1/2 
croutons, cover with grated 
cheese and squash mixture. Top 
with rest of croutons. Bake at 350 

degrees F. for 20-25 minutes. 
Freezes well. Serves 8-10. 

ZUCCHINI BREAD 

3  eggs, beaten 
1 cup cooking oil 
2 cups sugar 
2  cups zucchini, grated 
2  teaspoons vanilla 
3  cups flour 
1  teaspoon soda 
1/2 teaspoon baking powder 
1 teaspoon salt 

1  teaspoon cinnamon 
1/2 cup pecans, chopped 

Preheat the oven to 325 
degrees. Grease and flour two 
loaf pans. Beat eggs, add oil and  

sugar, zucchini and vanilla. Add 
flour, soda, salt, baking powder, 
cinnamon and nuts. Pour into 
greased leaf pans. Bake 1 hour 
and 15 minutes. Yield: 2 loaves. 

APPLE-BAKED SQUASH 

2 acorn squash 
2 small apples. peeled and 

chopped 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 

Cut squash in half and remove 
seeds. Place cut side down in pan 
with 1/2 inch water. Bake at 350 
degrees F. 30 minutes. Remove 
from oven and turn squash over. 
Mix apples and cinnamon. Fill 
squash cavaties with apple mix. 
Return to oven and bake 30-45 
minutes until apples are tender.

USE A LITTLE RESTRAINT 

It won't happen to me!" "1 can 
hold my baby so he won't get 
hurt." Are these statements you 
have heard about why parents do 
not use child safety seats in their 
car? 

First of all. "it" can happen to 
anyone. Almost 2,000 children 
under age 15 are killed in car 
accidents each year, and another 
160,000 are injured. More than 
half of these deaths and injuries 
could be prevented by proper use 
of child restraints and seat belts. 

If you think you could hold a 
child or reach out your arm to 
prevent a child from falling in 
case of a sudden stop, think 
again. With a sudden stop at 30 
miles per hour—a speed probably 
reached driving to the grocery 
store—a 10-pound infant has a 
force of 300 pounds. and a 
20-pound child has a force of 400 
pounds! 

If you are holding a baby in 
your lap and you are not wearing 
a seat belt, chances are that you 
would be slammed forward and 
crush the child against the dash 
or windshield. A recent study of 
serious accidents involving child-
ren showed that is what happen-
ed in almost half of the cases of 
serious injury or death. 

Do you think child safety seats 
cost too much? Probably no more 
than a trip to the dentist or a 
tricycle, and we don't consider 
these too much for our child. 

Does it take too long to buckle 
the child in the seat? No longer 
than changing a diaper and we 
wouldn't think of not doing that. 

Do you think a child safety 
seat is not necessary when you 
only make short trips around 
town? Most accidents happen 
relatively close to home and at 
speeds under 40 miles per hour. 

I still remember the fear I had 
when I was involved in an 
accident when my oldest daugh-
ter was less than three months 
old. My sudden stop at a slow 
speed dumped her infant carrier 
upside down in the floor of the 
pickup. She happened to be 
unhurt, but I knew how suddenly 
something like that could hap-
pen. From then on she rode in 
her car seat. 

She also found out the impact 
of a stop at a "slow" speed only 
blocks from her home five 
months ago when she was not 
wearing a seat belt. 

We can train ourselves to use 
car restraints for ourselves and 
our children. Remember, the 
child safety seat law goes into 
effect October 31.

Help 
Your 
Heart 

The human heart beats 

60-80 times a minute — about 
100,000 times a day. In seek. 
ing to understand how this 
energetic organ is fueled, 
several American Heart Asso-
ciation-supported scientists 
have turned to a unique 
research tool. It's called 
nuclear magnetic resonance 
(NMR), It detects the now 
of biochemical energy in 
living, working animal hearts. 
The experiments hold exciting 
hope for human patients 
because they promise a time 
when scientists will be able 
to detail the biochemistry of 
a heartbeat. This research may 
help your heart. 

The three-dimensional 
imaging technique could re-
volutionize diagnostic medi-
cine in the future. Since 

it's non-radioactive, non-inva-
sive, and apparently harmless, 
it might be able to help 
diagnose disease and evaluate 
treatments in a patient's heart 
and other organs without risk. 
NMR could surpass the capa-
bilities of CT (computed 
tomographic) scanners, which 
are highly sophisticated x-ray 
machines that have excited 
the medical world with 
detailed pictures of the body's 
internal structure. NMR 
imaging should go further. It 
is expected to provide high-
resolution pictures of both 
structure and biochemistry. 

Instead of x-rays, NMR 
uses magnets and radio waves 
to detect certain chemicals 
that occur naturally in the 

heart. One such chemical is 
phosphorus. The contraction 
of muscle, including heart 
muscle, is fueled by high-
energy, phosphorus-contain-
ing compounds. 

How does nuclear magnetic 
resonance work? A nucleus 
is the positively charged 
central core of an atom. Some 
nuclei spin like tops. Nuclear 
magnetic resonance involves 
using a magnetic field to 
orient the spinning nuclei. 

That orientation is then 
temporarily disturbed by a 
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burst of energy from a radio-
frequency transmitter. By 
measuring the amount of 
energy released as the spinning 
tops reorient themselves, the 
scientists can determine the 
number and chemical form of 
phosphorus nuclei in the 

sample. They also can pro-
duce a three-dimensional 
picture that represents the 
distribution of chemicals . 

Because it depicts energy 
metabolism, NMR provides a 
highly sensitive indicator of 
the heart's state, scientists 

say. 
NM R's most important 

advantage is that it permits 
scientists to take rapid meas-
urements of a sample of 
living tissue without damaging 
it or disturbing its normal 
metabolism. Other methods 
involve freezing the tissue 
or grinding it up and 
analyzing the extract. But 
with NMR, the measurements 
can be made in an intact, 
beating heart.
