In The Valley 
The first loads f 1973 • crop , 

wheat have been brought to the 
elevators here in the valley with 
Bob Jones of White Flat bringing 
in the first load to Setliff Eleva-
tors at Turkey on Tuesday, June 5. 
At the time this report was made 
to The Tribune, Mr. Jones had 
not completed harvesting his crop 
and the average per acre was not 
known, but Arville Setliff reports 
that to date all the wheat that has 
been harvested has been good. 

Larry and Cecil Price and Pete 
Blankenship brought in the first 
wheat to the Quitaque Elevator on 
Thursday. June 7. Elevator mana-
ger Arville Setliff said that the 
local wheat that has come in has 
been averaging from 20 to 40 bu-
shels per acre, which is a pretty 
good dryland crop. Much of the 
wheat was grazed through the 
winter, thus giving the farmers a 
good double-barreled crop. 

The price of wheat right now is 
pretty good, too, so if the farmer 
can harvest his crop it will be 
very worthwhile. 

According to Mr. Setliff, the big 
problem right now is getting com-
bines to cut the wheat. There has 
been no reported shortage of fuel 
right now. There has been some 
damage to wheat crops in spots 
over the area from hail that fell 
last week and the week before but 
it was not widespread.  -

Mr. Gregg died at his home in 
Silverton Monday evening. 

Born in Hopkins County on De-
cember 20, 1889, Mr. Gregg came 
to the Quitaque area of Briscoe 
County with his parents, W. S. 
and Emily Gregg, when he was 
only six months old. The trip, 
made by covered wagon, took more 
than a month and the family 
homesteaded three miles west of 
the present site of Quitaque. 

That first home was a three-
foot deep dugout covered with 
three feet of cottonwood logs cut 
by the family. 

When the ramily moved into a 
house four years later and W. S. 
Gregg had become a county com-
missioner, the house served as the 
station where the mail wagon stop-
ped to change horses on its daily 
run from Clarendon to the "F' 
Ranch in Briscoe County below 
Quitaque. At the ranch, the mail 
was dumped in an empty Arbuckle 
coffee box, for area residents to 
claim 

Mr. Gregg liked to tell the story 
of the Indian scare that caused his 
mother to take all the children to 
the "F' Ranch for several days. 
"Some man passing through re-
ported that the Indians driven out 
of Palo Duro Canyon and into their 
reservation in Oklahoma were on 
the rampage," he said. No Indians 
ever showed up. 

He used to talk about the plenti-
ful game in the region, recalling 
that corpses of buffalo lay every-
where in the area when he was a 
boy. White settlers killed the buf-
falo, skinned them, and sold the 
hides, he said.
