According to Attorney General 
Jim Mattox, in his opinion, justices 
of the peace have the authority to 
probate suspension of a driver's 
license when a person accused of 
driving while intoxicated refuses 
to take a breath test. 

That opinion was requested by 
Crosby County Attorney John L. 
Barnhill, who says there has been 
a lot of confusion about the law. 

The state law says a person can 
lose his license automatically for 
90 days if arrested for DWI and 
refuses to give a breath specimen. 

The arresting officer must 
advise the driver of the penalty for 
refusing the test. The Department 
of Public Safety must notify the 
person that his license has been 
suspended. Following this no-
tification, the person may request 
an administratve hearing. This 
must be held within 10 days. 

The 1987 Legislature amended 
law does not apply to an 
administrative hearing in a justice 
of the peace court, according to the 
attorney general.

Social 
December is a favorite time of 

the year for people to retire. 
However, September is the time 
you should be thinking about it. 
Too many people wait until the 
last minute and often find that the 
process of retirement may take a 
little longer than they expected. 

Generally, we like to have peo-
ple contact us about three months 
before they are ready to retire. 
That gives them and us plenty of 
time to go over their plans, process 
the application, and have benefits 
start the month they quit work. 

In considering various retire-
ment options under Social Se-
curity, a person should note the 
following: 

• Delayed Retirement - People 
who delay retirement past 65 re-
ceive a three percent retirement 
credit for each year (one-fourth 
percent for each month) after 65 
up to 70 that they do not get a 
benefit. Starting in 1990, the de-
layed retirement credit will in-
crease gradually until it reaches 
eight percent by the year 2009. 

• Effect of Earnings There is a 
limit to how much a person can 
earn and still receive all social 
security benefits. The amount of 
the annual earnings limit depends 
on one's age and changes each 
year with increases in general 
wage levels. A monthly test is 
applied the first year of retirement, 
which makes it possible for a 
person to retire at any time of the 
year without having earnings in 
the months before retirement 
reduce benefits. For people who 
plan to continue to work after 
retirement, it's important to let 
social security know how much 
they expect to earn. 

'Medicare - People don't have 
to retire to get Medicare. A person 
who plans to keep working after 
65 can still get Medicare by 
applying at any Social Security 
office two or three months before 
65. Medicare provides help with 
hospital and doctor bills for people 
65 and over, certain disabled peo-
ple under 65, and people with 
permanent kidney failure. 

• Income Tax - Up to half of the 
social security benefits of people in 
the higher income levels may be 
taxable. While only ten percent of 
beneficiaries are affected, people 
should determine how this may 
affect their benefits if their income 
is high. 

• Effect of other types of 
income • To encourage people to 
plan for their retirement using 
social security as a base, the an 
provides that, in general, only 
income from wages and sel 
employment affect social security 
benefits.

However, the public pension 
offset may affect a spouse's social 
security benefits if they also 
receive a pension from Federal, 
State, or local government employ-
ment not covered by social 
security. Also people who become 
eligible for both a social security 
benefit as a retired or disabled 
worker and a pension from work 
not covered under social security 
may have their benefit reduced. A 
person should telephone if there is 
any question as to whether income 
will :effect social security benefits. 

Tel-Assistance 
Now Available 

A new financial assistance 
program, aimed at older, disabled 
Texas, has been established by the 
Texas Legislature in cooperation 
with the local exchange telephone 
companies throughout the state. 
"Tel-Assistance" is the name given 
to the new program. 

"Tel-Assistance will reduce 
certain charges on a qualifiying 
person's telephone bill by 65 
percent," according to Tim Raven, 
President of the Texas Telephone 
Association. "Eligible customers 
may have Touchtone service or 
custom calling services, however, 
the discount will not apply to these 
services." 

Raven adds that Tel-Assistance 
service recipients will also receive 
appropriate reduction of the 
Federal Communications Com-

mission (FCC) line charge. 
Discounts do not apply to long 
distance, telephone equipment or 

installation charges. 
The Tel-Assistance program is 

under the direction of the Texas 
Department of Human Services. 
To qualify for Tel-Assistance, an 
applicant must meet several 
requirements. 

Applicants must be 65 years of 
age or older and must be disabled. 
Additionally, applicants must be 
the head of a household and have 
and income at or below the 
Federal poverty level.
