Turkey Residents Warned of Nitrate 
In Water-Advised to Protect Infants 

The Texas Natural Resource Commission has tested Turkey 

water samples, and found that Nitrate/Nitrite is 13.40 mg. This is 
a high enough level to cause concern among parents of very young 
infants. 

The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission ( TNRCC 
sets drinking water standards and has determined that nitrate 
poses an acute health concern at certain levels of exposure. Nitrate 
is used in fertilizer and is found in sewage and wastes from human 
and/or farm animals and generally get into drinking water from 
those activities. Excessive levels of nitrate in drinking water 
have caused serious illness and sometimes death in infants 
under six months of age. The serious illness in infants is caused 
because nitrate is converted to Nitrite in the body Nitrite inter-
feres with the oxygen carrying capacity of the child's blood. This 

isan acute disease in that symptoms can develop rapidly in 

infants. In most cases, health deteriorates over a period of days. 

Symptoms include shortness of breath and blueness of the skin. 

Clearly, expert medical advice should be sought immediately if 
these symptoms occur. 

Letters have been sent out to notify Turkey residents of the 
results of the nitrate test, to encourage parents andother respon-

sible parties to provide infants with an alternate sourve of drinking 
water. Local and State health authorities are the best source for 

information concerning alternate sources of drinking water for 
infants. 

TNRCC has set the drinking water standard at 10 parts per 
million (ppm) for nitrate to protect against the risk of these advers 

effects. It has also set a drinking water standard for nitrite at 
1ppm. To allow for the fact that the toxicity of nitrate and nitrite 
are additive, TNRCC has also established a standard for the sum 

of nitrate and nitrite at 10 ppm. Drinking water that meets the 
TNRCC standard is associated with little to none of this risk and 
is considered safe with respect to nitrate.

1994-95 Influenza 
VaccineAvailable 

It's time for flu shots. 
In most areas, the 1994-95 in-

fluenza vaccine is now available, 
ant it is recommended for people in 
the groups most at risk of develop-
ing life-threatening complications 
from flu, said Dr. W. Paul Glezen of 
the Influenza Research Center at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. 

Chief among the high-risk people 
are the elderly. 

Others at high risk for problems 
such as phneumonia are people with 
immune-system disorders and heart 
and lung disease, including asthma 
and chronic bronchitis, and people 
with diabetes chronic kidney dis-
ease and chronic anemia, including 
sickle cell disease. 

Influenza generally does not 
strike in force until December, but, 
Glezen said, getting the shots now 
will help protect people in the high-
risk groups in the event of an early 
flu outbreak.

The extension 
effectively delays the expiration 
of CRP contracts until after the 
development of the 1995 Farm 
Bill.

A mystery lies at the bottom of 
Caney Creek about three miles north 
of Sargent. A steamboat, around a 
century old, lies dead on the creek's 
floor. What is still unknown and 

what has one man searching rec-
ords around the country is where 
this boat came from and why it's 
here. 

Layne Hedrick, a graduate stu-
dent from Texas A&M, has made 
that question the focus of his life 

this past year as part of his master' s 

thesis in nautical archeology. 
(Layne is the son of Mr. and Mrs. 

Larry Hedrick of Canyon and the 
grandson of Ralph and Hattie Lois 

Carter of Quitaque.) 

Hednck was first introduced to 
the wreck last summer when he vol-

unteered to join one of the many 
trips to the site by the Texas His-

torical Commission. He had been 

serving as an internist at the office 

of Bartz Arnold, one of the principle 
investigators with the commission. 

He then joined the team studying 

the wreck as a junior researcher. 
Hedrick said the first thing that 

struck him and other researchers 
about the boat was its size. 

Its so large, -  he said. "It's 
unusual for it to be there. The boat 

is 120 feet long and 25 feet wide. 
The river itself at this point is only 

111 feet across. That tells you it 

couldn't even turn around. -  
Hedrick said the ship could only 

have traveled another half mile 

before it became stuck in a bend in 

the creek. The fact that the boat 

was in such a narrow channel sug-

gests it was in an unfamiliar place. 
Hedrick has heard several local 
legends and rumors that might 

explain the mystery. 
"One we've heard more than once 

is that it was taking cotton and 

sugar cane to the confederate army 

during the civil war," he said. "It 
was being chased by a yankee gun-
boat in Matagorda Bay and turned 

up the first inlet it saw. The boat 
went as far as it could go and got 

lodged, then the crew jumped out 
and ran for their lives." 

Another common story is that 
the boat was deliberately sunk in 

the creek by the confederates to 
block the passage ofthe union army. 

These stories have some ring of 

cause from what the researchers 
know, the ship was probably used 
near the end of the Civil War. His 

favorite story, however, is a less 
exciting one. 

"Tvo people who worked on the 
eteamer got upset at the ship's owner 
BO theygot drunk and set the boat 
on fire and left it," he said. 

