GROWTH YOUTH
DELINQUENCY
IS DANGEROUS

Lions had a lengthy program
foday, which included a session
by the board of directors, during

Lion Russell Dennis presented
Melvin Sandler in piano numbers
and Dana Thornton in accordion
numbers, which were ericored.
Following these musical numbers,
Lion Dennis made a short but
pointed talk on boy and girl de-
linquency, which he stated was
increasing by almost unbelievable
leaps.

Speaking from statistics, Dennis
said it was estimated that youth-
ful crime was costing the govern-
ment $120 per person per year
in actual money, to say nothing of
the cost in moral degredation. He
said that 51 percent of criminals
were under 30 years of age and
that during the last year there
was an increase of 51 percent in
girl delinquency. In England, he
said, girl criminals had increased
80 percent since the beginning of
the war. :

Lion Dennis said he would not
presume to answer his questions,
but would mention some of the
causes of delinquency among
youth of the land. Ha enumerat-
ed them as lack of loyalty to
home, no proper judgment, need
to find themselves, passion for
adventure, drabness of home life
and exaggerated sex urge.

Policing will not solve the prob-
lem he said. We must get at the
cause. The creation of a proper
social personality should be the
aim of life. E

Dennis then asked,
Ithe Lions do?

ESTIMATED 30,000 MORE ARE
HIDING IN THE HILLS OF TI-
NISIA; VICTORY 1S COMPLETE

NORTH AFRICA, May 12. —Allied ar-
mies thrust from all sides into the last 15-mile-
wide circle of resistance by perhaps 30,000
Axis troops in the Tunisian hills near Bou Ficha
today after encircling and crushing all organ-
ized opposition on Cap Bon peninsula.

The remnants of the once powerful Ger-
man and Italian army of Africa were doomed
to death or capture within comparatively few
hours, but they fought on in the hills southwest
of the base of Cap Bon peninsula as many
thousands of Hitler's most famous ex-blitz-
krieg troops surrendered in large groups and
small driblets.

“"Are there any De Gaullists with you?"
some of the Nazis asked anxiously as they gave
themselves up to the British.

. Ten thousand enemy soldiers, mostly Ital-
1ans from the once-proud Superba division, sur-
rendered unconditionally in line with the Casa-:
blanca policy five miles south of Zaghouan on
Tuesday after appealing to the French for an
armistice. The Axis troops surrendered with
full equipment, ending resistance in that sec-
tor and permitting the French to press on with
the British against the one last pocket of re-
sistance to the east.

A group of 250 Germans who had held out
on Djebel Achkel in the American sector to the
north came in to surrender.

The previously announced | 00,000 total of
Axis prisoners was being increased steadily
and will probably be around 150,000 with the
clean-up of the resisting core west of Bou Ficha.
Most of these prisoners eventually will be sent -
out of Africa, probably to Canada or the Unit-
ed States, to be used as farm workers, as the
Germans have used many prisoners in Europe.

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JUGGLING.

The government has moved to
moderate and stabilize prices by
the same procedure used in Eng-
land and Canada. It is done by
government subsidy. This meth-
od may seem a good deal like op-
erating with mirrors, but it works.

The first move is a 10 per cent
reduction in retail prices of meats,
coffee and butter. It is ordered
arbitrarily, as far as normal eco-
nomic laws are concerned. Prices
of these essentials are pulled down
as much as three to five or more
cents a pound. By normal ac-
counting the wholesalers and re-
tailers would be taking a loss.
But a paternal governmant steps
in and absorbs the loss, so that
dealers cah sell and consumers
can buy satisfactorily at the low-
er levels. Other commodities
presumably will be added as the
-control tightens,
sentials in general will cost less
to the consumer.

That is, they will cost less im-
mediately. In the long run con-
sumers will . have to pay, through
federal taxes, the cost temporari-
ly assumed by the government.
It will run into billions here, as
it has with the British. ]

Roughly speaking, this arbi-
trary lowering of commodity
prices is a double-barrel weapon
of defense. It stops rising prices
and it is an easy and legitimate
form of cost postponement, by
which producers and consumers

until basic es-:

the problem. People must eat
‘n order to work, must work in
order to win the war. With so
many people doing war work un-
der conditions that make it diffi-
cult to eat normally at home, it
may become necessary to estab-
lish more adequate public eating
places in business areas and fac-
tories.

HOARDERS.

Another hoarders’ trick has
been blocked. Some bright per-
son thought of reserving shoes by
having the-dealer lay them away
for the duration. Obviously if
this were widely done it would
put thousands and thousands of
pairs of shoes out of commission,
as far as the average purchaser
was concerned. The Office of
Price Administration has there-
fore insisted that all such orders
be taken up by June 15, and then
the regular shoe coupon must be
presented.
