SOUTHERN WOMAN
SUGGESTED CELEBRATION.

By RALPH L. SANDERS

ATLANTA, Ga., May 30. — In
northern United States this is the
65th celebration of Memorial or
Decoration day, a brief span of day-
light hours set aside for placing of
flowers on the graves of veterans of
the war between the states.

An annual grave-decorating ceve-
mony in honor of the soldier dead
first originated in Columbus, Ga..
among the women of the defeated
Confederacy, Mrs. A. McD. Wilson,
life president of the Confederated
Southern Memorial association, re-
vealed in an interview with the
United Press .

“A Mrs. Williams first suggested
the annual holiday as she and other
members of a hospital association
were directing the re-interment of
bodies of Confederate soldiers killed
in battle,” Mrs. Wilson said. “Other
members of the group quickly real-
ized the significance of such a plan
and the first Memorial Day was ob-
served in Columbus, Atlanta, and
other southern cities in the spring
of 1866.”

Southern Woman.

The war had ended in 1865 with
the surrender of the armies of Gen.
Robert E. Lee to Gen. Ulysses S.
Grant at Appomattox. Hundreds of
“hospital associations.” composed of
southern women, who had qualified
as nurses to care for wounded sol-
dier had turned their efforts to
marking graves and creating memo-
rials in honor of their heroes.

The members of the Columbus
Hospital Association immediately
prepared letters to newspapers and
leading citizens in all southern
states suggesting that a day be set
aside to honor soldiers of the war.
The idea quickly found  favor
throughout the south.
