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SUFFERING IN 
E-TEXAS OIL 
FIELDS ACUTE

AUSTIN, March 11. — Snow and 
sleet whipped into south Texas by a 
winter wave have extensively dam 
aged tender crops, the federal-state 
ciop reporting service said today.

In the Coi'pus Christi area cucum­
bers and snap beans were reported 
killed and tomatoes badly damaged 
Freezing temperature today prob­
ably killed bean crops in the lower 
Rio Grande valley and damaged to­
matoes and potatoes, it was report 
ed.

Only slight damage was reported 
to such hardy vegetables onions 
spinach, beets, carrots and turnips

Freezing temperatures were pre­
dicted for the Rio Grande valley 
tonight.

Three deaths already have re­
sulted from the storm in Texas.

Thousands of families of oil field 
workers in east Texas suffered much 
in their inadcuate houses. Charity 
agencies at Kilgore and other east 
Texas oil field towns were swamped 
with requests for aid from the hun­
dreds out of work there. A light 
snow over the field last night, added 
tc the misery of the many in their 
makeshift homes.

The Midland area was blanketed 
with snow that continued falling 
this morning. Amarill.o and west 
Texas generally had more snow to­
day.

Other places reporting snow to­
day included Denison, Tyler, Pale­
stine. Houston. Port Arthur, Corpus 
Cliristi. Del Rio. Austin and Laredo. 
In many places it was the first snow 
in. several years.

Low temperatures reported today 
included Midland, 13; Amarillo. 12; 
Abilene and Dallas. 22; Palestine 24 
Austin and San Antonio 26; Hous­
ton 28: Corpus Christi and Del Rio 
30; Galveston and Brownsville, 32 
and Port Arthur 34.

RISING TEMEPERATURE 
HERE THIS MORNING

The welcome promise of a let-up 
in the unusually long cold wave that 
has gripped this section during the 
past week or early March was seen 
this morning in gradually rising 
temperatures that ranged from near 
the lowest point that the thermo­
meter has reached to wrell above 
freezing for the first time in five 
days.

According to readings on the re­
cording guage at the West Texaf 
Utilities plant here, a range of from 
21 degrees at 4 o‘c!,osck to 34 de­
grees at 11 was experienced. At 6 
a. m. the temperature was 23 de­
grees and by 10 o'clock it had ad­
vanced to 30.

In the wake of the bitter winds 
that had swept almost unslackened 
from the north since last Saturday 
lies almost total destruction of the 
early fruit crop, serious damage tc 
young grain and to vegetables and 
lawn shrubbery. The extent of this 
damage is undetermined but. be­
cause of the widespread effect of 
the freeze there is due to be a short­
age of fruits and vegetables that will 
have an appreciable effect upon the 
market.

That fact is argument for plant­
ing home gardens this spring. Prices 
for vegetables are likely to be con­
siderably higher than normally tc 
be expected, the public is reminded

QUIET REIGNS 
ABOUT HOME 
OF LINDBERGH

HOPEWELL, N. J., March 11. — 
The trail of the kidnapers of Baby 
Lindbergh turned today toward 
Detroit.

It developed that Col. Lindbergh's 
go-betweens. Salvatore Spitale and 
Irving Bitz have “leads” which will 
take them soon to the Michigan 
city.

Spitale and Bitz are among a 
group of 16 indicte-d on liquor con­
spiracy charges in Brooklyn. They 
are listed under fictitious names 

j but the defense counsel confirmed 
j today that the pair are listed and 
that they “planned to go to De- 

! troit as soon as this matter (the 
liquor case) is disposed of.”

Both Col. and Mrs. Lindbergh 
slept well last night at their moun­
tain home, according lo the word of 
visitors there, and both were up and 
around the house early this morn­
ing.

All signs of brisk activity have 
disappeared from the Lindbergh 
residence and a general atmosphere 
of quiet prevailed. Meantime the 
Lindberghs and the authorities con­
tinued efforts at restoration of the 
baby with nothing positive to show 
that there had been any real con­
tact between the kidnapers and the 
Lindberghs or police.

The liaison officer at the Lind­
bergh home decided today to abolish 
the previous system of “questions 
and answers” for newspapermen 
but agreed to give two press an­
nouncements today on develop­
ments.

Another Arrest.
The first statement under this 

system revealed that; at Miami, 
Fla., John Norman Brett, reported 
to have been a friend of Lindbergh’s 
servants, had been arrested and 
questioned. He offered an alibi 
which is being further checked, and 
denied knowing tire servants.

A “public notice” in the New 
York American Tuesday and Wed­
nesday caused some speculation 
concerning possible efforts of the 
Lindberghs to communicate with 
the kidnapers in that manner. It 
read:

“Letter received at new address. 
Will follow your instructions. I also 
received letter mailed to me March 
4 and was ready since then. Please 
hurry on account of mother. Address 
me to the address you mentioned 
in your letter. Signed Father.”

Today this notice appeared:
“Money is ready—Jafsie.”
The American said it had learn­

ed through checking addresses that 
both messages referred to the Lind­
bergh kidnaping.

Convicted Forger
Sent to Abilene

A. G. Thomas, 40 years old, Gal- 
vest.on shipworker, was returned tc 
Abilene today to face further forg­
ery charges.

Thomas pleaded guilty here yes­
terday to forging the name of Dr. 
Joe C. Carter, of Marshall, Texas 
to a $10 check and was sentenced to 
two years.

He is charged at Abilene with 
giving the West Texas Baptist hos­
pital a forged draft for $2,250 drawn 
on Dr. Carter.

Mexico for the Mexicans is the slogan below the Rio 

Grande. Well, why not?
"America for Americans” is the slogan on this side of 

the Rio Grande. Fifteen hundred Mexicans are on their way 
from Los Angeles to interior points in their native land. Be­
tween 50,000 and 75,000 Mexicans, unable to cope with econ­
omic conditions, have left Southern California for Mexico in 
the last 14 months. More than 150,000 have been repatriat­
ed from sections of the United States since early fall of 1931. 
For every alien landing on these shores four aliens departed 
for foreign countries.

Mexico has problems of its own. An army of native 
born Mexicans deserted the United States in less than a year 
for the homeland. They were given an American education 
while here. Their demands will be heard later under the 
skies of Mexico.

The fire insurance companies do­
ing business in Texas operated at 
a book loss of $2,723,221 in 1930, and 
apparently will show a still larger 
loss for 1931 operations, according 
to sworn reports to the state insur­
ance commission.

The reports on 1931 business are 
required to be in the hands of the 
commission by Aug. 31. and the 
figures will be tabulated and totals 
reached by July in one of the most 
complex statistical computations 
made by any branch of the state.
