Cross as the junior division of 
membership is one of the many 
activities maintained by the 
American Red Cross membership 
contributions received during its 
annual roll calls. This year the 
roll call in the Cisco area will be 
conducted from Nov. 12 to 30. The 
campaign for enrollment of junior 
members will be held at the same 
time in every school in the area.

Through their own organization 
9,750,000 Junior Red Cross mem­
bers in the nation are taking a 
united stand for national prepar­
edness behind their country’s 
quasi-official agency, the Ameri­
can Red Cross. They are part­
ners in the work of their govern­
ment and of the adult Red Cross 
organization.

Urging all schools in the city to 
cooperate in the forthcoming en­
rollment drive, Mrs. Fee said that 
“ this nationwide movement gives 
the youth of our country an or­
ganization of their own in which 
they may fullfill social responsi­
bilities and develop a regard for 
their fellows’ welfare.

“ The current national program 
of the organization, she stated, is 
based on the theme, “ Citizenship 
Training for Internal Defense.” 
The chairman added that promi­
nent educators have acclaimed the 
Junior Red Cross as a “ workshop 
of citizenship in ai democracy at 
peace or at war.”

The local chapter participated 
in the national program, which 
last year sent more than 46,000 
gift packages to children in other 
countries, gave a story book tran­
scribed in Braille to each of 4,700 
blind school children, and sent 
gifts each holiday tb approximate­
ly 50,000 ex-service men in hos­
pitals and to about 150,000 mem­
bers of the armed forces on other 
occasions.

Junior Red Cross members have 
contributed approximately $215,- 
000 to foreign war relief projects 
through their own National Chil­
dren’s fund, which is maintained 
by children and used solely for 
aiding children in this and other 
countries. Nearly one-half of this 
amount has been used to maintain 
homes for children under five 
years of age in England who are 
the victims of air raids.

HENDERSON IS

FT. WORTH, Nov. 7. — North 
Texas oil men Friday expressed 
the opinion that no action proba­
bly would be taken by Price Ad­
ministrator Leon Henderson in re­
gards to the 7-cerit price adjust­
ment in the North Central crude 
price, raising it to a parity with 
Oklahoma and Kansas, with which 
it competes in -the Northern mar­
kets.

reau of investigation is conferring 
with ranchers in western cattle­
raising states concerning enforce­
ment of the National Cattle Theft 
act.

First, reported violation of the 
act, according to Director J. Edgar 
Hoover of the FBI, occurred two 
days after its enactment when 
Jesse Lee.

ARMS WORKERS 
CAN’T S M O K E ;  
CHEW TOBACCO

LAKE CITY, Mo., Nov. 7. — 
Chewing tobacco, a habit that be­
came passe in favor of cigarettes, 
is going to become popular again 
at least among the workers in the

new munitions plants, which open 
ed here recently.

Every worker who enters the 
plant gates knows that he will be 
subject to dismissal if he carries 
matches beyond the entrance. For 
a time, the workers will be search­
ed and so will all visitors. They 
will be asked politely, but firmly, 
to check their matches, lighters 
and other devices to create flame. 
They Can keep their cigars, cigar­
ettes, smoking tobacco and pipes, 
all of them safe enough without 
matches.

The rules went into effect sev­
eral weeks before the formal 
opening of the plant. Explosives 
were brought in for storage and 
although the hazard was not as 
great as it will be after the plant 
goes into production of bullets, 
shells and machine gun cart­
ridges, the management wants to 
get the workers accustomed to 
the regulations.
