“ People who burn trash on their 
premises should be careful not to col­
lect too much in one place, as it may 
cause unnecessary fire alarms.

J. J. Godbey, superintendent of the 
Cisco public schojjfs, in discussing the 
plails for the week this morning, said: 

“When a business man has a large 
.investment in any enterprise he is 
keenly interested in the manner in 
which that enterprise is conducted and 
in itg product and makes frequent vis­
its to find out about these things at 
first, hand. Now, every good citizen in 
this community has a large investment 
in the Cisco public schools for most of 
them not only help to provide the 
funds required to maintain the busi­
ness but provide the raw material for 
tho factory as well. They are vitally 
interested in the product. For these 
reasons, every citizen of the Cisco In­
dependent School District should make 
a point of visiting the school plant, to 
inspect its equipment, its workmen, its 
methods and its output. Very, very 
few of these citizens have ever done so; 
even those who have been severe in 
their criticism of the schools1 have nt>t 
taken the trouble to make a first' hand 
investigation to find out whether or 
not their criticisms were justified by 
the conditions.

“Wo want every citizen in Cisco to 
visit the schools next week and to see 
the work in actual progress. They will 
not bo considered geusts in tile sense 
that we shall treat them as special vis­
itors but each and everyone will be ex­
pected to feel perfectly at home; in 
fact, to act just as one would act when 
inspecting a factory or other enter- 
prise in which he had a substantial in­
vestment.

tin.- >rk."i ' . iron will be
exhibited in the rooms and schools 
where it was produced; in -other 
words, the work will be exhibited in 
its natural environment.

■‘Plans are being perfected for tail­
ing care of all the visitors that may 
come to the schools during this week. 
These plans will be announced from 
time to time during the week in the 
Cisco Daily News. We ask that the 
citizens begin to make- their plans now 
to take an hour or more next week, 
visit tiie school where their chief in­

LUFKIN, March C. —-“ Break­

down” melodies such as “ Dinah 
Had a Wooden Leg,” “ The Old 
Grey Mare Came Tearing Out of 
the Wilderness” and other famil­
iar airs of (he time when “ all 
the world was young, lad, and 
every lassie a queen”  were heard 
here when members of the East 
Texas Old Fiddlers’ association 
gathered for their first regular 
[nesting since their organization 
last year.

Jazz was crowded off the'rep­
ertoire of these masters of the 
“ fiddle”  and those present de­
clare it was pure delight to see 
the musicians— many o f whom 
were bent with nge, although 
young In spirit— draw the bow, 
casting a sixdl of witchery on the 
younger generation present and 
(firing them a version of the time 
when the old fiddlers too were 
young. Then it was that the 
young folk of the countrywide 
were wont to gather often at 
some central location where on a 
puncheon floor they went 
through, the terpischerean artis­
try of “ ye olden time.”

Home of the association fid­
dlers played on violins o f their 
own manufacture, while others 
used instruments that have been 
brought down for generations in 
a family. Several of the violins 
used are remarkable specimens 
of workmanship.

Many Attractive Features of the Pioneer Field 
Are Attracting Large Numbers of Operators, 
as Well as Scores of Lease Men and Supply. 
Houses—Oil Men Are Making Their "Head­
quarters in Cisco, Going to and. From the Field 
Daily — Activities in the Field.

SUN
AUSTIN, Mar. 6.— Final plans have 

been made for the conference on cit­
izenship, education and home welfare 
to be held at the University of Texas, 
March 6-10. The conference was 
called at the request of the Texas 
Federation of Women’s Clubs, the 
Texas Congress of Mothers and Par- 
ent-Teaoher associations, and the Tex­
as League of Women Voters. Rep­
resentatives from these organizations 
are expected to attend the meetings 
in great numbers.

