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Oscar Chastain Making
Close Canvass in Race
17th Dis. Congressman

Oscar Chastain, candidate for con-
gress from this, the 17th district, is
making a close canvass of the district,
and while in Cisco Tuesday spent
some time in the Citizen office. Iie
stated that he is greatly pleased with
the reception he is receiving at the
hands of the people wherever he goes.
His opening speech in the campaign
was made May 5 at Stephenville.
Speaking of that speech he stated that
there were at least 5,000 people to
hear him. “I feel that it was proper
for me to have opened my campaign
in Stephenville, for it was in Erath
county that I was born, and served
the city schools of Stephenville as
superintendent for six years, and like
positions in Thurber, Merkel and
Stamford. Feeling that having been
born in the county, and it was there
I held my first important school posi-
tion, that I could expect and did re-
ceive a most cordial reception.”

Concerning that address at Stephen-
ville, a copy of which is before me,
Mr. Chastain declared for certain fix-
ed principles on which he is making
this race. A brief synopsis of the
things he stands for include repeal of
the postal saving bank law, as it has
served its purpose, and its repeal will
put back into circulation one and one-
half billions of dollars; a tarriff on
petroleum that 'will prevent the im-
port of millions of barrels of cheap
South American oil to the States,
which competes with our petroleum;
favors the payment of the soldiers’
adjusted compensation certificates in
greenbacks issued by the government,
or by the issuance of government
bonds in denominations of $25, $50 and
$100 to be delivered to ex-service men
direct; endorses the acts of President
Roosevelt in his effort to restore pros-
perity to the nation; opposes federal
tax on Texas oil; opposes the dole
system; favors the right of labor for
collective bargaining and labor’s right
to receive a living wage, and some
system that will insure the needy a
comfortable living when they can no
longer produce; favors collecting
from European nations what they owe
this country, and would deny default-
ing countries the right to borrow a dol-
lar in the United States; would court
. the friendship of federal departments
" that he might have his district favored
with the benefits congress bestows to
other congressional districts.

He stated: “When W. J. Bryan was
a candidate for the presidency the
Democratic party promulgated a plat-
form which contained four major
planks—bimetalism, election of Unit-
er States senators by direct vote of the
people, a federal income tax and the
guaranteeing of bank deposits in nat-
ional banks. Three of these planks
have been enacted, and are now laws
of the country. I believe we will see
bimetalism a law during this genera-
tion. All of these I have ever favor-
ed.”

In state affairs Mr. Chastain has
served in the 41st legislature where he
was active in the passage of the Small
Riverbed bill. Also was elected two
years ago to the 43rd legislature, when
he served on some of the important
committees, such as judicial districts,
appropriations, education, oil and gas

" and other committees.

In 1908 was elected professor of
history and economics at A. & M. Col-
lege, which he held for ten years. He
was made a member of the state text
book board by Gov. Campbell, and the
state board of examiners by State
Superintendent R. B. Cousins.

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Many Mourn Passing
of W.P. Moore, Whose
Burial Was Saturday

Those who knew him best are still
mourning the passing of one of Cisco’s
most honorable and upright citizens.
Though more than a week has passed
since the news of the awful tragedy
came to Cisco that W. P. Moore had
been mortally injured when struck by
an automobile June 14, near Leuders,
one frequently hears expressions of
sorrow at his passing. A brief story
of the accident was carried in the Cit-
izen last week, and mention of his
death a few hours later, but as the
Citizen was on the press at the time
none of the details of the tragedy could
be given,

The funeral and-burial of this well
known gentleman were held June 16,
at 11 o’clock, in the First Methodist
church, conducted by Rev. Frank L.
Turner, pastor, with burial in Oak-
wood cemetery, directed by the Green
Funeral Home. Active pall bearers
were Will St. John, J. E. Caffrey, A.
A. Michael, H. V. McCorkle, W. J. Arm-
strong, L. F. Mendenhall, W. J. Dono-
van and L. B. Norvell. Honorary pall
bearers included about 30 of his inti-
mate friends of Cisco and other cities.

He is survived by his widow and
three children, Mrs. H. O. Duty, of
Benavides, Duvall county, Texas;
James T. Moore, of Cisco, and C. W.
Moore, of Conroe. Several brothers
and sisters also survive, one of whom
is A. H. Moore, of Caddo Mills, Texas.

Barn in Virginia December 20, 1876,
Mr. Moore came to Cisco from Caddo
Mills in 1920, and had been a resident
of this city continuously since, engag-
ing in trucking business in which he
continued up to the time of his tragic
death, confining most of his operations
to hauling for the Humble Company
by contract. It was on a trip for that
company ‘when he became a victim to
the accident that caused his death.

there will be a ninety-five per cent ex-
odus from the derelict Hijackers craft
just as soon as connections can be
made with the new gas distributing
system. There is a possibility of the
desertions being 100 per cent, which
is should be, exclusive of those em-
ployes and others depending upon the
Hijackers and associated concerns
for their daily bread.

