The Texas Seed Act requires 
that official tags or labels be 
attached to each container or bug 
of agricultural seed weighing 
100 pounds or fraction thereof 
offered or exposed for sale in 
Texas. Such labeling, however, is 
not required when one farmer 
sells to another farmer seed 
grown on his own farm when such 
seed is not advertised in the 
public press outside of the ven­
dor’s home county and not shipp­
ed by common carrier.

No matter how accurately the 
seed analysis is made, it can 
show only the quality of the sam­
ple submitted; therefore, every 
effort should l»e made to insure 
that the sample furnished rep­
resents the bulk of the seed to 
be tested. Unless the sample or 
samples of seed are represen­
tative of the seed to be sold or 
used, the tests will be of no real 
value to the seller or buyer..

WARNING TO PARENTS
Austin —  I)r. George W. Cox, 

State Health Officer, has issued 
a warning to parents that this 
is the season for an increase in 
dysentery, diarrhea and “ summer 
complaint.”

“ The chief cause of these in­
testinal diseases are contamina­
ted milk; water or food; allow­
ing the child to get overheated 
or exhausted; excessive sugar in 
the babies formula; and improper 
amount of food,”  Dr. Cox said. 
“ All foods should be fresh and 
clean, and left-overs should be 
properly refrigerated to prevent 
spoilage.”

Dr. Cox urged extreme care 
in the preparation of a feeding 
formula for infants. He said it 
should be prescribed by a physi­
cian, and thut cleanliness and 
refrigeration were absolute es­
sentials. Babies should be fed at 
regular intervals and on a defin­
ite schedule, since their stomach 
and bowels can be easily upset

if fed irregularly or wheneveH 
they are fretful or restless.

The State Health Officer de­
clared that dysentery is trans­
mitted by flies and said every 
home should be well-screened and 
free of flies.

“ I f  dysentery or diarrhea de­
velop, consult your physician at 
once,”  Dr. Cox advised. “This 
so-called summer complaint can 
be a very serious menace to your 
baby’s health, if not an actual 
threat to his life.”

“ Texas has more people on the 
old age assistance rolls than any 
other State and is spending, I 
believe, the second largest total 
amounts of money, but when it 
gets down to the average person 
or to the individual recipient, our 
average grant is about 38th in 
the Union. As a matter of fact, 
our grant is substantially lower 
than the average grant in the 
United States —  the average be­
ing $38 as against the present 
average payment in Texas of a 
little more than $31. To anyone 
who has made a study of popula­
tion trends, it is evident that we 
are going to have an ever-in­
creasing number of old people, 
and it is, therefore, very likely 
that the old age assistance rolls 
will continue to grow.

“ The present division of the 
35 million dallor maximum which 
the legislature can appropriate 
is as follows: old age assistance, 
31 million dollars; aid to the 
needy blind, 1 million dollars; aid 
to dependent children, 3 million 
dollars.

established for dependent child­
ren, and these grants themselves 
did not, of course, meet the maxi­
mum need found in families. In 
the case of dependent children, 
we have not only the limit im­
posed by the total amount of 
money available, but the law also 
provides individual cealings. 
There is a ceiling of $24 for the 
first child in the family, and $15 
for each child thereafter. For 
instance, a mother and three* 
children might have a need of 
$90, according to the rather low 
standards which we use in our 
formula, hut even if the need was 
in this amount, the maximum 
grant could he only $54. At this 
time, we can pay only 84 per 
cent of the $54, and the percen­
tage is growing less each month 
as the rolls increase.”

HEALTH FOR A LL  
How You Can Help The 

TR Patient
If some member of your fam­

ily has tuberculosis, probably you 
already realize that you have im­
portant responsibilities in help­
ing him get well.

Complete bed rest —  full-time 
relaxation of both his body and 
mind — is a major part of his 
treatment. The best place to get 
this type of rest is at the tu­
la* rculosis hospital or sanatorium 
where there are facilities and 
trained personnel to help him. 
But, unfortunately, the family 
and friends of a patient can hin­
der the patient’s progress by a 
lack of intelligent cooperation.

To understand and so help the 
tuberculosis patient, it is well 
for you to know something about 
the illn ess. When tuberculosis 
germs enter the body, they fre­
quently settle in the lungs. The 
resistance forces of the body may 
kill or wall off the germs. But if 
there are too many germs for the 
body to fight, or if  the body’s 
resistance has been weakened, 
the germs get the upper hand 
and active tuberculosis is the 
result.

When a tuberculosis patient is 
getting complete rest, his dis­
eased lung has a chance to heal. 
The lungs are vitally involved 
in every sort of physical or men­
tal effort. A patient resting in 
bed breathes less deeply and less 
often than when he is up and 
about. Any exercise gives the 
lungs extra work. Deep breaths 
may tear the little “ walls”  that 
the body builds around the tu­
berculosis germs to keep them 
from spreading and doing addi­
tional harm.

His routine of complete rest, 
important as it is, may not be 
easy for the tuberculosis patient.! 
Your cheerfulnenss, patience and 
encouragement will do much to 
help the patient realize that his 
rest must continue for as long 
as his health requires.

Since worry* and emotional up­
sets are as harmful to the tuber­
culosis patient as physical exer­
tion, he will never get well if 
he worries about his family or 
broods over his illness and his 
future. Certainly he should not 
be made to feel cut off from 
family* life. But in your letters 
and during your visits, the in­
teresting and amusing incidents 
of home life should be stressed, 
not the troublesome ones.

The patient may grow weary* 
of rest in the hospital and want 
to get back to the home. Help 
him to understand that the doc­
tor knows best when his treat­
ment has progressed to the point 
where he may return to family 
life. Point out that regaining his 
health is well worth the months 
of treatment. Encourage him to

make confident and senaiblo 
plans for the future, which plana 
have been thoroughly discuiaad 
with the hospital staff.

, mendations to the White House 
to the effect that while there4

h b h m m  may he ‘‘spot ’ shortages of gaso­
line and heating oil in the com­
ing twelve months, they will not 
be serious enough to warrant the 
imposition of government con­
trols.

1 The report contains oil supply 
I demand estimates including im­
ports and exports for the fiscal 
years beginning with July 1, 
1948, as follows: Supply, 6,523,- 
000 barrels daily including domes­
tic production of 5.589,000 bar­
rels daily and natural gas liquids,
419.000 barrels daily, and im­
ports, 515,000 barrels daily; De­
mand, total, 6,453,000 barrels 
daily including domestic, 6,065,- 
000 barrels daily, and exports,
388.000 barrels daily.

The report further states, “ It
is not anticipated, however, that 
these local difficulties will be of 
sufficient magnitude to warrant 
the imposition of government 
controls over the supply and dis­
tribution of petroleum. In fact, 
with supply and demand in such 
close balance, and with the in­
dustry already engaged in extra-, 
ordinary efforts to supply the 
small increment necessary t o , 
prevent local shortages, the im- j 
position of government controls 
might have a disruptive effect 
that would make matters worse 
instead of better.”

Thi* is a most gratifying state-1 
ment, and I know everyone will 
be happy to know that we are 
not going to have gasoline ra-1 
tioning.
