Seed, Not Weather, 
Big Factor in 
Cotton Quality

WASHINGTON, Feb. 11 (TP) —

determining cotton quality.

The findings were based on the 
experiments on 16 varieties of cot­
ton at experiment stations over 
the south and in Texas during 
three years.

Lincoln State 
Papers Mystery

WASHINGTON, Feb. 11 — Al­
though 73 years have passed since 
the death of Abraham Lincoln, it 
will be nine and a half more be­
fore historians and Lincoln ad­
mirers will see his White House 
papers.

The famous collection of stale 
papers will not be unsealed un­
til July, 1947.

The late Robert T. Lincoln, the 
great President’s son, deeded the 
papers in 1922 to the Library of 
Congress as their custodian for 
for the American people with the 
stipulation that they not be made 
available to investigators for 25 
years.

The Library is preparing the 
collection for preservation and is 
carefully filing and indexing the 
various documents including let­
ters from the martyr President to 
members of his cabinet, various 
executive officers and others high 
and low in the life of the nation 
during the troublous ’Sixties.

Europe, concerned today by 

the reshuffle of power in Ru­
mania which raised the ques­
tion of Bucharest’s future 
European friendships, still 
watched anxiously for results 
of another drastic reshuffle, 
that of a week ago in Ger­
many.

A liberal center government in 
Rumania replaced the anti-semitic 
regime which in the six weeks it 
lasted has been looked upon as a 
swing to fascism or naziism .

The new liberal government is 
headed by Dr. Miron Cristea, pat­
riarch of the Rumanaian Ortho­
dox church. It replaces that of Oc- 
tavian Goga..

Notwithstanding outward indi­
cations and official assurances that 
“ the crisis is over,” Berlin today 
witnessed its worst day of rumor 
mongering since all the blood 
purge of 1934.

As practically all the rumors 
originated outside of the Reich, 
however, the German government 
believes that in their final analy­
sis they may all be traced to one 
source or group of sources acting 
in concert.

The desire of certain of Ger­
many’s neighbors quickly to push 
rearmament program through 
their parliaments was said to fur­
nish the logical clue.

There was an official denial of 
reports of supposed army revolts 
in East Prussian garrison towns, 
street fighting in Berlin, execu­
tions of 16 generals and the clos­
ing of German frontiers.

Meanwhile, the wars in Spain 
and China rolled on without any 
decisive result.

rpEXAS, according to a Dun & Bradstreet

survey, ranks thirty-ninth among states 
in the percentage of workers gainfully em­
ployed in manufacturing and mechanical in­
dustries. At the same time, Texas ranks 
near the top of the list in the number and 
quantity of raw materials needed in all kinds 
of manufacturing industries, and is able to 
match against those of any other state its re­
sources of water, fuel, transportation and 
other facilities necessary to the profitable 
operation of industrial enterprises.

Here, it would seem from a considera­
tion of these facts, is a situation which offers 
this state an unparalleled opportunity for 
profitable exploitation. There is hardly a 
community in the state which could not pre­
sent a formidable array of facts and figures 
showing its availability as an industrial cen­
ter, and a few have outstanding resources far 
surpassing those of most industrial sections. 
It is an especially interesting opportunity 
now offered Texas to exploit these resources 
and facilities because many industries are 
becoming dissatisfied with their present loca­
tions in the north and east, and many new 
industries are seeking locations.

In spite of its availability as an indus­
trial center, however, the average Texas 
town or city is unable to bring its claims be­
fore the industrialists who might be interest­
ed in them.

The work done by the State 
Planning Board has been valuable, and pri­
vate surveys and the more or less spasmodic 
efforts of statewide organizations of verying 
kinds have helped; but what the state needs 
is a permanent, statewide organization, ade­
quately financed and able to supply every 
d r>il of information about every town and 
dtv which has industrial resources and wants 
to develop them. The problem of indusrtial 
development should be handled on a state­
wide basis rather than by the innumerable 
local units interested in it, in order to give 
greater weight to the claims of the whole.

Ballyhoo won’t improve the Texas in­
dustrial situation. Only facts and figures 
are of interest to industrialists who are think­
ing of venturing into new territory. Texas 
has everything needful to offer, and when it 
makes the offer in the right way the indus­
trial rating of the state will begin Immedi­
ately to improve.—Brownwood Bulletin.

'WASHINGTON, Feb. 11—News 

photographers had their first 
taste recently of a f. hly enacted 
military secrets law and it 
brought them up with such a start 
as* to strain every bolt in their 
mechanism.

The law was enacted in the first 
d*Jys of the present session under 
tinging of the army and navy.

