A  big battle of tanks 

developed in the Liby­
an desert as spearheads 
slashed south and west 
of the besieged British 
garrison at Tobruk, but 
on the Eastern front 
the Red Arm y again 
was fighting desper­
ately to stave off a 
great German offen­
sive aimed at Moscow 
and the Caucasus oil 
fields.

Official British sour­
ces said the offensive,

) designed to knock the 
Axis out of North A f­
rica, apparently had 
.swept "many miles" 

^vvest of Tobruk, and 
that a battle was in 
progress against a large 
Italian tank force south 
of that fort, where the 
British have held out 
for more than seven 
months.

Spearheads of the 
offensive, however, are 
believed to have struck 
farther westward in an 
effort to trap two Ger­
man divisions which, 
with one Italian divis­
ion south of Tobruk, 
are the backbone of the 

xis defense in North 
\frica.

The clash of tanks 
south of Tobruk is re­
garded as the begin­
ning of a major battle 
in which the British 
forces hope to force a 
d e c i s i v e  t e s t  of 
strength with the Axis.

Meager details did not tell 
whether the British yet had en­
countered the main German-Ital- 
ian strength.

Some Italian tanks and 150 Fas­
cist prisoners were taken, howev­
er, in a clash at Bir El Gobi, 
Thursday night’s • communique 
said.

100,000 TEACHERS IN SESSION 
AT HOUSTON; LEADERS INSIST 
SALARIES BE RAISED 20 PCT.

HOUSTON, Nov. 21.—The Tex­
as State Teachers association’s 
executive committee has expressed 
itself formally as being hopeful 
that a special legislative session 
would be called to insure that 
each teacher would earn at least 
$1,200 annually. W. B. Irvin, as­
sociation president, said.

Irvin said the committee had 
expressed itself as hoping there 
would be a special session to pass 
a supplementary salary aid bill 
which would appropriate enough 
money so teachers would earn a 
living wage.

“ In lower brackets,”  Irvin 
said, “ many teachers do not 
receive a decent wage. We 
feel that every teacher in a 
nine-month school should re­
ceive no less than $1,200 a 
year.”
There are an estimated 55,000 

teachers in the state, but Irvin 
said he did not know how many 
would be affected by the effort 
to boost the salary scale. He did 
say, however, that possibly 10,- 
000 teachers are on the verge of 
need.

Irvin said the mechanics had 
not been worked out, but that 
under the plan the money would 
be appropriated to districts un­
able to pay teachers sufficient 
wages.

Dr. Harl R. Douglass, director 
of the University of Colorado's 
College of Education, also plead­
ed for better salaries for teachers. 
At the opening general session of 
the association’s convention, he 
said there undoubtedly must be 
increased expenditure for schools.

‘In the first place, teachers’ 
salaries must be increased to meet

increased living costs. Salaries 
for 1942-43 should be increased 
by about 20 to 25 per cent. Sal­
aries should have been increased 
about 10 per cent for the year 
just begun,” he said.

Douglas said opportunities for 
more remunerative work had in­
creased and that teacher resigna­
tions this summer.were so numer­
ous that superintendents found it 
difficult to find replacements.

“ The surplus of qualified teach­
ers has almost been used up al­
ready. In another year, if sal­
aries have not been increased, re­
placements will be composed 
largely of relatively incompetent 
teachers, of persons who for the 
last few years have not been en­
gaged in teaching.

“ The quality of public educa­
tion must be kept high. The wel­
fare of the nation for the next 
few decades is too closely depend­
ent on the quality of work done 
in the schools in the next few 
years. It must not be impaired.”

B A S K E T B A L L  
FEUD G R O W S ;  
F IV E  J A IL E D

DALLAS, Nov. 21. — Feuding 
between supporters of Denton and 
Highland Park high schools, which 
started at a basketball game last 
winter, flared to greater propor­
tions at the Thanksgiving football 
game Thursday at Denton.

As a result several fights punc­
tuated the game—one a free-for- 
all—five Highland Park youths 
were jailed, others claimed they 
were manhandled by police, and 
there was some talk that athletic 
relations between the two high 
school groups would be terminated 
with the 33-to-7 Highland Park 
victory.

