W ASHINGTON, Feb. 11.— A 
charge by S enato r H olm an of O r­
egon th a t the office of w a r in fo r­
m ation ’s overseas m agazine “Vic­
to ry" w as boom ing P residen t 
R oosevelt fo r a fou rth  te rm  
b rough t a den ial from  OWI D irec­
to r  E lm er D avis as R ep resen ta ­
tive T aber of N ew  Y ork leveled a 
fresh  a ttack  a t the publication.

Davis, rep ly ing  to H olm an’s r e ­
cent charge asserted  th e  m agazine 
had  “no political purpose w h a t­
ever.” R eferring  to an  artic le  
about Roosevelt in the f irs t issue, 
he said it w as im possible to pub - ! 
lish  a m agazine for overseas d is­
tribu tion  w ithou t m entioning the 
presiden t, and added:

“You can’t elect a p residen t of 
th e  U nited S tates w ith  votes in 
foreign countries.”

T aber described th e  m agazine 
as useless and  declared  its p u b li­
cation and d is tribu tion  w as .“crim ­
inal.” E stim ating  th e  990,000 
copies of the f irs t tw o issues rep ­
resen ted  402 tons of shipping 
space, he said:

“I t  is a sad s ta te  of affairs, 
w hen  shipp ing  space is so short 
th a t our- soldiers can no t receive 
a carton  of cigarets o r a  box of 
candy or th e  hom etow n new spa­
pers from  th e ir  fam ilies, bu t p len ­
ty of space seem s to be available 
for such foolish publications as 
“V ictory.”

They repo rted  
the G erm ans s ta rting  to evacuate 
it, m oving ou t such m en and 
heavy  m ateria ls  as they  could, 
u nder a heavy  bom bardm ent by 
the R ussian guns, as th e  m obile 
forces advanced th rough  b lin d ­
ing snow.)

Mrs. Roosevelt, a t a p ress con­
ference, la te  yesterday , took ex ­
cep tion  to p rac tica lly  every th ing  
Mrs. Luce said in  h e r m aiden 
speech in  th e  H ouse yesterday. 
The speech w as s tirr in g  up con­
siderab ly  m ore com m ent th an  
usually  is forthcom ing from  con­
gressional speeches, even those by 
the e lder statesm en.

M rs. L uce re fe rred  to  Vice 
P res id en t H enry  A. W allace’s 
aim s, and W allace w en t to the 
unygual leng th  of issuing a one- 
p a rag rap h  s ta tem en t about it.

W allace said  he w as sure  “ the 
vast bulk  of R epublicans do not 
w an t to s tir  up anim osity  against 
e ith e r our R ussian or English a l­
lies a t the p resen t tim e.”

I t  rem ained  for Mrs. Roosevelt,
| how ever, to ta lk  about the speech 
i a t length .
J M rs. Luce had  said  th a t before 

advocating  “freedom  of the a ir­
w ays" and  o th er p ost-w ar th eo r­

Mrs. R oosevelt said: “We have 
alw ays had  freedom  to sail the 
seas, and  the  only reason G reat 
B rita in  has had  m ore ships on the 
ocean than  w e is because she is 
an island  and  a m erchan t m arine  
is v ita lly  necessary  to  h e r trade  
. . .  I believe all nations should 
have  free  access to the trav e l 
lanes of th e  w orld, w h eth er they  
a re  a ir  or sea.”

A rep o rte r  told Mrs. R oosevelt 
th a t Mrs. Luce said she did not 
th in k  th is coun try  should perm it 
o ther nations absolute freedom  of 
a ir  over our te rrito ry .

she said. “A nybody w ho th inks 
he  can live in  isolation is p u tting

announcem ent had been a b it 
hasty . All th e  answ ers w on’t be 
read y  for some days.

By the end of th is w eek the 
WMC expects to have p repared  
general standards and specifica­
tions to  guide its  local and reg ­
ional offices in applying the 448- 
hour princip le.

A dm inistra tion  w ill be decen­
tralized  th rough  the dozen region­
al offices, w hich w ill in te rp re t 
these s tandards and specifications 
in  accordance w ith  local condi­
tions, and in collaboration w ith 
in d u stry -lab o r com m ittees.

TEXAN IN  COMMAND.

A t las t som ething in  N orth  A f­
rica  rea lly  seem s to m ake sense.

So far, no th ing  has been clear 
th ere  except the B ritish  stopping 
R om m el in  w estern  E gypt and 
pushing him  w estw ard  in th e  ra in  
w eek  a fte r week, like Yellow  Dog 
Dingo chasing Old M an K angaroo 
all across A ustralia . E very th ing  
else w as politicking and geeing 
and haw ing around, w ith  rival 
leaders follow ing each o ther in 
a ll d irections forever, like en ­
chanted  troops in  a fa iry  tale.

Now P residen t Roosevelt, h im ­
self em erging from  th a t w eird  re ­
gion, says U ncle Sam  is going to 
g ive G eneral G iraud some guns 
and  g rub  and uniform s, and stand 
beh ind  him  w hile he cleans up 
N orth  A frica and drives th e  Nazis 
in to  the  M editerranean . T hat 
m eans one concentrated  job of 
cleaning up the D ark  C ontinent, 
p re lim inary  to pushing across the 
M iddle Sea and getting  a t  the 
“soft underbelly” of the Axis.

I t  looks like  a c lea r and p rac ti­
cal plan, in stead  of ju s t w hipping 
th e  Devil a round  the stum p. As 
it  gets under w ay, th e  A m erican 
general, Ike E isenhow er, of Texas, 
is given suprem e com m and of all 
N orth  A frica forces, including the 
B ritish  E ighth arm y, w hich is as 
it  should be.

T ires, how ever, a re  a bigger 
problem . The o u tp u t of p riv a te  
factories is v e ry  lim ited  and  gov­
ernm en t factories have  no t yet 
reached  th e  p roduction  stage. The 
arm y  w ill soon need  m illions of 
tires, and th e re  is ta lk  of s ta rting  
the  firs t collection by “req u isi­
tioning” a ll the- spare  tires- of p a s ­
senger cars.

T hat w ould  be p re tty  h a rd  on 
the fellow s w ho h av e  been  ch er­
ish ing  those tires  ever since the 
w a r began, and  tru s tin g  to  them  
to  rep lace th e  ones now  w earing  
ou t and  keep th e  old car going. 
F our tires a re  n ex t to none a t all, 
fo r no car can ru n  on th ree.

A no ther tem p o ra ry  solution is 
to  le t the  arm y  tak e  a ll autom o­
biles over one to a fam ily. T h a t 
w ill be a ll rig h t w hen it  is obvi­
ously necessary. B u t th e re  a re  
m any  fam ilies of v aried  activ ities 
th a t rea lly  need  tw o cars, or a t 
least can m ake ju s tifiab le  use of 
them . I t  is v e ry  m uch h a rd e r  to  
ju s tify  th ree -ca r fam ilies, and  
th e re  a re  a lo t of them . W hy not 
s ta r t th ere  first?
