ROAD CONTRACT
T0 BE AWARDED
ON TOMORROW

The county commissioners expect
to meet tomorrow morning in East-
land to award the contract of nine
miles of road through this county on
the Bankhead High\;vay.

This road is to be built under the
supervision of the state and federal
engineers and it is for
that work can now go ahead on this
road regardless of the present road
muddle which has tied up work on
all the other roads in the county.

Bids on the Bankhead highway
construction were received last week
by tpe court and have been tabulated.
The principal question for the court
to decide at the meeting tomorrow
will be the kind of construction to
use on the highway. There will be
a committee president from the Cisco
Chamber of Commerce and similar
committees from Eastland, and Ran-
ger to recommend to the court that
a brick road on a substantial founda-
tion be constructed. The rock and
concrete road with an asphalt’' top
will come some cheaper than a brick
road, but the-business men who are
sending committees before the court

tomorrow - feel that the brick road
will be the most economical.
The court plans at this time to

build three miles of road out of Cisco,
Three out of Eastland and three out
of Ranger. It is the purpose of the
court to award another contract as
soon as possible to take care of the
balance of the road. This policy was
adopted by the court for two reasons.
One was that such a program is con-
sidered fair to the three larger towns
of the county on this highway, and
another reason was that at the pres-
ent time there is not sufficient money
available to build all of the road. As
the state and - federal  aid money
comes in on the first contract it will
enable the court to later finance the
rest of the construction on the road.

This highway will be the most im-
portant link in the county system be-
cause it is a part of a transconti-
nental highway and because it con-
nects three most important cities in
the county.

The Cotton Crop.
(Marshall Morning News.)

It’s pretty hard to make a failure
of the cotton crop. Two months ago
it was hard to find anyone who
would claim this country would pro-
duce this year more than 7,000 bales.
The Morning News is in receipt of
the report of J. T. Jones, the county
United States ginnig agent, showing
11,096 bales ginned up to Nov. 14.
This is just about 50 per cent of last
year’s crop. There will likely be
several hundred bales added to this,
although many of the gins have shut
down and all of them only running a
few days in the week. It would look
like if this country can pull through
* a year like the last one with a half
crop that cotton is a mighty sure one.
First came & greatly.reduced acreage,
then torrential rains that washed
away and beat in the ground, then
the biggest crop of boll weevils ever
known, followed with a drouth that
ewiveled and burnt the plant un-
mercifully, There as practically no
fertilizer used and yet ' thé county
comes up smilingly with a 12,000-
bale crop. Averaging the price re-
ceived at 16 cents this means more
than a million dollars when the seed
is added to the staple. Cotton will
always be our main crop in this sec-
tion of the state. We should do
everything possible to improve the
staple for the short stuff is doomed.
Our farmers must diversify of course,
but that diversification need not go
much further than raising enough
food crops to live at home,

matters. Circumstances rather than
officials of the county are to blame
for the lack of serviceable roads in
this county. It takes money to grade
roads and keep them in repair. No-
lan county has not more than $15,000
ennually for this important work. It
is to be regretted that we have the
worst roads in any county in this
gection, yet this cannot be disputed.
Land values here -are sufficiently
high to justify a better system of
highway maintenance, it would seem,
but with the funds available road
commissioners are barely able to
make a showing. County Judge A. S.
Mauzey has given much thought to
the problem of better roads.
