Those Bad Bogymen—

Our correspondent in never-nev-
er land has a report to make.
She says that the best horror
story she has read in a long, long
while is a piece by Virginia Swain
called “The Hollow 3kin” (Farrar
& Rinehart: $2). This she likes be-
cause it really is horrible, it estab-
lishes and maintains a mood of
dread through all its 275 pages,
and it leaves one with the feeling
that even now, at the end, any-
thing ghastly might happen. She
confesses that she looked under
her bed for the first time in years
after reading it.

She finds Agatha Christie’s
“Death on the Nile” (Dodd, Mead:
$2) less convincing, but expertly
censtructed with Hercule Poirot
doing wonders as usual. She thinks
Zelda Popkin shows a very real

talent for mystery stories in

“Death Wears a White Gardenia”
(Lippincott: $2). This (her first
full length book) is about a de-
partment store whose crimes
usually are simple cases of shop-
lifting, but which one day finds
murder wandering about the
aisles.

Thc publisher of G, D. H. and
Margaret Cole’s “The Missing
Aunt” says flatly it is one of the
best mysteries of the season, and
our correspondent is inclined to
agree with them (Macmillan: $2).
The Coles are literate, they know
England and can write convincing-
ly about it, and they usually stay
within the bounds of possibilitye at
least. This odd story of a corpse
which pops up hither and yon is
worth reading.

MAN'S WORTH

Mark 5:1-17

W‘HAT is the measure of a

man’s worth? Is he worth
more than a sheep, or is he
worth more than a hog? This
is' the question that very defi-
nitely is raised in our lesson,
which sets before us one of the
strangest stories in the entire
Bible..

We are told that when Jesus
came to the other side of the Sea
of Galilee in the country of the
Gerasenes or Gadarenes, and
when He had come out of the
boat, He' was met by a man

the tombs. We have the descrip-
tion of a poor demented fellow
whose insanity moved him to

fetters failed to hold him. Al-
ways, night and day, he was cry-
ing out in the tombs, and cutting
himself with stones.

With that' strange insight or

Jesus commanded the unclean
spirit to come out of him. There
are strange and superstitious in-
cidents of the story that it is dif-
ficult to understand or fit in
with the scientific conceptions of
insanity today.

" country, and of their entering in-

The money loaned will he
limited to the farmer’'s immediate
and actual cash needs for grow-

ign his 1938 crops or for the
purchase of feed for livestock,
and the amount which may be

loaned to any one farmer in 1938

may not exceed $400.
Farmers who can obtain the
funds they need from an indi-

vidual, production credit associa-
tion, bank, or other concern are
not eligible for crop and feed
loans from the Emergency Crop
and feed loan section ;of the
Farm credit administration. The
loans will not be made to standard
rehabilitation clients whose cur-
rent needs are provided for by the
Farm Security administration,
formerly known as the Resettle-
ment administration.

As in the past, farmers who ob-
tain emergency crop and feed
léans will give as security a first
lien on the crop financed, or a
first lien on the livestock to be
fed if the money borrowed is to
be used to produce or purchase
feed for livestock.

Where loans are made to ten-
ants, the landlords, or others hav-
ing an interest in the crops financ-
ed or the livestock to be fed, are
required to waive their claims in
favor of a lien to the governor of
the Farm Credit administration
until the loan is repaid.

Checks in payment of approved
loans will be mailed from the Reg-
ional Emergency Crop and Feed
Lean Office at Dallas, Texas.

Riotous Scenes In
Jap Parliament

TOKYO, Feb. 25 (#)—Riotous
debate over a war conirol meas-
ure forced parliament into recess
today after Japan had spent four
terrified hours waiting for a
“phantcm” Chinese air armada
that never appeared.

The uproar in the lower house,
one of the most turbulent scenes
in Japanese parliamentary history,
broke up debate last night on the
government’s national mobiliza-
tion bill which would impose war-
time regulation of Japarese busi-
ness, finance, property and pri-
vate lives.
