decided to call the meeting, discuss
the road problems and pass reso-
iutions in harmony with ithe opin-

ions of those present and then cir-\

culate the resolutions for signa-
tures. 2

Frank E. Harrell, a member of
the Committee of Twenty, called the
meeting to order and Guy Dabney
was requested to act as secretary.
Mr. Harrell briefly explained the
purpose of the meeting and then
called on Mayor J. M. Williamson
for a more detailed statement of
conditions.

Mr. Williamson

began by saying

that the gathering was called  in
order to secure the opinions of

ithe best man-
ner of removing any and all ob-
staeles that interfere with desired
progress in the completion of vari-
ous Eastland county highways. He
called attention to the injunction
proceeding filed by George Davis-
son, successor to ithe KFleming-Stit-
zer Road Building conipany, which
is a cross action to a suit filed by
the county against Mr. Davisson,
and predicted that in case 'these
suits were allowed to take their
course in the courts the county
might be involved in costly litiga-
tion for a number of years, with
little or no road work ibn the mean-
time.

To this convention will come
three thousand men who are worth to the various commun-
eities of 1'exas perhaps as much if not more than any other
three thousand men who might be assembled. Their un-
selfish service is great when measured in dollars and cents,
but is of greater value in other ways that cannot be meas-
ared in finite terms.

In Cisco,-as in other cities, the average citizen is
prone to take the protection afforded by the fire depart-
ment as a matter of course. We accept their hazardous
work without thought of what it would mean to us to be
deprived of their services. In fact, some people at times
look upon the fire department as a sort of charity and re-
gard the support of the fire department as a burden they
would like to shun.

However, the fire department in Cisco 1s worth each
year to the taxpayers of the town many times what it costs
to maintain the department. In fact, the annual saving of
the fire department is worth annually in dollars and cents
more than the total value of all the fire-fighting equip-
ment owned by the city. There is in Cisco something like
twenty million dollars of insurance in force. This insur-
ance brings a premium that runs into huge figures.

When the present program of city development was
begun, Cisco had the maximum key rate of one dollar.
People who insured were forced to pay an excessive figure
for their insurance.

Today the key rate in Cisco is 36¢, and the fire-fight-
ing equipment and the work of the fire department has
had much to do with bringing about the saving.

A competent authority was asked to estimate the cash
value of the fire department to the city of Cisco, annually.
After careful figuring he estimated that the fire depart-
ment saves the taxpayers over thirty thousand dollars each
year in insurance premiums. This is much less than the
cost of all the fire-fighting equipment and many times as
great as the annual expense of maintaining the depart-
ment-and paying interest on the invested money.

Then the saving in mental strain is greater than the
cash saving. In most cases the householder may go to bed
at night secure in the knowledge that reasonable precau-
tion on his part will insure that his home will be intact the
next day. Rare are the cases that a fire is allowed to
spread to neighboring houses and it is only the work of the
volunteer fire department that prevents a general confla-
gration each time a fire occurs.

Yet all this saving is effected for the citizens without
cost to them for the services of the firemen. . These men
volunteer their services and risk their lives without salary
or hope of reward. The only remuneration received by
them is the doubtful one of an insurance policy in case
they die. These men leave their beds at all hours of the
night to extinguish fire that threatens other people’s
property. They go out when the thermometer is flirting
with the zero mark, or in the summer when the heat is in-
tense. They undergo discomforts and hardships merely
to render a public service. ‘ i

Three thousand of these men are coming here in May.
This convention is their only opportunity to obtain recog-
nition for their work and it affords the citizens of Texas
their best opportunity to express their appreciation for
public work.

Cisco is fortunate in having an opportunity to extend
to these fine men a warm welcome and it is to be hoped
that each Cisco citizen and taxpayer will no? be niggardly
when called upon to do his duty and return to these fire-
men one cent of each dollar the firemen puts into his pock-
ets annually.

Let us not leave the burden to the other fellow, but
each of us do our full duty by the firemen and by our city.

PUBLIC HIRING AND FIRING !

The supreme court of the United States is called up-
on to decide whether the president has power to remove
one of his own appointees without the consent of the sen-
ate. The case is one that came up in 1920, when President
Wilson removed one of his postmasters. The incumbent
appealed to the courts on the ground that such an appoint-
ment could not be revoked, any more than it could be made
in the first place, without the “advice and consent of the
senate.” The present administration upholds the Wilson
interpretation, which was the opposite in the case.

