American countries recorded marked 
improvement in their trade relations 
with this country. Russia’s partici­
pation in American trade was con­
siderably reduced.

Exports to Great Britain were 
$882,333,850, against $855,825,991 
in 1922. United States imports from 
Great Britain wt re less than half the 
exports, amounting to $404,114,419 
in 1923, as compared with $356,867.- 
428 in 1922.

Canada was a close second to Great 
Britain taking $651,920,821 of ex­
ports and being the source of $415,- 
981,082 of United States imports for 
the year. In 1922 exports to Canada 
were $576,686,799 and imports were 
$364,024,797.

In spite of the general disorgani­
zation in Germany during 1923, the 
trade between the United States and 
that country expanded materially. 
Imports from that country were $161- 
347.569, against $117,497,692 the 
year before. Exports to Germany 
were $316,837,544, against $316,112,- 
877 in 1922.

Total exports to Russia for the en­
tire year were only $3,547,055, com­
pared with $19,684,533 in 1922. Im­
ports from Russia wer; $1,248,882, 
against $266,225 in 1922. The Unit­
ed States was particularly marked as 
consumer for South American pro­
ducts, importing during the year 
goods worth $466,816,692. against 
$358,762,874 in 1922.

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Truth About Coffee
(Dr. Frank Crane)
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Quite an extensive and earnest 
group of propagandists are opposed 
to coffee. They declare that it i- 
poison. Meanwhile the unheeding 
millions go on drinking it.

( There are a great many, however, 
who do not like to continue doing a 
thing just because other people do it. 
They would like to know the actual 
truth. In this instance they would 
like to know whether coffee is harm­
ful or not. I f  it is harmful they will 
quit it and if it is not they will con­
tinue to enjoy it.

The Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology has made an exhaustive 
investigation of the matter. For 
three years, at the cost of $40,000, 
the investigators have studied coffee 
'from every conceivable viewpoint.

Stripped of its technical language 
end reduced to its simplest terms, the 
upshot of the matter is as follows:

1. With coffee as with many oth­
er foods and medicines, the effect de­
pends larg ely upon the individual.

It is, therefore, 
an aid [to sustained effort, physical 
or menta . But it i a stimulant and 
not a food.

5. It i- n< • followed, except in ex­
cessive quantities by undesirable af­
ter e f fec  Hence there is no objec­
tion tof.it a- a mild stimulant as it 
does n<)t draw on th physi, al reserve 
o f  the b dy.

6. Caffein doc-' not have a de­
pressive after effect and in this re­
spect is unlike other stimulants.

7. Caffiin is not a habit forming 
drug; thut is, it does not demand in­
creasing (Uantities in order to secure 
results. The average cup of strong 
coffee contains about one and one- 
quarter to one and one-half grains 
o f  caffein. This, in the average per­
son, is sufficient to give a quicker 
heart h it, increase the circulation 
and acti\ ite the mental pwicessc*.

8. Often a cup of coffee taken

without cream and sugar is better.
The gist of the whole matter, af­

ter weighing all the evidence, seerins 
to be that coffee is not an injurious; 
beverage for the great mass of hu­
man beings, but that, when properly 
prepared and properly used, coffee 
is an immense comfort, augments 
physical and mental activity and may 
be regai ded as the servant rather 
than the destroyer of civilization.

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The Public Debt of the United I 
States aggregated $32,786,715,000 
at the close o f 1922 and was mure 
than four and three-quarters timo- 
what it was in 1912. Announcement 
o f these figures was made on Janu­
ary 13 by the Census Bureau in a 
preliminary summary of the decennial 
census on wealth, debt and taxation. 
The gross public debt is equivalent 
to $301.56 for each person of the 
country’s population, while in 1912 
it was $10.20. As an offset to the 
gross debt there are sinking funds 
and other assets held for the retire­
ment debt amounting-to $1,934,899,- 
000, making the net debt $30,851,- 
816,000, or $283.76 per capita. The 
national government, the state gov­
ernments, the governments of coun­
tries, cities and all civil devisions 
having power to incur debt and in­
cluded. Annual interest charges on 
this huge sum representing the out­
standing gross debt amount to $1,- 
311.468,600, computed- at 4 per cent, 
or $12.06 per capita. Computed at 
4 1-2 per cent and 1 per cent sink­
ing fund, the total charges would be 
81,803,269,325, or $16.59 for each 
person of the country’s population. 
The actual amount lies somewhere 
between these figures , the Census 
Burcau states. The national govern­
ment's gross debt showed the largest 
increase in the ten years, largely on 
account of th'e war.

