Because
congress did not wish to assume the debt
of the Texas republic it refused to accept
its public lands but regarded itself as having
made a-good trade in allowing the new state
to keep title to its domain in return for not
passing on its obligau.ons to Washington. Had
congress realized the potential value of what

it was refusing to accept, it doubtless would
have accepted these lands with alacrity. But
oil was a valueless comrhodity in those days
and no one dreamed of the vastness of the
petroleum resources which underlie the state
soil. Now that oil has become such an indis-
pensable resource, and one so vital to nation-
al defense, the odds against Texas remaining
in undisputed possession of its offshore real
estate while other states of the union have no
such privilege become increasingly greater.
With regard to lands within the state proper
there is little likelihood of federal expropria-
tion, since these have in the principal amount
passed into private ownership or to the own-
ershin of state institutions. But with regard
to submerged land a different situation is
presented. For a time Texas may secure its
asserted rights, but encroaching federal do-
minion propelled by increased national re-
sponsibilities and the pressure of public opin-
ion in the other 47 states in the face of the
program of national defense is a serious han-
dicap to the maintenance of this item of Tex-
as rights claimed under the annexation
agreement. No provision of law, constitu-
tional or statutory, and no treaty provision
can long endure against an adverse public
opinion. And Texas is hopelessly in the mi-
nority in this case.

Only determination of Hal
Hughes and his associates has

yielded the first profitable devel-
opment.
Hughes, veteran drilling con-

tractor who moved to Abilene in
1930 from Electra, stood on the
rig flood of the Drew Beams No.
1 Irwin in 1933 when it headed
oil from the deep pay zone. He
watehed it flow, and later came
back to find the pool he believed
was there,

The Beams No. 1 Irwin had
true Ellenburger lime, was bot-
tomed at 4,489 feet when it made
its spectacular flows. Misfortune
dogged attempts to complete the
well and the story goes that tools
were dropped in the hole, a long
fishing job followed. After sev-
eral months of work, a steel line
showed the hole about 200 feet
past the point the showing had
been found.

The Hal Hughes et al No. 1 Tom

- Monday, February 28, 1938 -

Poindexter, strangely enough, has
found pay thought io be 80 to
100 feet above that found in the
first Irwin well. Owners: believe
a second pay horizon will be found
if the test is drilled deeper, It
is lecated about 1,000 feet south of
the Beams No. 1 Irwin,

Probably the first deep wildcat
drilled in that area was sunk by
H. H. Adams of Abilene, support-
ed by the Moody Corporation of
Galveston which had extensive
interest in southwest Callahan
during the early 1920’s.

Adams drilled in 1925 on Tom
Windham’s land, in section 369,
George Hancock survey, north-
east of the new discovery. Sur-
face and subsurface work had
been completed the previous year,

The well topped a sand at 3,362
feet, drilled to 3,382 feet to find
a wet gas which has been flow-
ing since that time. This well
produced the fuel gas for the drill-
ing of both the Hal Hughes et al
No. 1 Irwin and the Hughes No. 1
Poindexter. Hooked up with a
small separator, the well is pro-
ducing from half to two million
feet of gas daily.

a slight showing above the Ellen-
burger and drilled a few feet into
the lower lime, but found no com-
mercial production.

Convinced of the possibilities of
the area, Hughes and W. E. Ball
of Los Angeles secured backing
in 1925 for the drilling of a rotary
well north of the first irwin test.
It was abandoned at a total depth
of 4,490 feet in white Ellenburger
lime showing sulphurous water,
about ten feet lower structurally
than thé Beams test.

There has been dispute over
identification of the pay zone from
which the No, 1 Poindexter is pro-
ducing. Adams classifies it by
microscopic sample analysis as
possibly the Simpson, middle Or-
dovician.

“The sample slides,” he said,
“show fossil remains older than
the Mississippian, yet not so old
as the Ellenburger.”

There is little or no knowledge
of either the upper Ordovician or
the Simpson having been definite-

ly determined by the samples
from wells in the west central
Texas area, however. Both the

two upper sections of the.Ordovi-
cian series are ordinarily missing,
Close Check.

Pipe tally and Halliburton steel
line measurements check within
two feet on the log of the Beams
well, however, and the Beams pay
zone was identified definitely as
the Ellenburger. 4

True Ellenburger pay was also
found in the Empire Gas & Fuel
company No. 1 Mary Johnson,
east of Oplin, which flowed for
nearly a month before deepening
developed sulphur water.

It will' seek the wet gas pay
found' in the first Windham test
and wil] drill to 3,500 feet. Loca-
tion is to be nearly half a mile
east of the dry hole, Hughes No.
1 Irwin, drilled last year,

As it stands, the No. 1 Poindex-
ter is estimated variously upwards
from 1,000 barrels per day. It pro-
duced a steady flow through two-
inch tubing under about 5,000,000
feet of gas and a bottomhole pres-
sure estimated at 1,500 to 2,000
pounds.

The well has five-inch
cemented at 4,368 feet. It was
given a 3,000-gallon treatment
with acid in *the sandy lime to a
total depth of 4,389 feet.

or Vice Versa?

Inefficiency in household em-
ployes often is as much a reflec-
tion on the employer as it is on
the employe.

Such inefficiency means the
mistress used poor judgment in
engaging the employe or she lacks
in qualities necessary to the
smooth operation of a household.

“There are two things every
housewife must accomplish in her
employes and workers,” says Mrs.
Richard Boardman, head of Sci-
entific Housekeeping, an organiza-
tion that has trained New York
household employes for ‘twenty
years,

Double Salesmanship

“The first is efficiency. The sec-
ond is a permanent desire on the
part of the employe to remain in
her job.

“The mistress must sell herself
to her workers as well as the other
way around,” says Mrs. Board-
man. “The prevailing attitude
must be one of mutual interest.”

Texas Building
Strong Blockade

Against Crime

AUSTIN, Feb. 28 (#)—Texas is
building a blockade against crime.

Man and machine weave a close
meshed anti-criminal net over the
state despite its vastness.

Long ago the Line Star state had
an unwelcome label of the “‘crime
corridor” as a haven for out of
state outlaws, but recent develop-
ments are changing all that.

Co-operation between state and
local officers plus radio teletype,
telephone and telegraph contribute
to fast work such as the recent
arrest, within two hours, of a man
suspected of seriously wounding
Highway Patrolman C. H. Key in
Robertson county.

Approximately 200 officers were
combing 19 counties as soon as the
shooting became known.

The fugitive didn't have a
chance. When a deputy sheriff
and constable stopped his speeding
car with well-aimed rifle bullets
at Cameron, 50 miles from the
scene of the attack, he wouldn’t
have gone much farther, even had
the bullets missed their target.

Close behind the fugitive's car
fwo highway patrol automobiles
closed in and from the opposite
direction came a third. Backing up
these was a blockade of men and
guns on every road.

The man-hunt functioned some-
thing like this: When the shooting
was  reported to Public Safety
headquarters teletype machines
spread the ‘alarm simultaneously
to district patrol offices in Waco,
Houston, Tyler and Dallas. By tel-
ephone sped messages to local of-
ficers in Huntsville, Temple,
