Surplus?Brazil
Cotton Estimated

WASHINGTON, July 23. — Brazil
will have an exportable surplus of
about 936,000 bales of cotton from
the 1934-35 crop, says the Bureau
of Agricultural Economics, on the
basis of the latest crop estimates by
the Brazilian government. Exports
during the calendar year 1934, fol-
lowing the large 1933-34 crop, total-
ed 584,000 bales.

The Brazilian government now es-
timates the 1934-35 crop at 1,361,000
bales, whereas earlier in the season
it was expected that about 1,600,000
bales would be grown. The reduced
estimate is the result of unfavor-
able weather and boll worm dam-
age in southern Brazil.

Annual domestic conswnption of
raw cotton in Brazil is placed at
425,000 bales by the Bureau. The
present estimate of 1,361,000 bales
for Brazil's total crop for 1934-35
rerpesents an increase of 41 per
cent over the 1933-34 crop of 969,000
bales.

The parallel of Kansas with its
Lalanced budget obtained through
rigid governmental economies and
against the most hazardous condi-
tions the state ever endured, with
the national debt and unbalanced
budget, was brought into bold rclief
recently by Governor Aifred M.
Landon of Kansas,

“Ta realize the importance of hal-
ancing the budget,” the governor
said, “one needs only to sketch a
picture of the volume and scope of
governmental finance. In 1932 the
total cost of all government, na-
tional, state and local was thirteen
and one-half billion dollars, which
was more than 700 million dollars
in' excess of the revenues actually
1aiced. On the basis of the average
family income of about $i,200 per
vear, this tax burden costs the av-

erage family approximately one
quarter of the actual income, for
in the end the consumer pays the

tax bill whether he realizes it
rot.

“Payment of the annual state
and local tax bill would retire the
entire farm mortgage debtedness in
o single year. Any reduction in that
bill makes that much more avail-
able for gratification of human de-
cires and for the possible retirement
of private debts. Any increase rar-
ries with it a possible increase in
the already gigantic public debt
which far exceeds forty billion dol-
lars. .

“Government must not be a
burden upon those it is designed to
protect. The power of taxation is
the power of confiscation, a power
which must not be abused by any
unit of government.

or

“Throughout the 48 states real
property provides the largest pro-
pertionate payment of the annual

tax bill. The remainder of the puh-
lic income used to finance the ser-
vice of government is derived from
various forms of indirect taxes and
fees. The great burden upon real
property makes it imperative to
strive first of all to reduce the ex-
cessive load on farms, homes and
business - properties. In 1929 state
and local per capita cost of govern-
ment in Kansas was $71. In 1932
that cost had dropped to $67. And
in 1934 the cost had dropped to $51.

In 1914, Gene became a cartoon-
ist with the NEA service in Cleve-

land. He produced four different
comics before he struck pay dirt
with “Our Boarding House.”

This was a new departure in the
“funnies.” A lot of people live—or
have lived—in boarding houses, and
Gene's slangy young men and the
hardboiled, hardworking Mrs.
Hoople made an immediate hit with
readers.

“Our Boarding House” without
Major Hoople seems like Hamlet
without Hamlet — yet Mrs. Hoople's
husband was an afterthought. He
didn’t exist when the comic first
appeared.

Enter Major Hoople

At first a harmless and unimpor-
tant member of the Hoople house-
hold, the Major grew — in size,
conceit, laziness and unbounded
imagination — until he dominated
“Our Boarding House” and became
its most important member. With-
out a stroke of honest work to his
credit, he is today the chief sup-
port of this comic.

Judged by conventional stand-
ards, Major Hoople is an indolent
charlatan — yet there is about him
a Falstaffian magnificence and a
genius for fantasy that has made
him one of the most popular and
beloved characters in the comic
pages.
