And 
many other such items.

There is a bed spread on dis­
play which was made by the 
grandmother of Mrs. Homer 
Slicker which is nearly 100 
years old; and there is another 
which was made by the grand­
mother of Mrs. Geo. Weaver 
which is 125 years old. These 
are only a few of the many 
items on display at this show.

Cisco People Urged 
To War On Weeds

Health and Sanitation Com­
missioner J. T. Elliott, joined 
by the Board of Health of this 
city, makes- the following ap­
peal to the citizens of Cisco to 
make war on weeds and high 
grass an abundance of which 
will be observed in various 
parts of the town. These places 
.furnish a most excellent breed­
ing place for mosquitoes and 
flies, and some good work in 
their eradication is of much im­
portance just at this time.

“Rank vegetation is one of 
the most serious menaces to the 
community health,” said Mr. 
Elliott. “The health depart­
ment is concerned seriously ov­
er conditions that have allowed 
to develop in many places, par­
ticularly in vacant lots and in 
alleys and the department ap­
peals to the public to take steps 
to remove this hazard in the in­
terest of lives and health. Mo­
squitoes and flies breed rapidly 
in rank grass and decaying veg­
etation.

“ It will be a small task if we 
all cooperate and the invest­
ment of time in such a direction 
will pay big dividends in bet­
ter living conditions. We ap­
peal to the public to cooperate 
in this program now.

Next week has been set aside 
as weed campaign week, and we 
hope that 'the citizens will get 
busy with rake and hoe and lend 
all cooperation possible, in this 
effort to keep our city free of 
mosquitoes, flies and other such 
insects which spread contagious 
diseases.”

bear upon the commission to 
get them to agree to this step, 
and strong efforts will be made 
to convince them that it will be 
for the best interest of the town 
to acknowledge this indebted­
ness which was brought upon 
us without our knowledge or 
consent when we should at least 
been given the opportunity, as 
the law provides, to determine 
by our votes whether or not we 
■wished to saddle ourselves and 
our property in this manner. 
If the city commission should 
agree to give the attorneys au- i 
thority to confess judgment on ; 
these bonds for which we have 
never been shown value receiv-1 
ed, the judgment of the Court1 
will then validate every one of 
them, and we will be paying on 
them the rest of our natural 
lives, and our children after us. j 
This will legalize every proceed- ;

ing against our interests which 
might have been made by tne 
former administration.

We believe in our city com­
mission. Personally, we are not 
in favor of their employment 
of themselves and relations to 
do the actual work of the city 
and receive remuneration for 
the same, for we believe Ar­
ticles 988 of the Revised Stat­
utes of the State of Texas, and 
432-434 of the Penal Code of 
our stajte prohibit themselves 
and their relatives from holding 
these jobs. Be that, as it may, 
however, we believe our city 
commissioners have sufficient 
backbone, regardless of their 
jobs, or the jobs of their rela­
tives in the employ of the city, 
to stand up for the best inter­
ests of their town and vote 
AGAINST VALIDATING ALL 
BONDS WHICH WERE NOT 
VOTED ON BY THE PEOPLE.

We are not trying to get any­
one into trouble who might 
have been connected with the 
issuance of those bonds, but we 
are FOR CISCO AND HER 
RIGHTS, and we would not hes­
itate to choose the interests of 
the majority of our property 
tax paying voters against the 
few, if the matter were brought 
to an issue.

LET’S STAND BY OUR COM­
MISSIONERS WHILE THEY 
PROTECT OUR INTERESTS. 
COMMISSIONERS, BE FIRM 
AND STRONG FOR YOUR 
TOWN BY REFUSING TO AC­
KNOWLEDGE ANY OR ALL 
INDEBTEDNESS WHICH WAS 
NOT LEGALLY I S S U E D

City Commission Has 
Important Meeting

The City Commission, with 
all members present, met in reg­
ular session Monday at 1:30 p. 

j m., and the following business 
was transacted:

Minutes of the last two call­
ed meetings were read and ap­
proved.

