I beg to submit to your body my
monthly report covering the month
of March.

The general health conditions in
Cisco at this time are excellent.

I have made 55 personal in-
spections in the residence and ‘busi-
ness sections. The sanitary condi
tions in the business district are
in excellent condition. The streets
and alleys are clean and the serv-
jice of the two street sweepers
splendid. It is notable that in the
residence section all families have
the standard sized garbage cans;
no cans or rubbish are seen in the
alleys and back yards. The resi-
dence section away from the
mains, where surface toilets are
ised, I
sual deoderizer sprinkled. I am
rging these families to screen
beir toilets against the house t.l)
to prevent the spread of all dis-

eases easily spread by these posts.
During March 1 carefully in-
spected practically all the meat

markets and restaurants and small-
er eating places in the city with
the assistance of the sanitary Dpo-
liceman, George Carmichael. With
two exceptions we found all in
good condition. The exceptions in-
cluded two restaurants not obeying
the broken glass, cup and saucer
law and a stove where meat was
cooked that needed cleaning. The
larger and better equipped meat
markets are well kept. Ample ice
was found to preserve meats.

I find many people with the old
family cow. The cow lots need
tmmediate attention. Legal notices
will be given all to clean these
pens within the next few days.

The health certificate law is be-
Ing rigidly enforced. I have ex-
amined since February 1, up to
and including March 31, thirty-
two persons who are affected by
this ordinance. These were found
to be in good health and all re.
ceived certificates.

I desire to call the board’s at-
tention to the important work be-
mg done by the contractor of the
garbage disposal department, Mar-
tin Parmer. In a report the con-
tractor makes this office, we find
the following interesting facts. Two
teams are used in the removal of
the dry garbage and excreta from
the surface toilets. More than 12,-
500 pounds of excreta is removed
~every thirty days. These toilets
are treated with a strong antisep-
tic powder to keep down delete-
rious odors. More than 150,000
pounds of dry garbage consisting

of tin cans, broken crockery,
buckets and other numerous re-
fuse is gathered up from the
homes. For which service the occu-

pant pays the city a small amount
of twenty-five cents per month. On
an average ‘these teams get
through these alleys every eleven
o fourteen days. - More than 150,-
000 pounds of dry waste, consist-
ing of boxes, cartons, barrels and
other rubbish accumulating within
the fire district every month is
moved for which a small cparge is
made against the various businesses
within the fire district. Should one
care to take the time to do a small

bit of figuring and study that
should this system of daily removal
of this vast amount of waste be

discontinued for just thirty days
quite an interesting scene would be
depicted. Our method of getting
rid of this filth and unsightly aec-
cumulating mass so cheap and with
dispatch is commendable. Every
house holder or tenant in the city
who joins In to assist the sanitary
department in this work receives
the thanks of all city employes so

engaged.
I have made a very careful in-
spection of Mexican town and am

pleased to report that I found a
most satisfactory condition of sani-
tation, health and cleanliness ex-
isting. All houses lhave sewer con-
nections and the homes and yards
are clean and attractive. These
people are setting a splendid ex-
ample for some American citizens
in matters of sanitation. These
inhabitants have opurchased lots
from the ecity and have built their
houses, paying for their lots on
monthly installments. No Mexican
of questionable character is allow-
ed to settle in this district. All
male adults are wage earners and
| all spend their money in Cisco.
They have promised my department
their heartiest co-operation. The
colored settlements are clean anu
attractive.

MARCH MAKES
DRY WEATHER
LOW RECORD

According to the Weather observ-
ers March failed to set any records in
the way of weather but it slipped in-
to a class with 1920 and 1904 in the
way of rainfall. Precipitation for the
month' was .02 inch while in 1920 it
was .01 inch and zero in 1904. The
normal rainfall for the month is 1.38
inch, leaving a deficiency of 1.36
inch as compared with the normal
and a deficiency of 2.96 inches for
the first quarter of the year.

Tmperatures during the month
were well above the normal, though
failing to reach a record. The mean
for the month was 63 degrees com-|

pared with a normal of 56.5. Tlu'
h‘ig‘hest temperature was 90 degrees
on March 29, and the lowest on
March 3. The absolute maximum
for 40 years is 98 degrees and the
minimum 10 degrees. The month’s
weather leaves an accumulated ex-
cess of 341 degrees since January 1,
and an average daily excess of 3.8.

The prevailing direction of the
wind was south with a total move-
ment of 8,930 miles. The average
velocity was 12 miles. The maxi.
mum velocity for five minutes was
38 miles per hour from the south on
March 6

Clear weather prevailed during the
month. Fifteen days were clear. Six
wiere partly cloudy and ten were
clecudy. Precipitation of .01 inch or
more occurred on March 28.
