Recent Increases in
Unemployment Are
Cited in Letter

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb.
10 (AP) — President Roose-
velt asked congress today for
an immediate appropriation
of $250,000,000 to meet relief
needs during the next four
and a half months.

“Funds available at this
time,” the president wrote Speak-
er Bankhead, “will not only take
case of the additional burden, but
will require a sharp reduction in
the near future of the number on
WPA rolls.”

WPA officials said that most of
the money would be used in in-
dustrial centers ,especially in the
automobile manufacturing cities.

The president said that estimates
showed that approximately three
millions had lost their jobs with
private employers in the lastl
three months. The relief request
indicated that the treasury’s defi-
cit would mount to $1,544,000,000
by June 30, the end of -the fiscal
year.

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General Provisions
of New Farm

Bill Explained

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10 '(#)—
Here is a general explanation of
the permanent .crop control bill
the house passed yesterday and
sent to the senate:

It is designed, its sponsors say,
to prevent unusual surpluses or
deficits in the supplies of cotton,
wheat, corn, tobacco and rice.

Its base is the existing scheme
of benefit payments to farmers
who co-operate with the govern-
ment’s “soil congervation” pro-
gram of crop control.

Imposed on this is a system of
controls by which Secretary Wal-
lace may regulate the marketing
of the five crops, if two-thirds
of the growers participating in
referenda approve. This provis-
ion carries stiff cash penalties for
sale of above quota production.

The bill sets up machinery or
a $100,000,000 crop insurance pro-
gram, starting with a $20,000,000
program for the wheat crop. It
also authorizes certain commodi-
ty loans, limits soil conservation
payments to $10,000 cash, provides
for local administration and ex-
emptions for new production, and
authorizes Secretary Wallace to
seek new uses for farm commodi-
iies.

Briefly, provisions for
the crops include:

Cotton:

The government will fix nation-
al, state and county allotments,
sufficient to fill the nation’s nor-
mal requirements for the next
year, considering carryover. Grow-
ers can market all production from
their allotted acreage. If the ag-
riculture department finds produc-
tion will exceed 107 per cent of
normal, marketing quotas may be
imposed, restricting cotton sales.
Above quota sales will mean a
2-cent-a-pound penalty. The
1937-38 cotton allotment - must
yield between 10,000,000 and 11,-
500,000 bales.

Wheat:

Acreage allotments to fill nor-
mal requirements plus an addi-
tional 20 per cent for reserve. The
1938 allotment will be 62,500,000
acres. If prospective supplies
reach a peak 35 per. cent above
normal, marketing quotas may be
imposed, ' Above-quota produc-
tion. will draw a 15-cent-a-bushel
penalty.

Great headway was made in

Rastland county in 1937 on prac-
tices to improve the range or pas-
ture land of the county by ranch-
ers and livestock farmers of the
county in cooperation with the A
and M colloge extension service.
A [ifEe part, but not all of the
impweved. practices, can be attrib-
uted@“{o the 1937 range conserva-
tio ,.' program which encouraged
range*land operators to apply one
or more of thirteen recommended
improved practices to their land.
Some of these practises were con-
struction of earthen tanks, pasture
and contour furrows, re-seeding
by 'deferred grazing, and eradi-
cating range destroying plants
such as mesquite, prickly pear,
and cedar.

There are approximately 200,-
000 acres of range or pasture land
in '« Eastland county, 105,000 of
which was signed in the range
program by 101 ranchers and live-
stock raisers.

Seventy-three of these men
comg;ied with the range conserva-

Deseribed

tion program on 95,000 acres of
land. They are due benefit pay-
ments totaling $15,000, which they
expect to receive scon from the
Agricultural Adjustment adminis-
tration.
93 Tanks Built

Records in the county agent's
office at Eastland show that in
1937 93 tanks were built with a
total dam volume of 75,000 cubic

yards of dirt, 400 acres of mesquite .

were eradicated by grubbing and
use of kerosene, 700 acres of
prickly pear were eradicated, 40
acres of cedar were cut, and 90
acres of land infested with prairie
dogs were cleaned of this grass-
destioying pest. Twenty-five hun-
dred acres of pasture land were
re-seeded to native grass by keep-
ing cff all grazing animals for six
rmonths, and 150 acres of pasture
i7nd were terraced and contoured
to hold rainfall on the land where
it deee the miximum good.

