Texas Rangers and agents of 
the Texas L iquor Control 
Board, accom panied by East- 
land County Sheriff Lefty 
Sublctt, conducted a su rp rise 
raid  On the site of “possible” 
chicken fights Sunday at m id­
m orning

Rangers E arl S tew art and 
John  Wood arrested  about 70 
m en on charge of “being con­
cerned w ith a chicken fight.”

LCB agents also filed charg­
es on a R anger liquor dealer, 
one of those present, alleging 
his pickup contained two cases 
of beer and a q u art of whiskey.

The officers made the ra id  
on the old P arrish  place about 
six miles south of Ranger on 
Farm -to-M arket Highway 571.

Com plaints w ere filed at the 
downtown office of R anger 
Justice of Peace M. D. U nder­
wood.

By Monday night about half 
of the m en charged had paid 
fines of $25.00, plus costs, 
which totaled $40.50 each. 
About half a dozen of those 
arrested  w ere from Ranger. 
P ractically  every  com m unity 
in the county was represented  
and also present w ere m en 
fro m ' New Mexico, Oklahoma, 
Baytown, Houston and A bi­
lene.

A few of those charged, Ju s­
tice of Peace Underwood said, 
posted bonds of $200 each and 
declared intentions to “fight” 
the ir cases.

The Sunday m orning raid  
was one of several conducted 
recently  by the Texas Rangers 
in this section of the stale. 
Chicken fighting is illegal in 
Texas. I t is lawful, however, 
in Oklahoma and New Mexico, 
although betting on the fight­
ing cocks is an offense in those 
states.

An officer said it w as his 
“understanding’’ th a t chicken 
fights were scheduled to get 
underw ay Sunday afternoon a t 
2 p. m.

In addition to the men p ick­
ed up at the ru ra l site, it was 
also reported  th a t the re  w ere 
several dozen o thers in R an­
ger Sunday m orning and a l­
legedly w ere “planning” to a t ­
tend the afternoon fights.

As evidence the R angers 
picked up m any sets of gaffs 
and also took a p icture of the 
pit which they say was to be 
used for the fights.

Constable Ralph Veal said 
Tuesday th a t about a year ago 
he w arned a Ranger m an 
against staging chicken fights 
at the sam e location. The Ran- 
gerite heeded the w arning. 
Veal said, and hurried ly  can ­
celled the event.

Only one of the m en a rres t­
ed w as jailed. He w as held in  
the city jail in R anger only a 
few hours.

“You can 't put me in ja il 
unless my roosters go w ith 
me,” the m an said.
