WASHINGTON-——The tax bill is

about as popular as a can of
Jour ‘milk at a picnic. Your cor-
‘respondent cannot find anyone
who is even mildly enthusiastic

over any tax program which is
likely to emerge out of this Con-
gress,

Nevertheless, President Roosevelt,
‘despite all the horrible mismanage-
ment of the program, remains rela-
tively serene, and the chief secret
of his serenity is this:

Roosevelt has high hopes of go-
ing into the election next year with
a balanced budget.

As soon ad the derisive laughter
has subsided, your correspondent
will proceed to admit that such
hopes are not shared by everybody
in the administration. But the
president has a very distinct idea
that business is going to pick up
very rapidly, that the national in-
come will go booming, that unem-
ployment and its costs will be ma-
terially reduced, and that the yield
from current tax rates plus those
of the new schedule—which would
bring in less than $300,000,000 addi-
tional revenue, under last year's
conditions—will produce a Treas-
ury status to which he can point
with pride.

The idea is that as corporation
and individual incomes begin to
rise, a geometrically enlarging pro-
portion of the increase will be
scooped off in taxes.

School’s RZcords
To Be Mechanical

AUSTIN, Aug. 22 — Robot like
machines will make student records
at the University of Texas from
registration day to graduation. The
machines, now being installed, will
have their first trial at the Univer-
sity of Texas, first school in the
world to install such equipment.

Heretofore a mixed system of
tabulating machines and punch
cards has ben used to keep track of
the progress of the nearly 7,000 stu-
dents.

Beginning this fall the machines
will do it all. Relentlessly they will
check off absences, iaboratory, lih-
rary and auditor’s rolls. In previous
years 40 typists were employed to
keep 1ecords. All will be done me-
chanically.

The equipment probably will bhe
used 24 hours a day, Assistant Reg-
istrar Max Fichetnbaum said, using
three shifts of operators throughout
the first week of the new college
session.

At midyear the machines will
wrn out the student’s semester re-
port, addressed to his parent or
guardian.

Texas should erase

YOUNG TELLS
HIS REASONS
FOR REPEAL

AUSTIN, Aug. 22. — Appealing to
Texas voters to cast their ballots
for repeal of statewide prohibition
next Saturday, Representative J. D.
Young of Cuero, chairman of the
liquor traffic committee of the Tex-
as house, Tuesday night enumerat-
ed the reasons why he believes
constitutional
prohiibition from its statutes. His

address made here was broadcast |=

over Station KNOW.

“I am asking you to act in recog-
nition of facts known to every well
informed citizen of this state,” he
said. “Texas is wet. That fact has
been officially recognized by state
agencies in their reports on law en-
forcement and by the United States
government in the _issuance of
thousands of tax receipts paid by
Texas liquor dealers.”

Representative Young said the
issue was whether Texas would by
strict regulation confine the sale of
hard liquor to those sections where
public sentiment is in favor of al-
lowing the sale of alcoholic bever-
ages. “In voting repeal,” he said
“we will consign the open saloon
and the speakeasy to common ob-
livion; we will take the business of
supplying the demand for alcoholic
beverages out of the hands of the
law breakers and give it into the
hands of law-abiding, tax paying
citizens operaitng only in wet com-
munties. We will increase the
state’s revenue by $10,000,000 an-
nually and thereby take a grievous
load from the shoulders of all
classes of our people paying exist-
ing taxes.”

As proof that prohibition can not
be enforced, Representative Young
recalled the time when Texas even
resorted to martial law to enforce
the dry laws and failed even with
the assistance of local authorities,
federal agents and state rangers.
After thousands were killed and
millions of dollars spent in futile
enforcement efforts, many sincere
prohibitionists joined with repeal-
ists to vote national prohibition out
of the constitution, he said.

“Believing that every fair-minded
person will admit that prohibiton
has failed and has developed intn a
shameful disgrace and a mockery,
I am asking the citizens of Texas
to vote for repeal. Give us a chance
to try our method. Those who want
control ‘and to regulate‘ and tax
liquor should vote for repeal. Those
who believe in state rights and
local self government and prohibit-
ing the open saloon should also
vote for repeal,” he said.
