WASHINGTON, May 29.—Con­

gressmen today expected War 
Mobilization Director James F. 
Byrnes to intervene soon in intra- 
governmental disputes and, if 
necessary butt together the heads 
of squabbling officials. Byrnes is 
equipped with more authority 
than any chief executive has ever 
delegated to a subordinate. And 
congress looked to him to use it.

WASHINGTON, May 29.— A

Stalin-Roosevelt-Churchill con- | 
ference is now unanimously 
agreed on, according to best avail­
able information. Probably in 
Russia. Apparently only the date 
remains to be fixed. Chiang Kai- 
shek probably will meet with 
Roosevelt and Churchill, perhaps 
in the Middle East, before or af­
ter the Stalinj mfeeting. But there 
will probably be a foursome. 
(China is at war with Japan; Rus­
sia is not. Russia and Japan 
have, a treaty of non-aggression. 
Japan would almost certainly 
take umbrage if 'Stalin and the 
Generalissimo met at a war coun- • 
cil).

Creation of Office of War Mobi­
lization seems to confirm that 
'F.D.R. will travel, have less time 
than ever for domestic affairs, as 
a result of strategy-conference de­
cisions. OWM was created hur­
riedly; apparently was known 
only to Roosevelt, Hopkins, 
Byrnes until a few hours' before 
it was announced. And the new 
order is the first in which Roose­
velt has delegated so much pow­
er.

About that strategy conference: 
No international gathering has 
ever been less concerned with pro­
tocol, more concerned with hard I 
work. General atmosphere was 
of rolled-up- shirtsleeves. Some 
critical sessions went all night, 
with high military men being call­
ed from bed to help form history­
making policy. Luncheons were 
usually served over desk tops, 
dinners were only brief breathing 
spaces.

Confidential reports from Euro­
pean capitals say Germany’s po­
sition is worse than outsiders sup­
pose. Not that she’s about to 
crack up. But she’s on down­
grade. The Nazi war machine 
is short of gas. Rumanian wells 
aren’t adequate. Polish and other 
available fields are negligible. 
Synthetic plants fail to close the 
gap. Allied bombers have fur­
ther reduced output just when it 
was needed to stave off Allied 
invasion.

Italy’s plight is even worse. 
Some call it desperate. She is 
dependent on Germany for prac­
tically everything, and Germany 
can’t take care of her own needs.

So watch the Russian front. 
Germany must strike soon, while 
her war machine is stronger than 
it will ever be again, and before 
the Allies can strike her.

LEGHORN AND FOGGIA, ITAL- 
!AN WAR CENTERS, DELUGED 
WITH ALLIED HEAVY BO M S S

NORTH AFRICA, May 29.—Big 
American bombers, defying un­
favorable weather, blasted the 
harbor, oil. refinery and three 
ships at the big Italian port of 
Leghorn and dumped 80 tons of 
high explosives on Foggia air­
drome in record daylight thrusts 
that carried 200 miles north of 
Rome.

Reports said almjost 100 Flying 
Fortresses made the attack on 
Leghorn, third largest Italian 
port, in their deepest bomber 
flight into Italy, while another 40 
Liberator bombers attacked Fog­
gia in two waves.

“ Great damage” was done by 
the Flying Fortresses at Leghorn, 
which is one of the largest and 
most important oil fields in Italy, 
a submarine base and naval cen­
ter, a message front Allied head­
quarters said.

Smoke columns rose so high 
over the wrecked oil refinery that 
they could be seen by crewmen 
when the Fortresses were 100 
miles from Leghorn, en route 
home after shooting down one of 
10 Axis fighters that attacked 
them. No American planes were 
lost on the flight which encoun­
tered little serious opposition as 
a result of steady blasting of Ital­
ian aerial defenses in recent days.

Fires and explosions broke out 
over the industrial area of Leg­
horn, the pilots reported, and two 
especially large explosions were 
seen in the refinery sector, fol­
lowed by four more blasts as the 
fires spread among oil installa­
tions. ,

A bullet struck his 
wallet, but didn’t damage the pic­
ture of the home folks he was 
carrying.

Then those of 
the minor wars between Revolu­
tion and Civil War, whose crop 
of heroes on both sides was so 
large. The Spanish-American 
war also had its gay, brave lads 
who went down fighting for hu- 
intan freedom. It is sad but 
wholesome to remember that 
more died in that war from prof­
iteering and bad management 
than from gunfire. The United 
States profited by that unhappy 
knowledge in World War I. In 
this war, departments of food, 
medicine and supply are doing 
magnificently. So we do learn.

In the last war, heroes again 
gave up lives by thousands. To­
day we add to the long rolls the 
boys of Bataan, of the Coral Sea, 
of Guadalcanal, of North Africa 
•—of all lands and seas where 
Americans have gone gallantly to 
glory.

We have to remember, also, 
great duties and high responsi­
bilities, to God, to our nation, to 
the world of today and of the fu­
ture. Because of our love for our 
boys who are gone, and who 
must yet go, because of our firm 
trust in the ideals which engen­
der a free, happy, creative hu­
manity, because of our hope for 
a better world, because of our 
strong sense of duty, we shall 
keep faith with our dead.

On this Memorial Day we 
pledge that faith to our nation 
and to our men and women in the 
fighting forces. We must keep 
the faith—and we shall.

Soviet propaganda in the capi­
talist countries had been lessen­
ing in recent years, so that, more 
and more, Communism seemed a 
bugaboo rather than a serious 
menace to nations like the British 
and Americans. Nevertheless it 
remained one of the major ob­
stacles to cooperation and confi­
dence between absolutist Russia 
and the democracies.

So a wave of relief has swept 
through the democracies since the j 
announcement at Moscow that the j 
Communist International was 
abolished. If this declaration is j 
observed in good faith, as pre- j 
sumably it will be, the last im- j 
portant barrier between the al- 
lied democracies and the Soviet 
government is removed. That 
barrier was the maintenance of 
subversive Communist activities 
by Russia in countries opposed to 
the Communist system.

It is a relief all round to have 
Russia itself taking the initiative 
in this historic action. From now ; 
on, although government in Rus­
sia is still eontralized in one man 
of group of men, that great na- i 
tion assumes a governmental form [ 
considerably closer to the repub­
lican ideal.

It is also a definite reminder to 
the world that the official name 
of the Russian governmental sys­
tem is the “Union of Soviet So­
cialist Republics.” Russia is evi­
dently, taking a big step toward 
living up to its title. And per­
haps true republics, operating di­
rectly through representative 
rather than centralized govern­
ment, may expect Russia to reach 
this ideal in due time.
