AUSTIN — Texas wheat
producers expect to harvest 93
million bushels this year, 41
percent above the drought-
plagued 2000 crop but 24
percent less than the 1999 crop.
According to an April 1 sur-
vey conducted by the Texas
Agricultural Statistics Service,
planted acreage for the 2001
crop is estimated at 5.7 million
acres, down 5 percent from
2000 and 8 percent from 1999.
Production on the northern
High Plains is expected to total
39 million bushels, up 47 per-
cent from a year ago. Though
rains and colder weather hin-
dered planting, moisture
conditions through winter and
spring have been beneficial.
Producers 1n the Blacklands
expect to harvest 15 million
bushels, down 31 percent from
last year. Planted acres for the
region, at 710,000, were down
6 percent.

Mules drop baseball game 8-6 to Roosevelt Eagles

The playoff-bound Mules failed
to take full advantage of a first-
inning four-run spot donated to
them by Lubbock Roosevelt on
Thursday, eventually losing 8-6.
It was only Roosevelt’s second
district win of the season. *

The Eagle pitcher hit the first
two Mule batters and walked the
next two before Chris Barrera
singled to right field and put the
Mules ahead by three runs. The
fourth run scored on a passed ball,
giving Muleshoe a 4-0 lead.

Then, in the first half of the
sixth inning, Lindy Pifiedastroked
the ball over the left-field fence
for a home run, giving the Mules
a 6-3 margin But the wheels came

off for the Mules in the bottom of
the sixth, with Roosevelt sending
nine batters to the plate and scor-
ing five runs.

Barrera again gave the Mules a
four-run lead at 5-1 in the second
inning after drawing a walk and
stealing second base on the first
pitch to T-Bird Cox. Barrera
moved tothird and scored on back-
to-back passed balls.

Landon Nichols, the starting
Mule pitcher, then gaveup asingle
to Roosevelt’s lead-off batter. But
he got the next batter to pop out to
Russell Warren on second and the
next two batters to hitground balls
to Warren, holding the 5-1 lead
through two full innings.

Pifieda doubled to center field
with two outs in the third, but the

Mules could not get him home.
Two Mule errors on the infield
resulted in Roosevelt’s second run
of the game. The Eagles changed
pitchers to start the fourth inning,
and the Mules went three up and
three down.

Roosevelt cut the Mule lead to
two runs in that inning with a
single to left, a fielding error and
amuffed pick-oft play atfirst base.

Raymond Toscano took over
pitching duties in the fifth inning
and blanked the Eagles.

Pifieda’s homer in the top of the
sixth was only the Mules’ third hit
of the game. A series of errors, a
walk, a triple and a base hit down
the first-base line put the Eagles
up 8-6 by the end of the sixth.

Inthetopofthe seventh, Barrera

got a single through the hole and
moved to second on a passed ball
with only one out, but the Mules
could not put the bat on the ball
and had to settle for their third loss
in district play.

“We seemed to be out of synch
today, and once we got the lead in
the first inning, we just seemed to
take a mental break. We have not
made this many errors (six) in the
lastthree games,” Muleshoe coach
Donnie Scott said.

“For some reason, we were just
not ready to play today. This is
very disappointing — [ just hope
we learned from today.” he said

The goal will be to provide a smooth
transition for children who are enter-
ing the public system. These children
often are found in deplorable condi-
tions, and often they are removed from
their homes without clean clothes or,

in the case of infants, diapers and
formula.

Volunteers will be cleaning, paint-
ing and stocking the facility, and fi-
nancial contributions will be needed
to begin the basice setup.

Stocking the Rainbow Room will
need to be a community effort involv-
ing civic groups, businesses, church’
groups and individuals.

The goal is to get the Muleshoe
facility in shape in time for a fall open
house to allow the public to see what is
available.

Fall classes targeting teens also are
planned.
