“The Great Society will not
have its beginning in Wash-
ington but will begin with the
baby on your knee, the child
in the home and in the school-
room,” Rev. Evan Holmes,
Southern Baptist Missionary
to Chile for the past 17 years,
tcld the congregation of East
Cisco Baptist Church last Sun~
day. y

‘“The so-called Great Soci-
ety will come only through
Christianity,”” Rev. Holmes
emphasized, “and our only
hope is that it will so change
individual lives that it -will
permeate every office build-
ing and official in Washing-
ton, D. C. Then, and only
then, may we speak of a
Great Society.”

A former pastor of East
Cisco Baptist Church, Rev.
Holmes spoke to the Sunday
morning congregation on the
subject ‘“Ged Speaks in Ex-
traordinary Ways,”' describing
the great earthquake in Chile
in 1960 as one way in which
God speaks to the people.
He told of the devastation,
death and ruin in the cities,
and of how people bowed in
the streets to pray and to ask
mercy.

Missionary To Chile Tells
Of Results Of Earthouake

Sunday night the missionary
showed slides of the earth-
quake scenes, the various
[ Baptist church in Chile, riv-
er scenes depicting multiple
baptisms, and different areas
of Chile, the country where
the climate is ideal, he noted.

There are now 103 Baptist
Churches in Chile, Rev.
Holmes stated, and 52 Sou-
thern Baptist missionaries.

gal was a Vassal State of Cas-
tile filled by Phillip II, Ter-
ceira only, the heart of the
Archipelago, maintained the
flag of the motherland, de-
fending the Portuguese Prince
D. Antonio and proclaimed
him King, resisting also, in
the small Valley of Salga in
1581 the Armada of D. Pedro
Valdez where the 1,000 men
landed were slain, and buried.
Only after two years, when
the Flotilla of their King was
destroyed off the coast of
Vila Franca. Being abandon-
ed and betrayed by their
leaders, did they surrender to
the 18,000 men of Marque D
Santa Cruz (about 2 mile s
from this base).

It was at Praia (one mile
from this base) of Terceira
Island in 1641 that the first
cry of liberty was made by

Captain Francis D’Arnelas
after the restoration, as also

in 1829, in its bay the power-
ful Flotilla of D. Miguel was
vanquished.

From these Islands 7,500
men followed D. Pedro, the
greatest Prince of the cen-

tury, to the Praias of Minde-
lo, to subjugate the 80,000
]soldiers of Absolutism. Stones
sanctified by purifying fires,
by tears of suffering, and by
the blood of battes manyl
times fought on land and sea,
the Azores are the Advanced
Sentinels of Portugal.

All through the ages the Is-
lands have given Counsellors
to the Kings, Ministers to the
Government, Generals to the
Army, Admirals to the Navy,
Bishops to the Church, Gov-
ernors to India and Africa.

The first Presidents of the
