MACHINES INSTEAD OF MEN

It was pointed out when the present business revival
began, that the shortage of labor would increase the use
of labor-saving machinery. With immigration severely re-
stricted and a demand in every industry for increased pro-
one thing to do—install machinery
instead of men.

The change is spoken of by representatives of the
American Foundrymen's association as ushering in “an in-
dustrial revolution.” They foresee the passing of hand-
labor in iron-working in the next ten years, and the elimi-
nation of the small foundry and fd(t()l\ in favor of huge
mechanical plants capable of mass production. The engi-
neer and the trained technician, they say, will take t‘le
place of the old-fashioned bosses of old-fashioned work-
men. The “allround artisan” will disappear.

The tendency ‘is already marked in the automobile
industry, of which the highly specialize d and standardized
