act. A few days ago he wrote as follows:

“(Californians report a change of sentiment there, due
largely to President Coolidge’s emphatic confirmation of
the policy of Asiatic exclusion.”

This was interesting news to most Californians. Who |

Just when did President Coolidge
emphatically confirm the policy of Asiatic exclusion? As
a matter of fact, he never did anything of the kind. When
the immigration bill was under consideration by congress,
the president tried his best to defeat the exclusion feature
or have it so weakened that it would be ineffective. He
finally signed the bill, but only after he had practically
apologizing to Japan. This is what he said:

“In signing this bill I regret the impossibility of sev-

ering from it the exclusion provisions which affect espec-|

ially the Japanese.”

It is generally conceded by those who have given the
matter any real study, that President Coolidge’s unfortu-
nate course in regard to this matter did more than any

other one thing to embolden Japan in her demands and

strengthened her in her contention. In fact, President
Coolidge admitted that there were two sides to the ques-
tion, of whether we had a right to exclude Japanese from
our shores. Congress had steadily refused to recognize
this, insisting that such matters were entirely up to us and
permitted of no argument. Great indignation was created
in this state by President Coolidge’s action. He was
eriticized vigorously for signing the bill and accompany-
ing his act with what was virtually an apology for his ac-
tions. Everywhere people said that if he felt that way he
should not have signed the measure. In California, more
criticism has been heard of the president’s course in this
matter than any other one thing he has done.—Los An-
geles Times.

New York politicians have long been recognized as
being highly astute when it came to playing the great
American game of polities, but their skill was doubly em-
phasized yesterday when they carried the state for a Dem-
ocratic governor and a Republican president at one and
the same time.

Michael Crowley of Boston, loses a suit for $10,000,
which sum he claims was promised him on condition that
he remain sober for ten years. The plaintiff maintains
that he faithfully kept his part of the agreement, and
rightfully deserves the money. The alleged promiser of
this reward of virtue was a brewer, now dead, whose es-
tate Mr. Crowley sued for the money.

The judge who ordered a verdict for the defendant
may have thought it odd that a brewer should undertake
to subsidize sobriety, though stranger things have hap-
pened. There has been many a sober brewer and dis-
tiller, and in the bad old days,” sobriety among saloon-
keepers was probably the rule rather than the exception.

At any rate, the plaintiff should console himself with

the reflection that merely being sober is worth more, to}

any man, than $1,000 a year.

Warned by the Ulster government that he would be ar-
rested if he set foot on certain Ulster territory, he went
openly to Newry to address a political gathering. When
the appeared at the town hall, the authorities kept their
word.

Here, as usual, De Valera challenges admiration for
his independence and courage, but not particularly for his
judgment. He held out for an Irish republie, against the

Irish Free State, long after his opposition had ceased to |

serve any useful purpose, and against the manifest will
of a big majority of his fellow countrymen. Now he in-
vites a quarrel with Ulster, at a time when it is particularly
the interest of the Irish nation to cultivate friendly toler-
ance between North and South Ireland.

This great agitator’s
showing at the polls was pitiful, considering the lung
power expended.
