THROWING OFF THE SHACKLES 'l G. Fisk, C. Owen, W. E. Fairless,

Senator Borah complains of the centralizaiion of!
bureaucratic power in Washington-The New York World,
taking a different slant at existing conditions and facts,
points out that the nation’s economic and political power,
formally centralized in the east, are becoming deconcen-
trated.

“Great industries, like oil and coal and the railroads,”
says the World, “and banking power itself, are throwing
ofi eastern control. Powerfui industrial centers have
arisen in the west and are rising in the south, which are in-
creasingly independent of New York and Pennsylvamnia
and Massachusetts.”

This is the truth, as anyone can learn by following
the news from day to day. It began with the Federal Re-
gerve system, which decentralized the financial control in
Wall street and spread it around the country. Industrial
development in recent years have increased the tendency.

“It is no tragedy for the east,” remarks the World.
“On the contrary, the decentralization of economic power
is desirable and necessary in a country as vast as the Unit-
ed States. The people of the east will gain from a more
evenly balanced national life. A monopoly of control and
prestige is in the long run no good to its possessors.”

This is a sporting comment, and is also a true one. It
might well be accepted in every section of the country as
expressing the spirit of a new and more wholesome de-
velopment. The country is growing. Come to Texas!

LATEST AIRPLANE CARRIER

America is not altogether asleep at the hangar, ob-
vious of what perils may come by air. There has just been
launched at Camden, N. J., for the United States navy, the
fastest and biggest airplane-carrier in the world.

The Saratoga is 888 feet long, 105 feet wide, displac-
ing 35,000 tons, with 180,000 horsepower and an estimat-
ed speed of 38 miles an hour. It will be equipped to carry
72 airplanes, which is quite a fleet in itself.

Such a craft may be the most important factor in any
future naval engagement. It will accompany battleships,
cruisers and submarines and the planes will be spewed
forth to locate and sink an enemy before he can attack.

But the uneasy thought arises that possibly Uncle Sam
hasn’t got 72 airplanes of the proper type, in A-1 condi-
tion, to stock the Saratoga’s capacious inside. If so, it is
time to get busy in the airplane factory, and keep busy un-
til such time as the powers agree to limit their air arma-
ments.

UNFAMILIAR HOME TOWNS -

Students of the Tulane College of Commerce in New
Orleans are making a survey of the manufacturers and
manufactured products of that city. The purpose is to dis-
cover the city’s industrial resources and to encourage the
home consumption of locally manufactured goods.

The whole city, through this work, will learn a good
many hitherto unconsidered facts about New Orleans. In
almost any community, great or small, there are important
activities of which a great many citizens are wholly ignor-
ant.

There are times when a plain citizen feels that sur-
veys have been greatly overdone and that they never mean
much nor accomplish what they are supposed to accom-
plish. This is probably because they are summarized and
published in unnecessarily technical terms. Rightly
handled and put before the public, surveys on almost any
local conditions might have a genuine interest, educational