Hedick said he hopes to get more 
clues frm local residents at an open 
forum tat was held in Bay City on

Their goal is to shed a little light 
on history. For hidden underwater 

and partially buried in mud is the 
hull of a side-wheel steamboat that 
sank in the mid-1800s. 

It is one of the mysteries of 
underwater archaeology," said 
Barto Arnold, state marine archae-

ologist with the Texas Historical 
Commission. 

Thus far, searches of the state's 
archives have not revealed the name 
of the boat, or even when or how it 
sank. 

"From the history of the area, we 

think it dates from the 1870s but it 
could have gone down during the 
Civil War or even earlier -Arnold 
said. 

The boats location has long been 
known to local fishermen, who have 
seen its wheel hubs above the water 
during times of drought. 

Arnold believes that the boat was 
probably owned by the nearby 

Hawkins Plantation. They actu-
ally owned their own steamboats to 

transport their cane to market," he 
said. Because ranching replaced 
cotton and sugar-cane production 

as Matagorda County's primary eco-

nomic activity after the 1870s, Ar. 
nold and other historians believe 

that the boat must have dated from 
before that time. Caney Creek eoon 
ceased to be a commercial water-

way. 
But during the years when the 

creek (sometimes called Canebreak 
River) was a thoroughfare to the 

Gulf of Mexico, boats were used to 
transport cotton and cane to the 

sea, then on to major 19th century 

Texas ports such as Matagorda, 
Galveston and the long vanished 
Indianola. 

Steamboats that plied Texas 
rivers were not as ornate as the 

grand boats of the Missieasippi 
River, said Andy Hall a steamboat 
historian from Galveston. 

-The Texas boats were a lot 

smaller,' he said. "In Texas they 
were mostly work boats. 

"During the golden age of steam-
boats in Texas, Paddle wheelers 

were the best and fastest way to 
move people and freight, typically 
running at 10 to 12 knots on the flat, 
placid rivers and bays," he said. A 

trip from Houston to Galveston 
took eight to ten hours. 

A Texas riverboat had a short 

They were basically fl oating tin-
derboxes and often burned," Hall 
said. 

In addition, Texas rivers in the 

19th century often were clogged with 

debris, and the boats' hulls were 
frequently punctured, causing them 
to sink, 

The exploration of the Caney 

Creek wreck is a joint effort of pro-
fessional archaeologists and volun-
teer divers. 

George Rosenberry, who founded 

the Southwest Underwater Ar-
chaeological Society in 1992, said 
professional archaeologists were 

skeptical at first of allowing erns-
tears to dive on Texas wrecks. 

They protected the wrecks from 
sport divers," he said. - They had all 
of those wrecks in their files, but no 
funding to explore them. 

Samples of the wood might lead 

to a solution to the mystery of the 
vessel's name. 

"They don't think it was built on 
the coast...Nowell said. - If they can 
pinpoint the kind of wood, they can 
probably pinpoint the shipyard 
where it was built:

The society has 60 members, and 

Arnold said they are proving to be a 

hugh help to serious archaeolo-

gists. 
"We have no budget. We can 

now get wrecks mapped by volun-

teers, and recreational divers get a 
great opportunity for fun," he said. 

The Caney Creek team has made 
five expeditions to the site since 

April 1993. 
Because of the poor visiibility, 

divers are mapping much of the 

boat by touch. 
"Your hands can create the same 

image in the brain as the eyes can," 
said Rosenberry, who lives in Lam-
pasas. 

"It is like a blind man looking for 
an elephant," said marine archae-

ologist Laura Landry of Bayou Vista. 
The team is also using an underwa-

ter video camera with lights. The 
video images are murky, but ma-
rine archaeologist Tom Oertling of 

Galveston said that they are help-
ful. 

The boat's deckhouse is missing, 

but the wooden hull remains, lying 
at an angle between 3 feet and 15 
feet below the water's surface. 

The hull of the 130 foot long, 37 

footwide vessel is remarkably in-
tact, having been protected by mud 

on the creek's bottom. 
The decking also is intact, said 

volunteer diver Doug Nowell of San 

Angelo. "It is real thin, but in good 

shape." 
During the first survey, equip-

ment used to detect magnetic metal 

revealed that the boats machinery 
was still largely complete. 

The divers and archaeologists 
have found the boat's two boilers, 

engine, an auxiliary engine, the hubs 
of the paddle wheels and the pitman 
arm, a long metal rod that con-

nected the steam engine and the 
paddle wheels. 

"They have also located a large 
deck hinge," said Jim Hauser, proj-

ect archaeologist from Bayou Vista. 
On the most recent dive earlier 

this month, a major wooden cross-
beam was brought to the surface, 

along with what was likely a hand-

rail. Waterlogged for more than 

100 years, the 7 foot 3 inch rail 
(about the size of a 2x4) weighed 15 
pounds.