According to (he final program ar­
ranged for the conference, the visit­
ing lecturers will be the following: 
Miss Grace Abbott, director of the 
Children’s Bureau of the United 
States Department of Labor at Wash­
ington; Miss Maggie W. Barry, of the 
A. & M. Extension Service; Miss An­
nie Webb Blanton, state superintend­
ent of public instruction; Dv. Mary 
Roberts Coolidge, professor of socio­
logy of Mills College, California; H. 
F. Estill, president Sam Houston 
Normal Institute; T. H. Harris, state 
superintendent of ppblic instruction 
in Louisiana; Professor P. O. Ray, of 
Northwestern University; Miss Annie 
Raymond, the Health Fairy, of the 
Child Welfare Organization of New 
York; Miss Mary Shipp Sanders, su­
perintendent of schools in William­
son county.

MORAN, March 6. —  The Moran 
Rural Telephone Company is putting 
in a complete rural telephone system, 
with 25.0 patrons, owning their own 
lines, boxes and central station. By 
this lheans they are a.ble to secure 
more satisfactory service and at the 
same time cut their rate about 7 5 per 
cent. It is expected to have the sys­
tem in,full operation next week. By 
hearty co-operation and utter confi­
dence in each other, our farmers are 
able to accomplish almost anything 
they desire.

BATS GOST $1 EACH TO FEED.
BRECICENRIDGE, March* 6. —  It 

costs the city of Breckenridge be­
tween $100,000 and $150,000 a year 
to support the city’3 rat population, 
according to an estimate based upon 
surveys njade by rat specialists of 
Texas. The estimate shows that it 
costs $1 per head lo feed the rodents, 
besides what they destroy, which 
amounts to three or four times the 
cost of feeding.

Not onlv is the town of Pioneer,r . . '
until recently classified as a switch
station on the M., K. & T., running 
between Dfc Leon and Cross Plains, 
booming because of the newly discov­
ered oil field, but Cisco, on the north, 
Cross Plains on the west and Rising 
Star on the east are deriving benefits 
from the oil operations. The many 
attractive features of the Pioneer 
field are attracting large numbers of 
operators as w ell as scores of lease 
men and supply houses.

The oil produced at Pioneer is said 
to be the highest grade in the entire 
country, outside of Pennsylvania.

The road between Cisco and the 
Pioneer field is not the best in the 
world, but even during the extremely 
bad weather of last week drivers of 
automobiles had no trouble in making 
good time on the trips to and from 
the fiehj. The IFest route from Cisco, 
it is said, is by way of Nimrod and 
Sabanna,. Two lines are operating 
service cars out of Cisco to Pioneer. 
Oil men are making their headquar­
ters in Cisco because of the accommo­
dations here that cannot be obtained 
in other towns.

Indications are that the best part 
of the new field lies probably to the 
south of pioneer and also that it may 
not extend very far to the west. Dry 
hoi a. already have defined the field 
la at least one direction and a gas 
well to the southwest is taken as an 
indication that oil may not be found 
in great quantities very far, out in 
that direction.

As long as five years ago this ter­
ritory looked good to large number 
of operators. It was' in 1917, the 
year that oil was discovered at Ran­
ger, that several thousand acres of 
land around Pioneer were leased, most 
of it. on five-year contracts. Many of 
these leases will expire this year un­
less they are drilled immediately. 
Several leases in the field call for a 
well to be completed this year, some 
of them probably by the middle of the 
ydar.

This fact has helped to get opera­
tors who held leases in the field busy 
in an effort to save their property. 
The landowners, however, are co-ope­
rating generally with lease holders 
and indications are that very few if 
any leases will be allowed to lapse. 
In a few cases farmers have offered 
to extend the lease on their farms if 
operalors will contract to start drill­
ing at once.

This oil is selling principally to the 
Prairie Oil and Gas Company at the 
North Texas posted price of $2.25 a 
barrel. However, one operator has 
announced that he has been offered a 
premium of 25 cents a barrel by an in­
dependent refiner.