The report comes to the Citizen that
the signers have already passed the
twelve hundred mark, and the end is
not yet. The committee is now round-
ing up the stragglers—those ‘who have
not been at home when the canvass-
ers came around.

This spontaneous indication to ac-
cept relief offered by the Cisco Gas
Corporation is just as the Citizen anti-
cipated. The Hijackers have assum-
ed an attitude of a despot in every
step it has taken since it took over
Cisco’s gas distributing system.

Not satisfied with a legitimate pro-
fit, for had they been, there would
have been no opposition company to
take over the business, but they have
manifested the unnatural instinct of
the monopolistic grafter to extract
from the people every cent the traffic
would stand, and then some. This
was shown when Mr. Chester May
came before the city commission with
a threat to boost the domestic rate to
$1.60 per 1000, while fixing his optics
on the ceiling, instead of looking May-
or Berry and the commissioners in
the eye. Only the exhibition of that
intestinal fortitude manifested by the
commission saved our people from
the greed of this soulless monopoly,
when they answered the petition of
Mr. Chester May ‘with the adoption of
an ordinance fixing the rate for do-
mestic gas at 50 cents per 1000 gross.

They did it unto Eastland and Rang-
er, and had not our commission stood
pat they would have done it unto us.

Some interesting reports of high-
handed procedure of the Hijackers are
being told to the canvassing com-
mittee. One where a lady was out of
town for a few days after her gas bill
was due. The Hijackers extracted the
meter without warning, instead of
charging the bill against her deposit.
Another woman reported that her
meter had been taken out while she”
was absent from home. But they put
it back after she threatened to use
her “sawed-off shot gun” on those re-
sponsible for enforcing the hard and
fast rule of the Hijackers. Others re-
ported that they disconnected with the
Hijackers’ line more than two years
ago.

But the Hijackers are not so cock-
sure of their position now, and in
some measure, are trying to make
amends. One patron said that before
it seemed that the Hijackers would
have opposition his gas bill one month
amounted to $20.

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CALLAHAN FARMERS LOAD
OUT FIRST SHIPMENT OF
THIS YEAR’S ONION CROP

The farmers of Callahan county
made agricultural history this week,
when they loaded the first car of on-
ions ever shipped from the county.
Under the supervision of Robert H.
Hayes, expert onion grader from
Farmersville, Texas, 526 bushels of on-
ions were loaded Thursday morning.
They were inspected by the Federal
Fruit and Vegetable licensed inspect-
or, U. J. Backus of Eagle Pass, Texas.

Some 75 farmers had part in load-
ing the car No grower tried over 4
acres and the average was 1 acre per
farmer. When no rain was received
in May, all onion growers knew their
onions were going to be cut short, as
any other crop has been, yet some
vields of as high as 756 bushels were
reported. It is estimated the farmers
have 400 bushels yet on hand.

The price paid by Mr. P. L. Miller,

for No. 1 yellows and 85 cents for No.

1 Crystal Wax. Other grades were in
proportion. The county agent Ross
B. Jenkins, reports that more than
100 bushels were sold at the loading
dock to railroad men, merchants and
farmers who had failed to raise their
desired amount.

The farmers have learned that some
land can’t raise onions and other:
know they have the right kind. Many
have signified their intention of plant-
ing 2 to 10 acres next year. Nothing
could have been more adverse to on-
ion growing growing this year. There
were four freezes, poorly prepared
soils, inexperienced growers, and
the dryest month of May in the history
of Texas. In spite of these obstacles,
Callahan loaded a capacity car of on-

ions.—Baird Star.

G. I. W’BEE GIVES MEANS
FOR DESTROYING MOLES

Absolute control of moles in garden
and peanut fields has been reported
to the county agent J. C. Patterson,
by G. I. McBee, of Mangum. This was
accomplished by inserting into the run
at various points grains of corn coat-
ed with a strychnine poison, such as
used in raven poisoning.

This poisoned grain is made by dis-
solving one-half teaspoonful of laun-
dry starch in a little cold water, pour-
ing slowly into 8 tablespoonsful of
boiling water, stirring to prevent
lumping. When thick like muscilage,
remove from fire and add 1-8 ounce of
strychnine with 10 per cent saccha-
rine mixed in and one teaspoonful of
baking soda and stir rapidly; then add
one tablespoonful of heavy corn syrup
and stir to a smoothe creamy paste.
Pour this over one quart of corn and
stir until grains are evenly coated.

This same mixture poured over

for sparrows. Handle cautiously and
keep in mind that you are working
with poison.

Why Should We ';
Pay Bankers To.
Hoard Wealth?