It had little publicity at the time 
and has had little since. It pro­
vides simply that it is unlawful 
to make any photogiaph, sketch, 
picture, drawing, map or geog­
raphical representation of vital 
military or naval installations or 
equipment without official permis­
sion.

The president is given authority 
to! designate forts, areas or “ equip­
ment”  which may not be photo­
graphed, or drawn, or etc. The 
law applies with equal force to 
amateurs snapping their cameras 
around on a sunny Sunday after­
noon.

It is common, sense, of course, 
to protect secret fortifications and 
secret designs or equipment from 
prying alien eyes. But this new

Pho­
tographic organizations went 
straight to the head of the army 
with a protest and the picture was 
released.

Photographers, while as con­
scientious as the next man about 
avoiding disclosure of military se 
crets, suspected they might be 
hauled into court for innocently 
photographing restricted subjects. 
To avoid this, the navy and army 
have agreed to' ask the president 
to list subjects which must be 
handled with caution.

Law Long Sought

The military wing has been 
seeking a restrictive law for many 
years but has been held off by 
fears of congress that regulations 
prohibiting flying over various 
“strategic areas” might jumble up 
the commerciali air lanes. Recent 
activity of Japanese agents in this 
country was the impulse which 
finally put it over.

Actually the United States is 
far behind other nations in the 
designation of “ restricted areas,” 
although there seems to be a gen­
eral agreement among nations to 
avoid flying over each others’ forts 
and defense works. Such restric­
tions make flying in Europe a tick­
lish job since virtually every fron­
tier is a restricted area where fly­
ing is prohobited.

The president recently put a 
“ don’t fly over me” sign on the 
southwest section adjacent to the 
Mexican border and a good guess

This is the story, strange in part For Rep- 1®<’ th District— 
and remarkably familiar in others, 
of Ferdinand Magellan. The name 
of Magellan calls up such vague 
shapes that there are many beyond 
doubt, who will not even know 
that Magellan actually did not cir­
cumnavigate the globe—that he 
died before his ship had straggled 
into its home port, but after he 
had brought it back into known 
waters.

It is also the indirect story of 
one of the world’s truly great ages, 
that half century after the year 
1480 when the geographical hori­
zons of mankind were being push­
ed back far faster than are the 
scientific horizons of today. We 
can realize, Zweig points out, what 
this meant to the age of Colum­
bus and Magellan better than any 
intervening age, however, beccuse 
that time remade a world just as 
we are remaking a world.

Although for a brief time all 
this made Portugal the great na­
tion of the world, it was in the 
service of Spain that Magellan 
sailed in his five ships with his 
265 men. It was in her service 
also that 18 men straggled back 
in 1522, three years away.

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German Army Shake-Up Spotlights 
Goering, Advanced to Field Marshal

' j  BERLIN, Feb. 11 (P)—Staunch, 

energetic, heavy-set Field Mar­
shall Hermann Goeriniis the Ger­
man Atlas who, at L«iest of his 
master, Adolf Hitler, ' arries the 
massive structure of the Third 
Reich on his broad shoulders.

Next to the Fuehrer, there is no 
more powerful man in Germany. 
His executive jobs are: Prussian 
prime minister (Prussia is two- 
thirds of Germany), minister of 
aviation, president of the Reich­
stag, minister of forestation, 
rcich’s master of the hunt, direc­
tor of the Prussian state theaters 
and opera, president of the Ger­
man Academy of Aviation, dicta­
tor over foreign exchange and raw 
materials, and plenipotentiary in 
charge of the four-year economic 
self-sufficiency plan .
Likes Lion Cubs

Goering easily is the most pop­
ular man in the Nazi party. The 
common man can understand his 
speeches. His audiences usually 
leave in good humor because of 
sallies, often at his own expense. 
His sense of humor goes so far 
that he collects jokes on himself.

One favorite topic of these jokes 
is the prime minister’s love for 
uniforms. Others are anecdotes 
that have to do with Goering's 
love for lion cubs. A baby lion is 
a constant house pet in the Goer­
ing home.

To the outside world, Goering is 
primarily the man who ruthlessly 
and uncompromisingly pursues

*e course he considers right. “ I 
iow the methods of Moscow,” he 

. said to a small group of journal­
ists shortly after the Nazis came 
into power in 1933, “and believe 
me, I propose to go them one bet- 

He proceeded to hunt down 
- ^ e  communists with a new type 

of German police patterned upon 
the GPU of Russia—the Gestapo.

Another example of his energy 
in carrying out a course deemed 
right was his stamping the fa­
mous “ blood purge” of June, 1934.