Earl Jackson, member of the 
school board, whose, son plays on 
the Highland Park team, said after 
the game that he was worried 
about the situation. “ I believe that 
if things get. much worse, we 
should sever relations to prevent 
the possibility of more serious 
trouble,” he added.

He said the worst fight of the 
day developed during the inter­
mission between halves, when one 
or two Highland Park fans went 
to get a sign in the front Of the 
Denton stands saying Rack High­
land Park. Dentonites resisted 
and both Highland Park and Den­
ton fans joined the melee, which 
lasted for several minutes.

Police who tried to drag the 
boys off the field found others 
grabbing them and soon it was a 
free-for-all.

E. J. Banks, Texas highway pa­
trolman at Denton, said that only 
two boys were arrested at the foot­
ball game during the fight at the 
half period. One was a Denton- 
ite, the other from Highland Park, 
he said. They paid fines and costs 
amounting to $13 each for affray.

“Later about forty boys from 
Highland Park came to the jail 
and created a serious disturbance,” 
Banks said. “ There is only one 
way to get a man out of jail, and 
that is through proper legal chan­
nels. Three more Highland Park 
youngsters were arrested and held 
in jail until the disturbance was 
quieted.”

TO HELP COMMUNIST.
DETROIT, Nov. 21.—The CIO 

annual convention, in session here, 
has pledged continued aid to Har­
ry Bridges, alleged Communist 
and president of the International 
Longshoremen’s and Warehouse 
Men's union, in his two-year old 
fight against deportation as an 
undesirable alien.

The Ft. Worth market Friday, 
was generally steady on all glasses 
of cattle and calves. Hogs sold 
around 5c to 15c below Thursday’s 
average levels with the day’s top 
$10.50. Fat yearlings were 25c 
higher in the sheep yards with fat 
lambs scarce and other classes 
steady.

Common to medium steers and 
yearlings ranged from $6 to $9.25 
with the top price paid for two 
loads averaging $10.75 while one 
load of plain steers brought $8.15. 
Good to choice fed .steers and 
yearlings sold at $10 to $11.25 
with the top paid for a package of 
choice yearlings from near Ring- 
gold while a load of fed heifers 
brought $10.50.

Good fat cows cashed at $6.25 
to $7.25; plain and medium butch­
er cows, at $5.50 to $6.25; and can- 
ners and cutters at $3 to $5.50. 
Bull prices ranged from $5.75 to 
$7.25.

Good to choice fat calves sold 
at $8.50 to $9.50 mostly with com­
mon to medium slaughter calves 
at $6 to $8.25 and culls at $5 to $6.

A few good stocker steer calves 
sold at $10.50 down with stocker 
heifer calves at $9.50 down. Other 
stockers were too few to test the 
market. Three loads of feeder 
steers were unsold at 10:30 o ’clock.

Hogs sold around 5c to 15c be­
low Thursday’s average with the 
Friday top $10.5,0. However the 
late top was $10.40, most good and 
choice 180 to 280 pound butchers 
bringing either $10.40 or $10.50. 
Good and choice 150 to 175 pound 
averages cashed at $9.70 to $10.40. 
Packing sows and pigs were 
steady. Packing sows sold at $9.25 
to $9.75 while stocker pigs cashed 
at $9 down.

In the sheep yards fat lambs 
were scarce; fat yearlings 25c 
higher; and wethers and feeder 
lambs steady. Good yearlings 
with a slight wool credit brought 
$9 with two-year-old wethers out 
at $7.75. Shorn aged wethers 
turned at $5.50. Medium grade 
feeder lambs went to the pens at 
$8.25 down.

ASK FOR FIRM 
STAND AGAINST 
JOHN L. LEWIS

DALLAS, Nov. 21.-—A telegram 
urging President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt to take a firm stand 
against John L. Lewis in his ef­
fort to stop necessary defense 
work and endorsing President 
Roosevelt’s foreign policy was 
sent to the White , House Thurs­
day by the Southern Memorial 
Association.

The telegram was voted at a 
meeting of the association held 
at Hall of State and at which R. 
G. Storey was a speaker on the 
ways in which Americans can 
help in defense work.

The telegram was signed by 
Mrs. W. B. Carrell, president of 
the association, requested that the 
president use firm and prompt 
methods in suppressing all radi­
cal labor elements 
strikes.