The point does not seem even to have been determin-
ed, either in the constitution itself or in the courts. The
supreme court decision therefore will be valuable, what-
ever it may be.

The average citizen would be likely to hold, with
President Wilson and President Coolidge and various of
their predecessors, that the executive who hags the respon-
sibility of appointing a government employee and direct-
ing his work has also authority to fire him. But you can
never tell. ' : A

One thing is certain—if the decision upholds a sena-
torial veto on discharges as well as appointments, we
might about as well adopt a new constitutional amend-
ment providing that governmental positions shall be filled
by the senate with the advice and consent of the president.

MILK AS"A FOOD

There is no other article of food, whose usefulness and
food value are so generally ignored as milk. Unfortunate-
ly, the milk is erroneously classed as a beverage only, in-
stead of being given its proper position, as the most valu-
able of food products. With this fact in mind, milk
should never be served as a drink in connection with a
hearty meal. One quart of milk contains nearly the same

The Parent-Teachers association of Kansas City,
Mo., has sent out a questionnaire to mothers of children in

“If 16-year-old Mary persists in reading blacklisted
literature, what would you do?

“If you discover her sneaking in through a window
some morning at 3 o’clock, what would you do? \

“How do you legislate in regard to her riding alone
with boys in motor cars after dark?

“Do you meet all the boys that come to call on her? |

“Do you limit the hours of these calls?

“If 17-year-old Johnny prefers the ‘hamburger
joints’ on the corner to his own home, what do you advise?

“If you found a flask in the pocket of his new dress
suit, how would you solve the problem?”

Some of these queries would be pretty hard, coming
out of a blue sky. But they donot. Any parent with moral
weather-sense could have read the barometer and seen the
approaching clouds. The parents to whom these prob-
lems seem sudden will have trouble solving them. Parents
of younger children may learn in time.

If wholesome and interesting reading matter is found
in profusion on the home table during Mary’s early years,
she will acquire a standard. When she reads an unpleas-
ant book out of curiosity, she will know it for a shoddy
thing, not a sound one.

If home is made cheerful and attractive, if the whole-
some is always held up as the normal, slight deviations
from the rule will be of little consequence.

Teaching “self-reverence, self-knowledge, self-con-
trol” is not an easy task. It is a hard one, taking all any
parent has of backbone, perseverance and imagination.
But if it is begun with the babe and continued with the
youngster and the grammar school child, then the adoles-
cent may be let out on a long leash and the youth will prob-
ably take care of himself.

Jar-
rett stated that more than 350
roosters have been supplied him this
week, and to demonstrate how de-
termined the members of the mar-
keting association are to produce
oniy infertile eggs, some very
choice male birds are being sacri
ficed. One rooster delivered to him
this week cost the owner $15 when
little more than a baby chick. But
the association is determined to
market only infertile eggs, and the
best way to do this is to take the
roosters off, and the poultry people
are doing it,

the

Then there has been gquite a num-
ber of culled hens turned over to
the sales manager this week., He
reports about 350 hens among his
collection. This indicates an in-
creased interest im the poultry in-
dustry, as the culling has just be-
and the chicken people are
selling off the non-producers as fast
as their usefulness is determined.

One hundred and twenty-five
cases ‘of eggs were delivered to the
sales manager during the '~ week.
These, with the fryers as well as
the hens anl roosters, have ‘been
disposed of, and none are on hand.
Jarrett says the local demand con-
tinues to take all the eggs and fry-
ers of the association as fast as
they are accumulated. Only the
roosters and hens have been ship-
ped. The roosters are being ship-
ped to Fort Worth, while the hens
were delivered to a car lot ship-
per at De Leon, and the prices on
all the produce still holds up at a
satisfactory figure. Many of the
fryers will feed the delegates 1%
the West Texas chamber of com-
merce when they convene at Min-
eral] Wells, judging by ithe heavy
demand from that place for chick-
ens of frying age.

The stamps have arrived, and the
members will begin using them on

all eggs of the asociation just as
fast as the infertile eggs are pro-
duced. In a short while every as-

sociation egg will bear the stamp.
Mr. Jarrett stated that the public
is fast coming over to the associa-
tion, and association eggs are being
demanded by consumers,

Jarrett has received the new egg
grading scale, which is a neat con-
trivance, by which he weighs on
egg, and gets the weight of the
eggs to ithe dozen.