GOVERNMENT BY THE PEOPLE.
The president of the American Bar association be­

lieves that the United States has departed from its tra­
ditional theory of government and is headed toward "po­
litical and hysterical chaos.” It s time, he urged in a re- 
•ent 'jleech before the Nebraska Bar association, to get 
Pack to- "government o f the whole people, by the whole 
people, and for the whole people.”

Too many constitutional amendments, too much en­
croachment upon the rights of the individual states by 
the federal government, are the outstanding faults he com­
plains of. It is true enough that many changes have come 
about in the form of government during the years o f its ex­
istence. Some of them undoubtedly are normal and use­
ful, the natural results of the tremendous growth of the 
country and of changed times and conditions. Other 
changes will probably prove to be mistaken and will even­
tually lie wiped out. In still other cases there will be obvi­
ous need of changes which can only come about through 
further effort and education.

As for government by the whole people— that is more 
difficult to attain. History discloses the surprising fact 
that the acts and purposes of the founders of this republic 
cere by no means universally favored by the citizenship 

of their day. W hat we regard as amazing wisdom, fore­
sight and geniu> for government on the part of George 
Washington and other leading compatriots of his was 
scorned and despised on many counts by their opponents.

Never have "the whole people" governed, but because* 
uf that ideal aim a higher percentage have shared in the 
government than would have otherwise. If every citizen 
felt his full responsibility and if all citizens thought alike, 
,ve could have a government of the whole people. As it is, 
we probably come as close to it as is humanly possible at 
iresent, and will come closer to it as fast as education, in­

telligence and personal responsibility can be made char­
acteristic o f the nation.

STAMFORD. Jan. 29.— J. P. Cor­
nelius, who lives near Hamlin, was 
brought to Stamford -anitarium for 
treatment after being removed from 
under the corner of a house that had 
fallen ii|<f>n him. An examination 
showed that both collar bones, the 
right arm. five ribs on the right side, 
three ribs on the left side were brok­
en.

The Rum- 
field boys, who were living near the 
place where the accident occurred, 
rushed to the scene, and the combined 
strength of the four lifted the cor­
ner o f the building sufficiently for 
Cornelius’ body to be dragged ‘out. 
Foi some time Cornelius was uncon­
scious. but he returned to conscious­
ness und will likely live.

B U R N IN G  C O T T O N  S T A L K S .
It was not many years ago that 

government agents, in their zeal to 
find some means of checking the boll 
weevil, advising the burning of cotton 
stalks. Many farmers had made a 
practice of doing this before boll wee­
vils became a menace to the cotton 
crop. They raked up the stalks and 
burned them in order to make culti­
vation easier the following summer. 
With the encouragement of govern­
ment officials, others adopted the 
practice and now fire.- in the cotton 
field- are common sights during the 
fall and winter months.

While it is true that some hiber­
nating weevils are destroyed when 
the stalks are burned, this same de­
struction of weevil l i fe  would be ac­
complished if the stalks were chopped 
up and turned under. What is of 
greater importance, the farmer who 
turns under his cotton stalks, his 
-tubble and othei vegetable matter, 
has improved his soil.

The practice of burning cotton 
stalks should never have been advis­
ed by the experts of the government. 
It is no longer considered good farm­
ing. but many continue to apply the 
torch in order to save a little extra 
work.