Com. Donovan nominated Mr. 
Miller as chief of police, and up­
on a vote Donovan, Fee and El­
liott voted for, while Clements 
and Burnett voted against. Mil­
ler was declared elected.

Geo. D. Fee, water commis­
sioner, nominated J. G. Reagan 
as water superintendent, and 
upon a vote all commissioners 
voted for, except Burnett, who 
voted against.

Some tax matters came up for 
adjustment, while Judge J. D. 
Barker was present and ex­
plained the tax situation in re­
spect to 25 cases that he had 
handled for the city.

J. R. Burnett announced that 
he was not opposed to Mr. Penn 
as pumper at the lake, but ow­
ing to the fact that Commission­
er Donovan is a brother-in-law 
to Mr. Penn, that on account of 
the “Nepotism” law in effect in 
Texas that Mr. Penn could not 
hold the job or any place with 
the City so long as Donovan 
was on the Commsision.

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THOSE WATER RATES
There has been more or less 

discussion about the water rates 
of Cisco as compared with other 
places. The argument has been 
advanced that our present rates 
are cheaper than many places of 
like size and conditions. Which 
may be true in some particular 
instances.

But this week there just hap­
pened to come to our desk a copy 
of the Douglas Daily Dispatch of 
Douglas, Arizona, which contains 
publication of an amendment to 
a city ordinance in which the 
water rates are set at a minimum 
rate of $1 50 per month, with a

privilege of the use of 5C03 gal­
lons, each month except May, 
June, July and August, in which 
months the consumer is charged 
a minimum rate of $2.00, and is 
entitled to 8000 gallons on this 
minimum rate. Any excess used 
above either of these minimums. 
the amendment reads, shall be 
charged for at the rate of 15c 
per thousand gallons; “provided, 
that any purchaser using water 
in excess of 130,000 gallons per 
month shall pay for such excess 
attherateof 10c per thousand 
gallons.”

And this from thè dry, desert 
regions of Arizona! Where the 
water supply comes from wells! 
Douglas is a city of less than
10.000 people.

They have no big lake to draw 
their water supply from. They 
have no dependable rainfall to 
accumulate a water supply of 
any consequence. A region of 
arid, desert stretches! And the 
minimum $1.50 per month on a
5.000 gallon allowance, except at 
that period of the year when 
more water is most needed, and 
during those four months the 
residents of Douglas get their 
water on a $2.00 minimum for 
8000 gallons.

We believe that our city “dads’ ’ 
might possibly find something in

this item to meditate upon. If 
so, there’s no charge for bring­
ing the point up.

Campaign Waged To
Prevent Epidemics

The following appeal has 
been made by the Eastland 
county health committee who 
is at present waging a cam­
paign to prevent epidemics 
here. The committee is direct­
ing its efforts through the pub­
lic schools, the rural schools in 
particular, and a report blank 
is attached to copies of this ap­
peal which go into the schools.

To Parents of Eastland Coun­
ty Children:

Diseases and general poor 
health among rural children 
are known to follow such con­
ditions as now exist in the 
drouth area. In order to pre­
vent disease outbreaks and to 
build up the general public 
health the U. S. government 
has made appropriations to be 
administered through the State 
Health Department cooperat­
ing with the U. S. public health 
service. This money is to be 
used in sending state nurses in­
to the school districts to work 
with local committees in what­
ever health activity the county 
seems most in need of.

Dr. J. R. Mahone of the state 
health department has been in 
Eastland county and has had 
selected a central committee, 
which is to plan the work for 
this county and arrange for the 
selection of local committees in 
the various school districts. 
These local committees will ar­
range for physical examina­
tions (clinics) of school chil­
dren and a program of disease 
prevention.

As a part of the health pro­
gram the state health depart­
ment will provide free of cost, 
vaccine and toxoid to make all 
children immune to ^smallpox 
and diptheria and where advis­
able, immunity will be estab­
lished against typhoid. Since