'better than cattle over a term of
several years if properly managed.
| Last year the range inspectors
'found that I had good turf of
curly mesquite and buffalo grass
and fixed the carrying capacity of
the place about as high as any in
Eastland county.

| As a matter of fact, it will carry

As a refutation
of this I will cite my observation
last summer, which was very dry,
on the sapping power of mesquite.
| I had a feed crop on a field, the
‘fence row on one side of which I
had killed the mesquite and on the
other fence row the mesquite had
not been killed. The side on which
there was no mesquite had an av-
erage crop to the fence. The other
side made a failure for as far as
75 feet from the fence in places,
showing that one big tree would
sap the moisture from a circle 150
feet in diameter, or you might say
leight trees or clusters of scrub
mesquite would ruin an acre of
ground.

| This spreading menace of mes-
quite had me worried, for as I
would clear my pasture of under-
brush with gecats, mesquite would

county agent he said that the only

economical way he knew of was|

to spray the mesquite with kero-
sene and also that at that time,
the spring of 1937, most of the re-
’ports he had were hearsay but
that it was suppesed to be suc-
cessful.
i Taking advantage of the 193
range program I decided to do
some experimenting of my own.
Sprayed Trees

In the spring of 1937 I purchas-
eda a four gallon portable pressure
spray, and as soon as the mes-
quite had leaved out started to
work.

The method used was to adjust

‘the spray to a heavy mist that

would carry three feet
spreading more than eightgen
inches, then spray the entire

trunk of the tree tfrom the ground
to a height of eignieen inches to
two and a half feet, depending up-
on the size of ‘the tree.

much additional land as 1 can get
over in April and May.

In 1937 I also cleared about 30
acres of prickly pears. The meth-
od used was tp dig the pears up
with a hoe and then pile in con-
venient piles. This work can be
done at any time of the year.

The ceost of this work by using
hired labor entirely, is about the
allowance in the range program.

This year I intend to continue
this work and also watch the
ground cleared in 1937 against any
re-infestation,

I earned my range allowance
entirely on mesquite and pear
work. This year I intend to do the
same. If there is no range program
(in 1939 I do not plan to stop butl
ito continue this work until my |
'ranch is clear of mesquite and‘
pears.” |

Mr. Castleberry — -Terracing,
contour listing, and eradication of |

This plot was
cleared of all mesquite, prickly
pear, and bush cactus. Pasture'
ridges were built level by pushing
the dirt from both sides and it was
centour listed or furrowed between
the ridges, furrows four  feet
apart, immediately-on the north |
of this plot a two acre block of !
fheavy mesquite was killed by Mr. ‘[
Fee, the operator of this ranch, by |
applying kerosene with a pressure |
spray in the early spring of last
year,

Plot number two, a seven acre
tract on a four per cent incline,
located tive miles west of Gorman
on the Dr. Stubblefild ranch,
Highway 67, was cleared by grub-
bing and burning all shrubs. Pas-
ture ridges were Bbuilt level by
pushing the dirt from the up-hill
side only. Contour forrowed be-
tween ridges spaced four feet.

Plot number three, a six acre
tract on a -two per cent incline,
located one mile north of Rising
Star on the W. S. Carter livestock
farm on Highway 23, was cleared
of all brush, contour:listed, fur-
rows spaced three and a half feet
and re-fenced for deferred graz-
ing.

Plot number four, six acres on a
cne per cent incline, located one
and a half miles north of Olden
on the R. H. Hodges ranch was
cleared of all mesquites, prickly
pears, and bush cactus, contour
furrows spaced four feet.

In Eastland county, where lack
of moisture is the most important
limiting factor in the grézing ca-
pacity of our lands, it is generally
cenceded that practically all pas-
ture ridges and contour forrows be
run level to conserve the rainfall.

The precipitation is great enough
every year to produce good graz-
ing if all the rainfall were prop-
erly conserved. Our spring rains
often fall very quickly, and on
un-terraced land runs off without
wetting the soil to any appreciable
depth.

It ‘has been demonstrated to an
extent at least, that terraces will
check the run-off enough, so that
a fair crop of grazing can be pro-
duced, when on adjoining non- ter-
raced land a complete failure re-
sults, in many instances where the
slope is not too great furrowing of
the slopes will help very much to
hold the water on the land.

But in this county, Eastland,
where the major part of the range
land is hilly and broken it has
been thoroughly demonstrated that
the better method in most cases
would be to use both the terrace
ridges and furrows on the same
area.