The F. W. Stone & Company well 
No. 1, on the Eakin tract, at Pioneer, 
which came in two week's ago for 700 
barrels, and after drilling four feet 
deeper increased to R00 barrels, is 
now making about 900 barrels, and 
seems to he increasing day by day. 
This well is in the extreme southeast 
of the pool and the top of the pay was 
reached at 2464 feet. This oil is of 
extra fine Trade, testing 46 gravity.

Keough Brothers & Lltzinger’s 
Gooch No. 2, which came in for 325 
barrels at about the same time as the 
stone well, is still holding up to the 
initial production.

This is the remarkable feature of 
this field. The Gooch No. 1 discov­
ery well, which has been producing 
for almost two years, came in for 100 
barrels,.and is still making 65 bar­
rels, although it is now proven only 
an edge well.

The Pheonix & Jackson Webb No. 
1 is now producing 200 barrels, flow­
ing by heads through collapsed cas­
ing, after a 30-quart shot from 248O' 
feet to 2510. It is believed that 
when the casing is swedged out to aL 
low the fluid Lee flow this well will 
lie good for 300 to 400 barrels. Thin 
well is about one-fourth mile west of 
the west end of the former produc­
tive area, and will mean a valuable 
extension to the field, bringing pro­

duction to within 2 1-2 miles of the 
town of Cross Plains.

The Diamond Drilling Company , 
King No. 1, southwest of the/ Pioneer 
townaite, is shut down on the pay at 
about 24 6 5 feet, and is waiting on 5- 
inch casing before drilling in. This 
well is looked upon as a sure produc­
er when drilled in, and close acreage 
is bringing big prices.

Senter & Lightfoot in their Scott 
No. 1 have encountered a flow of 
gas at about 2485 feet and are shut 
down waiting to set 5-iuch casing be­
fore going into the pay. This well is 
about one mile north of ' the Stone 
well on the Eakin tract, and if a good 
well is brought in it will extend the 1 
field into territory which has hereto- ' 
fore been looked upon as unfavorable. :

The Rainbow Drilling Company j 
Harris No. 1, one-half mile north of I 
the Scott No. 1, is drilling at about ! 
700 feet.

Cohen & Tony, on the Pennant j 
Company Teston No. 3, in the heart 
of the field, are drilling at 1460 
feet and should reach the pay within 
the next ten days.

The Washington-Oregon Compary ! 
Webb No. 1 is reported as having 
casing trouble at a little belbw 2000:. 
feet. • i-

Bob Gilman and associates, In the i 
Famby No. 1, seven miles southeast 1 
of Cross Plains and about four miles ' 
south of the proven field, are report­
ed to have encountered a strong gas | 
flow at, 20 65 feet and are shut down 
awaiting orders. Most operators be­
lieve this will prove the same pay as i 
the main field, and as the structure 
rises about 40 feet to the mile to the 
south and the surface elevation drops 
about the same per mile, it seems; 
reasonable to expect the principal 
pay at about this depth. Should this 
prove true it will extend the field four 
miles south and make the field per­
haps the largest in-.area as well as 
containing the largest wells' of 44 to 
46 gravity oil in the United States. i

The Pennant Company big gas well, 
eight miles south of Cross Plains, 
from which vast quantities of gas j 
have been taken to supply the town ; 
of Cross Plains and also the drilling 
wells in the Cross Plains and Pioneer 
field, is now showing sign of becom­
ing an oil producer, and several tests 
will soon be made in that locality to 
locate the pool that feeds this enor-, 
in ous gas supply.

Lutgens, Bryson and others, on the 
Bryson No. 1, are spudding in at 
their location, one mile south of the 
main east Cross Plains field. Rigs 
i;re up on many locations in that dis­
trict and drilling will begin in a few 
days on the F. W. Stone & Company 
Webb No. 2, the Keough Bros. & 
Litzinger C/oocli No. 3, the Keougb

AUSTIN, Mar. (j.—Declaring that 
while there is' no appreciable epidemics 
in Texas and in some sections very lit­
tle sickness, the state board of health 
stated that an appraisal of the state's 
health showed "much room for im­
provement.”