Refunding of a billion dollars’ worth
of the 4 1-4 liberty loan bonds and a
quarter billlion of short term treasury
notes at 3 1-4 is neither good orthodox
financing nor unorthodox common
sense.

It amounts to paying bankers to
hoard.

The treasury had available no less
than $7,817,000,000 with which to re-
finance those bonds.

Two billion cash on hand; $2,817,-
000,000 profit from devaluation of the
dollar, and power to issue $3,000,000,-
000 in green backs.

Yet that vast sum of cash or potent-
ial cash is kept idle while the gov-
ernment offers to pay 3 1-4 per cent
interest—=$40,000,000 a year—to bank-
ers on the new bonds.

From a common sense point of view,
no bonds should have been issued at
all.

If the treasury, for reasons of its
own, did not wish to use any of the
nearly 8§ billion dollars it had avail-

able then it could have retired the
liberty loan bonds by discounting
treasury notes directly with federal

reserve and paying off the bondhold-
ers.

That way, the heavy interest bur-
den would have been avoided.

As it is, the new bonds are a sub-
sidv which invites bankers to hoard.

Government bonds are the equiv-
alent of cash. Yet by keeping them

: bonus.

in their vaults instead of cash, the
bankers can collect $40,000,000 a year
Meanwhile, commercial credit-
is diverted to government purposes.

The most infamous part of it all is
that the federal government has slash-
ed its recovery expenditures AS THE
PRICE OF THE PRIVILEGE OF
HANDING THE BANKERS THIS
SUBSIDY!

Those recovery expenditures are
two billion behind the original pro-
gram of the president. C. W. A, has
been junked and Harry Hopkins an-
nounces that the government has cut
its relief expenditures to a quarter of
what they were.

All to balance the budget to please
the bankers.—The Philadelphia Re-
cord.

THE LAGEST HIGHWAY
FUND GIVEN TO TEXAS

WASHINGTON, June 19,—State ap-
portionments of the $200,000,000 fund
provided for in the new highway con-
struction act were announced today
by Rexford G. Tugwell, Undersecretary
of Agriculture.

Texas received the largest fund,
$12,291,253, with New York getting
$11,327,921, Pennsylvania $9,590,788,
Illionois $8,921,401, and California
$7,932,206.

The money will be made avallable
immediately for allotment to con-
struction projects on the federal aid
highway system and its extensions
into and through cities and on im-
portant secondary roads.

MAY CHARTERS SHOW A SIX
PER CENT GAIN OVER APRIL

AUSTIN, June 14.—Charters grant-
ed to new corporations during May
totaled 120, a gain of 6.2 per cent over
April but a decline of 21 per cent from
May last year, according to the Univ-
ersity of Texas Bureau of Business
Research. Capitalization of $1,269,020
was 5.4 per cent less than in April and
36 per cent below a year ago.

Only one group, merchandising,
showed an increase over May last
year, and that of only 3 per cent. On
the other hand, a number of groups
showed increases over April of the
current year: Manufacturing con-
cerns, 21 chartered, against ten in Ap-
ril; real estate and building, six again-
st four; transportation, two against
one; miscellaneous, twerfty against
sixteen.

OUR WATER PROBLEM (2)

As stated last week Cisco has
no water problem. We have no
pressure, but the fault is not in
the water supply. The water
department has never claimed
that the pump was out of re-
pair, though we all know some-
thing is wrong.
the pump at Lake Cisco has a
capacity of lifting 7560 gallons
of water per minute, if so why
is it not being done?
told that the people are using
more water than can be pump-
ed, but is this true if the pump
is functioning, and if not, why
not?

No official has charged that
there is anything the matter
with the pumping machinery,
and if that is true at 750 gallons
to the minute there sheuld be
going in the standpipes 1,080,-
000 gallons of water every day,
or 32,400,000 gallons every 30
days. Estimating that there are
1,500 meter connections, and
gvery meter was regisftering
the allowable 10,000 gallons per

~month, the water consumption
in Cisco would only be 15,000,-
000 gallons every 30 days. That
should leave inreserve 17,400,-
000 gallons, ample for all other
purposes, such as fires, washing
the streets or any other manner
that should be desired.

But all will be hotsy-totsy
hereafter. The city official or-
gan last Sunday told us that the
city commission had purchased
another pump, one used only a
short while by the Humble Co.
I believe it was stated that the
new pump had a capacity of 400
gallons per minute. If the old
pump is functioning ' (no one
claims it is not) the water de-
partment now has facilities for
lifting an additional 17,280,000
gallons every 30 days, which
gives the city 49,680,000 gallons
to supply the 1,500 meter con-
nections, or 34,680,000 gallons
more than the 1,500 can account
for if every meter was register-
ing the full minimum of 10,000
gallons, which they will not
average.