Nobody doubts Goering’s per­
sonal courage. The many decora­
tions won during the World war, 
climaxing in the highest German 
military honor available, testify to 
his daring as war ace. And when 
the famous Baron von Richthofen 
fell, Goering succeeded him as 
head of the Richthofen squadron. Has Hold On Army 

Loyal though Goering is to Hit­
ler and the Nazi movement, he has 

' not shown the narrowness of other 
leading Nazis in making appoint­
ments to office. His ideal is to 
train an efficient corps of civil 
servants, and he has not hesitated 
to take men not identified with

T,

COL.-GEN. GOERING
the Nazi movement to accomplish 
this purpose.

Similarly, Goering did not hesi­
tate to keep Leo Blech for four 
years to head the panel of conduc­
tors at the state opera in Berlin, 
although Leo Blech is a Jew. “ I 
determine who is to be rated as 
Jew,” Goering is reported to have 
said when some dogmatic party 
member tried to call him to ac­
count.

Goering’s position as second 
man in the Reich is further ren­
dered secure by his hold upon the 
army. The army and the navy rec­
ognize that the modern air force is 
Goering’s own creation. They also 
respect him for his war record. 
Dislikes Cities

Goering has made hunting a 
popular sport in Germany. It 
serves him . politically, too. At his 
“unofficial” h u n t i n g  parties, 
statesmenship often has its inning.

The big city bores him. During 
the spring and fall, he governs 
from the Prussian state hunting 
lodge about 25 miles from Berlin. 
He spends most of the summer at 
his Bavarian mountain home not 
far from Hitler’s “Berghof.”

Characteristically he j u m p e d  
vigorously into the task of mak­
ing Germany as self-sufficient 
economically as possible within 
four years.

Under his direction, Germany 
has started on the most gigantic 
scale of economy on raw mater­
ials that any nation ever has un­
dertaken in peace times.

TOKYO, Feb. 11 UP)—A Japan­
ese naval spokesman indicated 
yesterday Japan would join in 
efforts to halt the world naval 
race if Great Britain and the Unit­
ed Slates would approach the 
problem from her point of view.

The spokesman said of quantita­
tive limitation— number of war­
ships and guns—were made the 
basis, it was likely Japan would 
participate in any formal effort 
to prevent a world naval race.

The spokesman’s statement came 
as Premier Prince Kumimaro 
Konoye and Admiral Mitsumasa 
Yonai, the naval minister, confer­
red on the final, details of Japan’s 
reply to the American, British and 
French demand for Japan’s adher­
ence to the qualitative terms of 
the London 1936 naval treaty.

Japan refused to sign the Lon­
don naval treaty and its qualita­
tive provisions after three pow­
ers rejected her proposed ‘ ‘com­
mon upper limit,” or equality of 
tonnages.

The spokesman pointed out 
that the demand for information 
on Japan’s naval plans was made 
on the qualitative basis which Ja­
pan had already rejected. He said 
that Japan’s refusal to give the 
information — virtually assured— 
would be made the pretext for na­
val expansion “on the imaginary 
grounds we also are expanding.”

State Fruit 
Crop Threatened
by Late Freeze

AUSTIN, Feb. 11 (IP) — While 
more Texas fruit trees throughout 
a wide area put on buds or blos­
soms today under a continuing 
strong sun the keepers of the 
weather records dolefully fixed at 
virtually zero their chances of 
missing a killing frost.

The temperature here the past 
nine days has been at a higher 
average than in any other corre­
sponding period during the last 

j decade, and other parts of the 
state reported similar conditions.

| Fruit trees already were bloom­
ing in far north Texas.

J. E. McDonald, state commis­
sioner of agriculture, was frankly 
apprehensive over the outlook for 
fruits and some grains.

“There’s a chance we won’t have 
another freeze,” he said, “but the 

j odds are large that we will, par­
ticularly in north and central 
Texas.

“ If a killing frost comes in late 
February or March the loss 
probably will be terrific.”Grain Threatened

McDonald said; the unseasonably 
warm weather had caused grain 
to grow more rapidly than usual 
and much of it would die in a 
hard freeze.

Frank D. Haynes, United States 
weather observer for Austin, said 
the average last frost here was 
March 5. He held out a ray of 
hope, however, by digging up rec­
ords for February, 1932, showing 
there was not a single below- 
freezing day that month. The mer­
cury here so far this month has 

I averaged higher than in the early 
part of February 1932.

Dr. J. L. Cline of the Dallas 
weather bureau said that during 
the 24 years of the bureau’s ex­
istence the last killing frost al­
ways had occurred later than 
February 10. In 1918, he said, 
there was none after February 21. 
Most of the last frosts at Dallas 
came in March, some in April.

One old-timer about the Capi­
tol recalled that the mercury