NEW FIGH TING 
SHIP FOR U.
ENTERS WAT

NEWPORT NEWS, Nov. 21.— 
The 35,000-ton battleship Indiana, 
the first capital ship to be launch­
ed in Virginia waters in 20 years, 
was christened six months ahead 
of schedule at the Newport News 
Shipbuilding and Dry Dock com­
pany today.

Secretary of the Navy Frank 
Knox, Gov. Henry F. Schricker of 
Indiana, heading a trainload of 
Hoosiers; Gov. James H. Price of 
Virginia, and a dozen or more 
congressmen were present for the 
launching at high tide— 10:53 a. 
m.—in the James river.

The $70,000,000 vessel, the third 
United States dreadnought to come 
from the building ways this year, 
was christened by Mrs. Lewis C. 
Robbins of Wichita Falls, Texas, 
daughter of the Indiana governor.

Armed with nine 16-inch guns, 
mounted in three turrets, and the 
latest type antiaircraft and second­
ary broadside guns, the 680-foot 
Indiana will have a speed in ex­
cess of twenty-seven knots and 
when commissioned next year will 
carry a complement of about 75 
officers and 1,000 men.

KENTUCKY AND 
OHIO MINERS 
JOIN S TR IK E

PITTSBURG, Nov. 
21. — Strikes in the na­
tion’s captive and com­
mercial coal m i n e s  
were extended today 
and new shootings in 
the Pennsylvania field 
brought the assertion 
from union members 
that they are going to 
d e f e n d  themselves 
against "professional 
gunmen.”

The United Mine 
Workers u n i o n  an- 
n o u n c e d that the 
strikes are speading to 
mines in Kentucky and 
Ohio.

Violence came to the 
Edenborn mine of the 
H. C. Frick Coal & 
Coke company, near 
Brownsville, Pa., for 
the second time in two 
days.

Before dawn this 
morning, twelve UMW  
pickets of 150 who 
marched to the mine 
entrance were fired on 
by non-striking men in 
hiding. Several were 
wounded and one man 
is in a serious con­
dition.

President Roosevelt 
indicated that no fed­
eral action might be ex­
pected before he re­
ceives a reply Saturday 
from John L. Lewis 
stating the position of 
the United Mine W ork­
ers policy committee 
on the Chief Execu­
tive s latest appeal for 
a settlement.

CALLAHAN CLUB 
DECRY STRIKES 

UNION MEN
BAIRD, Nov. 21.—The Callahan 

County Luncheon club, in regular 
session this week, went on record 
as bitterly opposing continued 
strikes in the nation’s defense in­
dustries.

A committee was appointed by 
Club President Ace Hickman to 
frame the resolution and send it 
not only to congressmen from 
Texas but to John L. Lewis, pres­
ident of the CIO, who was assailed 
by several speakers at the lunch­
eon.

RAILROAD PROGRESS.

Speaking in the house of 
representatives, Congressman 
Clarence Lea of California, re­
cently paid a fully-earned 
tribute to the railroad indus­
try.

“It is a modernized trans­
portation system that faces 
the carrier problems of 1941,” 
he said. “ It is unquestiona­
bly the best the world has 
produced.

“The railroads have gone 
through a long period of re­
duced earnings. They have 
maintained a credit for equip­
ment beyond that available 
for other purposes. In nearly 
all cases railroad betterment 
has been given first place 
over dividends and other de­
sirable expenditures. They 
have frequently spent money 
not earned in order to keep 
up their equipment.

“Twenty-one years have 
witnessed many changes in 
railroad management that 
have improved efficiency,

fight one of the most power­
ful of the horesmen’s allies—

losis has been known as the 
great white plague.

An example 
of the volume of goods taken by 
the army is reported in recent re­
quisitions for rations during the

autumn maneuvers in the Carolinas 
where the purchases in Columbia 
and Wellington marketing centers 
included: 2,600,000 dozen of eggs, 
1,600,000 pounds of butter, 420,000 
pounds of cheese, 315,000 pounds of 
turkey and 704,000 pounds of 
chicken.