In connection with the observing 6f 
health week, which started Sunday, 
March ’5, a number of statements about 
health conditions in Texas were given 
out by the state board.

‘‘Of 35,000 deaths reported, "the 
Statement said, "14.00 were caused by 
preventable diseases. Of some 2,000 
blind in our state • institutions, a large 
percentage of this blindness could have 
been prevented by a few drops of sil­
ver nitrate dropped in the eyes of those 
unfortunates when the yore new born-, 
according to Doctor E. E. Bramlctto 
superintendent of the Blind Institute.

•‘According to-Doctor W. O. Talbot, 
neglected teeth frequently is the pre­
disposing factor leading to many in­
curable chronic conitions^of later life. 
Of the estimated sum of, 50,000 sufers 
rem tuberculosis, many ' could have 
been saved by using sanitary drinking 
cups, securing better ventilation and 

' correcting their habits.
“There are some 10,000 defectives, 

blind and lunatics in Texas. It is,

however, within the control of the edu­
cated and Intelligent to prevent such 
future conditions. The asylums are 
overflowing, insanity is increasing, 
taxes increasing and human suffering 
increasing. Why not (alee stock of this 
deplorable condition and plug the leak 
by marriage law enforcement, suppres­
sion of veneral diseases and other 
simple devcies?

“Estimated figures for 1921 show 
that there were 1200 suffers from ty­
phoid ever, 2,200 diptheria and 200,000 
cases o malaria and 1,781 cases of small 
pox were reported. AU of these dis­
eases are preventable.

“Typhus fever is gaining a foothold 
in our state, fourteen cases having 
been reported. This disease is caused 
by a louse which refuses to live- any­
where except in filth.

“In the state, there are five full time 
county health officers; {here is room 
for 247 more. There are three ull time 
city health officers with room or 322 
more. There are three city sanitarians, 
room for 20 more. Forty towns are 
battling against malaria while there 
should be 160.

“Less than 10 per cent of the milk 
cows are examined for tuberculosis. 
Seventy-two counties have county 
nurses, ISO are without county nurses. 
Two towns enforce rat proof ordinan­
ces; 40 others should still use the anti­
quated typhoid, hook worm spreading 
system .of night soli disposal.
• “ The water supply is safeguarded in 
40 Texas towns while 20 Ore using con­
taminated water; In other towns, the 
water supply is subject to periodical 
contamination. Thirty-two have garb­
age incinerators while over 200 towns 
maintain dump grounds which are in­
cubators for organisms and insects.”

CURATE
AUSTIN, Mar. 6.—The daily market 

news service inaugurated by the Texas 
department of markets and warehouse, 
department of agriculture and federal 
bureau of markets and crop estimates 
will give to Texas producers and ship­
pers a market news service of the 
“greatest accuracy and timeliness,” 
according to a statement by the mar­
kets and warehouse department.

“Arrangements have been perfected 
whereby a daily telegraphic report will 
be received from the Kansas City of­
fice of the federal bureau of markets 
and crop estimates, covering the. mar­
kets of the nation, to which Texas 
shippers have access,” said the state­
ment. “To this national market, news 
received from the Kansas City office 
of the bureau will be added crop mar­
ket information collected within the 
state itself by representatives of the 
co-operating departments and the com­
piled information in the form of news 
stories will he released at iom e hour 
in the aftfernoon most desirable to re­
ceivers and users of this service. At 
present the messages are going out 
over a wave length of 375 meters at 
3 p. m."daily. A little later, however, 
the radiophone will ' be used, as this 
equipment will enable parlies inexper­
ienced in the receipt of telegraphic 
messages to "take” the messages eas­
ily.

“The information to be released bj 
radiophone will be so arranged as to 
make it suitable for distribution to per­
sons interested in agricultural and 
marketing information. 'All farmers 
cooperative shipping associations will 
doubtless be desirous of receiving this 
news, as, of course, will be the com­
mercial shipping and receiving com­
panies.