If the pump at Lake Cisco is
all right we do not need another
pump, and its purchase was use-
less extravagence. If the pump
is not functioning as it should
somebody is responsible, and
that is inefficiency.

If the city needed an addit-
ional pump why not recondi-
tion the pump at Lake Bernie?
Surely to put it in repair would
hardly cost as much as another
pump. We have heard it said
that the “Bernie pump was not
worth repairing.” Repair men
told the Citizen that all machin-
ery is worth repairing. But if
it has been allowed to deter-
ioate to the point of worthless-
ness, isn’t somebody responsi-

ble for its present worthless
state? Doesn’t that also spell
i-n-e-f-f-i-c-i-e-n-c-y?

If the water problem is one of
inefficiency is the water com-
missioner functioning as he
should if he does not have these
pumps manned by men who un-
derstand their business.
| Lake Cisco has enough wa-
ter to supply every town from
‘Ranger to Abilene inclusive,
and there is no sane reason why
the pressure in the standpipes
should not be adequate for all
domestic sand fire protection
needs of €isco. We say no sane
reason, for it is not a sane rea-
son if the cause of the low pres-
sure is due to inefficiency, and
there is inefficiency if the
pumping machinery has been
allowed to fall into a state of
disrepair that it will not now
supply 15,000,000 gallons of wa-
ter, when its capacity is more
than twice that amount.

| same pump kept the water tow-
ers running over, and train
 loads of water went from the
loading racks every day to sup-
ply Texas & Pacific towns as
| far west as Monahans.

A large number of Cisco peo-
| ple have endorsed the story
carried in the Citizen last week,

| ter commissioner will not deny
I the fact that every word of it is
true.

In refuting the charge that
we are using more water on
“account of the dry season,”
than the machinery will supply
I am only attempting to protect
the people who have planted
their vegetables gardens under
the guarantee that the city
would allow them a minimum
of 10,000 gallons, and protest
the commission cutting off their
water at this time when tliese
gardens are needing it more
than at any time since they
were planted. I don’t want to
be ugly about it.

I
bid the laboring people beware
of surrendering the power
which they possess, and which
if surrendered will surely be
used to shut the door of ad-
vancement of such as they, and
fix new disabilities and burdens
upon-them until all of liberty is
lost.”

APPLICATION FOR TAX-EXEMPT
TAGS MAY BE MAILED IN NOW

The Agricultural Adjustment Admin-
istration announced that applications
for identification tags for cotton gin-
ned prior to June 1, 1934, which is ex-
empt from the tax provisions of the
Bankhead control act, will be received
after June 15.

In a previous announcement, hold-
ers of old cotton 'were asked to make
these applications prior to June 15.
Applications may be made by letter or
on the government form, through the
county agent.

County agents are being instructed
to hold all applications received by
them and deliver them to taggers when
they are ready to tag the old cotton.
0Old cotton, under a special regulation
of the commissioner of internal rev-
enue, is permitted to move untagged
in the channels of the trade through
the month of June.

These instructions are issued as a
result of numerous inquiries hy tele-
graph and telephone in order to assure
persons interested in the cotton busi-
ness that all old cotton will be tag-
ged as soon as it is physically pos-
sible to accomplish the task and that
taggers wil lact on applications even
though the applications are filed after
June 15 and are not on government
forms.

In making application, holders of old
cotton should state the number of
bales ginned prior to June 1 and their
location.

11TH COURT OF APPEALS
INVALIDATED $67,000 OF
CROSS PLAINS WARRANTS

Holding that the “encumbrance of
municipal plants for more than $5,000
to secure payment for extension is
void unless authorized by an election,”
Judge O. C. Funderburk, of the 11th
court of civil appeals handed down an
opinion June 1 which cancelled $67,000
water and sewer improvement war-
rants of the city of Cross Plains. This
decision, which if concurred in by the
supreme court, may have a far-reach-
ing effect on securities of other mu-
nicipalities simarily issued, Cisco for
example.

Cross Plains appealed an adverse
decision of the 104th district court on
the ground that the improvements
made were faulty. The decision was
not on that point, but constitutional
grounds.

DR. SENSABAUGH RETURNS
TO CISCO AS PRESIDING
ELDER OF THIS DISTRICT

It is gratifying to former friends of
Dr. O. F. Sensabaugh here to learn
that he will return to Cisco to fill out
the unexpired term of Dr. C. Q. Smith
as presiding elder. Dr. Smith's res-
ignation was made necessary by his
appointment and acceptance of the
presidency of McMurray College, at
Abilene,

Dr. Sensabaugh's coming is by ap-
pointment of Bishop H. A. Boaz, who
relieves him from his duties as com-
misisoner for the Southern Methodist
University. Dr. Sensabaugh was form-
erly presiding elder of this district,
and was held in high esteem by all,
irrespective of church affiliation.