At the same time a program has 
been announced for the purchase 
of a large part of the seasonal out­
put of local canneries, smaller 
industries situated in the various 
fruit and vegetable growing re­
gions. These district purchases will 
augment the recent buying of 126,- 
000,000 cans of vegetables through 
the Chicago Quartermaster Depot.

Of the 50,000 horses and mules 
doing their bit in the army the 
great majority of these equine re­
cruits were brought from the farms 
within the last few months, the 
purchases amounting to $239,372. 
The spring program calls for a still 
greater number of riding horses 
and draught animals.

From all sections of the country 
come reports that Uncle Sam’s 
marketbasket is a symbol of pros­
perity on the farm.

A  LECTURE ON METEORS BEFORE THE EXPLORATION. DR. HARVEY II. NININGER CHECKS A MAP OF CRATERS.

HUNTING FOR METALS FROM

GREAT CAVES MAY BE UNDER THESE DESERT SINKS.

Scientific exploration of 30 gigantic craters 
in little-known Chevalon canyon, near Wins­
low and Holbrook, Ariz., has held out two 
extremely interesting possibilities. White-hot 
meteors, falling in this area more than a 
million years ago, undoubtedly were made 
up of thousands of tons of iron, nickel, and 
other such metals—in a near-pure state— and 
are buried at the bottom of these 30 great 
craters. These very metals might more than 
make up for threatened shortages of metallic 
materials, needed in the national defense pro­
gram. A Transcontinental and Western Air­
lines pilot, H. H Holloway, first noticed the 
craters, and the TWA and Edsel Ford, of the 
Ford Motor Co., sponsored a joint expedition 
under the direction of Dr. Harvey H. Nin- 
inger, to evaluate just such possibilities.

It was ascertained that the great mass of 
metals was there—but possibly is buried at 
such depths that extraction may prove im­
practical. However, citizens of northern Ari­
zona centers are trying to interest the De­
partment of Interior in more extensive ex­
plorations since the cursory investigation dis­
closed the possibility that the crater sinks 
indicate a maze of caverns—possibly as ex­
tensive as make up the Carlsbad cavern area.

Discovery of such a freak of nature would 
certainly prove a great attraction to tourists, 
who come to Arizona in teeming hordes to 
other impressive natural spectacles. Dr. 
Nininger declared he had no doubt that the 
unexplored sides of Chevalon canyon are 
pierced with caves , that lead to great under­
ground caverns.

Views O f The News On The Home Front

AUSTIN, Nov. 21.—The grave 
diggers won’t get much rest this 
Christmas season. Throughout 
December, State Police Director 
Homer Garrison predicted today, 
they’ll do -an average of more 
than six graves a day for the torn 
and crushed bodies of ^persons 
killed in traffic collisions.

With traffic deaths for 1941 
skyrocketing to an all-time high, 
Garrison foresaw a toll of 195 in 
Texas lor December.

On the basis of a detailed sta­
tistical .study which Highway Pa­
trolmen will use as a guide in 
their accident prevention efforts, 
Garrison made these predictions:

Highway accidents will claim 
the lives of 115 persons, while -25 
will be killed on country roads, 
12 in towns of less than 5,000 pop­
ulation, and 43 in large towns and 
cities. The highway and county 
road toll of 140 will aggregate 72 
per cent of the total, which means 
that rural driving will be three 
times as dangerous as city driv­
ing.

Seventy persons will be killed 
in collisions involving two cars. 
But that’s only 40 per cent of the 
total. Here’s how the rest will 
die: pedestrian struck by car, 52; 
can ran off roadway, 25; auto 
struck fixed object, such as bridge­
head, 14; other auto collisions in­
volving trains, street cars, bicy­
cles, horse-drawn vehicles and 
animals, 27.

Tragedy will strike most fre­
quently when people are having 
fun. Two out of every three of 
these 195 deaths will occur be­
tween 5 p. m. and 2 a. m. The 
peak will be reached from G to 9 
p. m., when 54 will die in the rush 
of getting home from work and 
rushing to meet engagements on 
time.

As the month grows older and 
the Christmas spirit flames high­
er, the grave diggers will work 
faster and faster. In the first 10 
days of December they’ll dig 43 
traffic graves. In the next 10 days, 
it will be 53. And in the last 11 
days, which includes Christmas 
and New Year’s Eve, the number 
will be 99.