“ There are many farm houses in 
Texas already equipped with inexpen­
sive receiving sets . which will be able 
to receive the University of Texas’ 
station. As, later, concerts," lectures 
and other matter will be sent over this 
equipemnt by the university, it is prob­
able that the installation of this equip­
ment . in farm homes will increase rap­
idly,”

DEATHS IN TEXAS
AUSTIN, Mar. 6.—-Births exceeded 

deaths in Texas in 1921 by 44.749, ac 
cording to reports made to the state 
bureau *of vital statistics. The total 
number of births reported during the 
year was 80,448 and the total number 
of deaths reported was 35,699. Chil­
dren under 1 year old who died in 
Texas in 1921 numbered 5,744, it was 
announced.

The figures of the bureau of vital 
statistics, however, represent only 
part of the actual number of births 
and deaths in the state, it was de­
clared, reports being received on only 
about 70 per cent of each.

In announcing the statistics, the bu­
reau announced its effort to obtain re­
ports on at least 90 per cent of the 
births. This would enable Texas to en­
ter the birth registration area, it was 
stated, which npw comprises 20 states 
and-the District of Columbia-and in­
cludes over half of the population of 
the United States.

It is important that births should be 
recorded, the bureau stated, to prove 
age and citizenship, right to go to

heritance, to marry, to hold office, to 
secure passports for foreign travel and 
to prove the mother’s right to a wid­
ow’s pension.

“Young 
men have been confronted with the 
necessity of furnishing proof of age 
and citizenship and have found proof 
lacking on account of faulty laws or 
imperfect enforcement of the law.”

DEPRESSION IN 
INDON DUE TO 

RESTRICTIONS
LONDON, Mar. 6.— Governemntal 

restrictions are blamed in part for the 
business depression in London in a let­
ter which the Imperial Commercial As­
sociation has sent to the liquor licen­
sing justices. Its signers predict that 
disastrous results will follow the clos­
ing houses )at 10 o’clock as foreshadow­
ed.
, The letter is signed by Baron Inch- 
cape, one of the leading shipping men 
of Great Britain; Baron Swaythling, 
banker; Baron Ritchie, vice-chairman 
of the Port London authority; Lord 
Balfour of Burleigh, former Parlia­
mentary secretary- • of the board of 
trade: Baron Ashfield .managing direc 
tor of the underground railways; Bar­
on Faringdont, chairman of tire Great 
Central railway; Viscount Devonport, 
chairman of the Port of London Auth­
ority and former food controller, and 
Sir. J. P. Hewett.

They asserted that “ it is probable 
that never in the history of this coun­
try has the liberty of the indvidual 
been more subject to rigorous limita­
tions than at present.

“London has flourished and become 
famous larfsely because of the attrac­
tive features which it has presented 
to the travelling public, but the ever- 
tightening grip of control is changing 
all, this.”

The Association contends that much 
of the blame for the present unhappy 
condition of trade and commerce 
“must be apportioned to the restric­
tions and limitations imposed upon 
business and individuals by authori­
ties.”

EFFECT OF COAL
;e on j e x a s

WILL IE  SMALL
AUSTIN, Mar. 6.—How many coal 

producing counties in Texas will bo di­
rectly affected if United Mine Workers 
of America strike April 1 is a question 
which is complicated by the present 
idleness of some mines.

There are twenty-three' coal produc- 
in counties with 55 miners in Texas, 
acoording to the 1922 Coal Field Di­
rectory. In two o fthese counties, at 
least, a strike would have no effect as 
the miners are already on a strike 
and the mines.are closed. In one oth­
er county. Wise, a strike would be only 
partially effective, state department of 
labor officials state.

The mines at Thurber, in Erath 
county, and Strawn, in Palo Pinto 
county, have been closed sinco early 
last year. The mines are idle because 
the miners have refused to accept a 
wage scale lower than that provided 
for in the national agreement between 
the union and the operators and the 
operators maintain that they cannot 
operate the mines at a profit unless 
the reduced scale is accepted. About 
200 men are said to be affected by idle 
mines in this state.

Of two mines at Bridgeport, in Wise 
county, one is reported operating, 
while one is reported closed, although 
there is no strike. Other mines in Tex­
as have been shut down for some time, 
it is reported,. because of lack of bus­
iness and poor production, iso that it 
is not konwn here just how many of 
the mines are operating at present.

Bastrop county heads the list of 
Texas’ coal producing counties with 10 
mines, according to the Coal Field Di­
rectory'. The other counties, according 
to th6 directory, with the number of 
mines each are: Bexar, 1 Bowie, 1;

There he worked 
ail tlie afternoon. At last he had 
several exposures that he was sure 
would yield good negatives.

It was late when Warren was ready 
to go home.

1 NGFELLOW, the children’s 

n| was born in Portland,
§8 .Maine, on February 27, 1S07. The 
iiiviSl streets of this quaint little town 
siuped down to the water's edge where 
were the wharves and the ships and 
the sailors going to and fro. There 
the boy Longfellow used to love to go 
and watch the ships and the activities 
along the water front. When he was 
a grown man he wrote a poem en­
titled: “ My Lost Youth," in which he
tells of his loved companions and the 
beautiful old town. He says of it: 
Often I think of the beautiful town

That is seated by the sea;
Often in thought I go up and down 
The pleasant streets of that dear old 

town,
And my youth comes back to me.
When Longfellow was three years 

of age he was sent to a private school. 
At the age of six he brought this note 
home to his mother from his teacher: 
“ Master Henry Longfellow is-one of 
the best boys we have in school. He 
spells and reads very well. He can 
also add and multiply numbers. His 
conduct last quarter was very correct

and amiable. June 30, 1813.
N. H. CARTER.”

At the age of thirteenp Longfellow 
had his first poem printed in the Port­
land Gazette. It was about our coun­
try and its earlier heroes. . As a young

boy Longfellow loved to listen to the 
old tales and legends and traditions 
that were told to him. He would write 
stories about the trees, brooks, birds, 
stars and clouds. He often called 
them his playmates and when he grew 
to manhood he embodied in some of 
his beautiful poems the spirit and Ic.ve 
which grew in his heart for the works 
of nature.

Solution to Cut-Out Puzzle

1AT will please mother or sis- 
$j cer more than a clean, new 

best or box in which, she can 
keep her various choice ar- 

uf feminine adornment free from 
' use and insect pests. Such a box is 
shown in the sketch; it may be made 
sf Beaver Board or similar material 
by a boy of the upper grades of school 
or even by the lady herself if sho has 
the usual amount of gumption which 
rfiodern girls are supposed to possess. 
The board must first be cut and care 
used that each piece is perfectly 
square or there will be trouble in mak­
ing things come out right. The top, 
the largest piece is 16%" x 30%", the 
liottom, 16" x .80", the back and front 
each 1G%" high and 30" long, while 
the. ends arc- 16%" high and 15 %" 
wide. These dimensions are based 
upon the assumption that the beard 
of which the box is made is thick. 
If it is of a different thickness the 
15%'" dimension of the ends must be 
changed accordingly, though the-va­
riation will be of slight importance as 
the panelling strips will be cut to fit 
iu any event. If the box is made 48" 
long it may be used for a skirt box.

Cut the pieces e 16 %” long, which 
equals the height of the ends and nail 
the ends to them securely; be sure 
chat the ends of the boards are flush 
with the edges of pieces e. Use a 1%" 
large headed nail, a 3 penny common 
nail will do, and glue all joints wher. 
ever it is possible as they will be 
much stronger. Glue and nail the 
front and back boards to their places 
after which cut pieces c between the 
pieces e flush with the top of the 
board all round the top and bottom of 
the inside of the box; Klue. and fasten

"  Shirtwaist Bo
these pieces with . %" trunk nails 
which may be clinched on the inside 
by holding a hammer against their 
ends as they are driven through piece 
c. It may be necessary to bore holes 
with an awl if the wood is likely to 
split. Nail through the bottom into 
the pieces c around the back, front 
aii î two ends with 3 penny fine nails 
though if 3 penny common nails will 
not split C they should be used. Nail 
piece c2 around tile bottom of the box 
with 1%" No. 15 brads driven into c l 
of the bottom edge oi the sides of the 
box, and trunk nails .clinched for ad­
ditional strength around the inside of 
the bottom. This completes the body 
of the box and rile next stip is to fas­
ten piece a around the bottom of the 
outaiae, nailing into c l with 1 %" No. 
lb Drads, rind into c2 with 1%" No. 
16 brads; drive them a little slanting­
ly as they will hold beLter. C3 should 
next be fastened around the top edge; 
note that it is placed about 7-16" below 
the top edge of the board. These pieces 
may be cut square, though if mitered 
at the corners they will make a better 
job, but this should not be attempted 
by :one who is not sure he can work 
accurately with a miter .box. Pieces 
b and d should be fastened in place 
as indicated so the panelling will show 
the same upon both sides of the 
corner. Pieces d3 in the center must 
have corresponding pieces on the in­
side in order to give a good nailing. 
The bottom should be panelled the 
same way inside and out to prevent 
sagging when the chest is filled.

Nail piece d l on the under side of 
the top, flush with the edge; then 
piece bl around the top, nailing 
through into dl, B l must project %"

all around to receive piece d2 which 
forms the lip at f and makes the box 
dust and. insect proof; this should bo 
next fastened on, nailing both ways 
into dl, and through the top of bl into 
d.2. Note that d2 sets back %" from 
;he edge of bl. Cut in pieces d4 for 
the panelling of the top, both inside 
and outside, nailing from the top 
through the inside for strength.

The top may be hinged by building 
out the back piece c3 of the box at 
the place where the hinges are to be 
located to make it flush with d2 of the 
back edge of the top, and a flap hinge 
or butt fastened on with screws.

The nails should be sunk below the 
surface with a nailset; smooth and 
sandpaper the chest to make it ready 
for finishing. The chest may be 
stained and the nail holes puttied and 
given a coat of shellac and afterward 
rubbed down with tine sandpapor and 
waxed, or it may be painted while 
with two or three coats of flat color, 
the holes puttied after the first coat, 
and each coat rubbed down with 00 
or finer sandpaper. It may then be 
varnished with white Lamar or other 
colorless varnish, or with white 
enamel.

While th<5 box will be light, it will
be strong if good judgment and rea­
sonable skill have been used in driv­
ing and clinching the nails so the 
wood will not be split. It will be am­
ply efficient for the storing of light 
woolens and furs by packing them 
away with moth balls, or it will even 
be suitable for so sacred a purpose as 
a hope chest for the maiden who is

STUCKEY TO STUDENTS
Mr. Godbey had as his guest at as­

sembly last Tuesday, Rev. Bewis N. 
Stuckey, who spoke on the subject, 
The Ministry as a Profession.”

‘ ‘Another disadvantage is that a 
preacher does not receive pay in 'pro­
portion to his ability that men in other 
lines do. I know a missionary who is 
a graduate of three universities in this 
country and who is now paid the grand 
•salary of $900 per year. You must ex­
pect financial difficulties if you are to 
be aprcacher.

“Another disadvantage is that people 
think that all a preacher has to do is 
to prepare, and deliver 'two sermons a 
week, t No one knows the endless num­
ber of duties a minister has. Some 
daj's I get my work done, in ten hours; 
on others it takes fifteen hours or long­
er. You must expect to bo ridiculed 
and talked about if you enter the min­
istry.

that is: he works for two worlds. Tile 
doctor, the lawyer, the merchant, all 
minister to our earthly needs, but the 
preacher prepares men for'the world 
heyond.

SHALL THE BIBLE BE TAUGHT 
IN SCHOOL? .

During the last few years a great 
ĉ eal of discussion has arisen over the 
proposal to place a course of Bible 
study in the public schools of the Unit­
ed States. There is a great deal to oR 
fer for both sides. Any sound minded' 
person will not deny, however; that 
there is a great need for Bible instruc­
tion in some concrete form. The Am­
erican people are more ignorant of the 
Bible than of any of the topics of the 
day. '

Bible study is necessary for every 
human* being. Even an infidel should 
study the Bible. The’ Bible, as all the 
great critics say, is the crowning piece 
of literature of all time. Shakespeare 
is perhaps one of the greatest authors 
of Europe, but Shakespeare’s, works 
can never reach the high literary stand 
ard that is reached by the Bible. 
Everyone has at soma time studied 
Shakespeare. No cne is, well educated 
unless he knows something of Shake­
speare. The study of Shakespeare is 
compulsory in the public schools of 
America. Why not make the Bible a 
credited course in our- schools? It has 
more literary merit than any writings 
past or present. Almost any style of 
literature can he found In the Bible. To 
show the attitude of pur great thinkers 
toward Bible study I call your, atten­
tion to Harvard University, where, in 
order to get an A. B. degree, one must 
be able to pas3 an examination on the 
Bible.

Do you know what is responsible 
for the large number of inmates in our 
correctional institutions? The fact 
that these inmates are ignorant of tho 
truths set forth by the Bible, is responsi 
ble. A large number of people get no 
more than a common school education. 
They do not, or cannot/! attend church 
and thus are left almost totally ignor­
ant of all the humane laws of man. If 
Bible study were introduced into the 
public schools, everyone would have at 
least a smattering of the ideals of man.

People are not able to comprehend 
the great significance of the Declara­
tion of Independence unless they are 
acquainted with the Bible. A great

many citizens in our country today for­
get that were it not for God and the 
Church, America might not he the 
■ great nation she is today. Ignorance 
of the Bible was- the thing that caused 
the people of Europe to drive the Pil­
grims to America. Are we going to 
stand by and watch the same ignor­
ance undermine the morals and power 
of our great American nation without 
even trying to light? Yet, this is >vhat 
will happen unless wo bring people to 
their senses by teaching them the 
great mcariing of our country with its 
Declaration of Independence, and the 
great laws of God and man. This can 
bo done by teaching the Bible to the 
pupils of tlie public schools in conjunc­
tion with history. Bible'rstudy is nec­
essary from an. educational standpoint.

There is nothing to prohibit teaching 
the Bible in our public schools. It is 
a common belief that the constitution 
forbids it, but it doefe not because the 
Bible need not be taught from a sec­
tarian standpoint.

The Bible can be taught from a lit­
erally standpoint, from a historical 
viewpoint, and from a philosophical 
viewpoint, without involving- creeds 
and doctrines in the least.
Civil Government and Economics the 
teacher rarely sets forth his own po­
litical views, so why should, doctrines 
and creeds be taught in teaching the 
Bible? You -may say that a teacher

The question of teaching the Bible 
in the public schools is attracting a 
great deal of attention. Newspapers 
and magazines are taking it up and 
tlie majority pf them are in favor of 
inaugurating Bible study in our pub­
lic schools. The Presbyterian Synod of 
the state of Washington is taking the 
matter up with the supreme court.
Harvard, one of tho greatest institu­
tions of learning, has Jnado Bible study 
Compulsory in order for students to get 
an A. B. degree. Thus you see that a 
large per cent of our present day 
thinkers are on the affirmative side of 
the ‘question.

To summarize: Bible study is neces­
sary from an educational standpoint; 
there is nothing to prohibit its being 
taught in public schools because the 
Constitution does not stajnd in the way, 
since it could he taught from a non- 
sectariqn viewpoint; and the majority 
of the public opinion is bn the affirm­
ative.

To 'conclude, I think that anyone 
who ,has the least spark of patriotism 
and Christianity, or S'hq' least desire to 
help his feilowmcn, * uvd iu-.u-iby 1 ,- 
dorse a move to introduce Bible study 
in the public schools of America.
