SECY WILBUR CHANGES HIS MIND
Secy. Wilbur of the department of the interior does not 

subscribe to the doctrine that “ consistency is the virtue of a 
fool.’ ’ It was early in the month of January that Secy. Wil­
bur declared a tariff on foreign crude would lead to the finan­
cial ruin of the small operators. Now the drive of the inde­
pendents have gained support from Secy. Wilbur. He is not 
for a tariff.

on oil imports. Senator Capper’s bill has the endorsement of j 
the labor representative and the California engineer and pe- j 
troleum expert.

OLD AGE PENSION BILL.
Enactment of old age insurance legislation will lie urged 

in the Texas senate and house of representatives. Senator 
C. A. Dill, (d), of Washington, is leading the fight for old 
age insurance in the American congress. There are many 
senators who are friendly to the measure. In his address 
arguing for the enactment of the measure the senator from 
Washington said no movement before the country is more 
worthy of support than the movement that provides the 
comforts of life for the aged poor. Declaring 15 state gover­
nors have urged such legislation, the western senator said 
experience in the states which have adopted it have shown 
it cost no more than the county poorhouse system. Gover­
nor Franklin D. Roosevelt of New York is a powerful advo­
cate of tiie system.

EASTLAND, Feb, 4.—John Fost­
er, 50, and his son Rufus Foster, 
23, were instantly killed at 5:15 
o’clock Tuesday afternoon when 
tire car in which they were riding 
was struck by the westbound Sun­
shine Special of the Texas and 
Pacific railway at a crossing two 
miles east of Eastland.

Rufus had been working as a 
tool dresser on a well near the 
crossing where the accident oc­
curred and his father had gone 
to the well to bring him back to 
Eastland when they were killed.

NINE DEAD IN 
DISASTER TO 
ENGLISH PLANE

PLYMOUTH,, Eng., Feb. 4.—A 
royal air force plane was wrecked 
in Plymouth sound today and 8 
of the 12 men aboard were drown­
ed. Another man, critically in­
jured In the crash, died a few 
minutes later.

Three men were in a hospital 
critically injured. The plane crash­
ed when the pilot, apparently con­
fused by bright sunlight on the 
water, misjudged the landing sur­
face.

An explosion wrecked the craft 
which sank and trapped the men 
in the submerged cabin from which 
only four were able to escape.

Brock Owen, who was arrested in 
Fort Worth January 24 when he 
and Luther Helms were found in an 
automobile alleged to have been 
stolen from the show rooms of the 
Levielle-Maher Motor company of 
Ranger, has been indicted by the 
91st grand jury under the habitual 
criminal act on five counts.

The indictments returned against 
both Owes and Helms are for the 
same offenses except that Owens is 
indicted under the habitual criminal 
act under which he will receive a 
life sentence if convicted on any one 
of the five counts, while Helms is 
indicted under the subsequent con­
viction act which carries a maxi­
mum penalty for the felony for 
which he is tried.

Tlie two men are in the Eastland 
county jail under indictments 
charging: “That on or about Jan­
uary 16, 1931 they did by force, 
threats and fraud, break and enter 
a house occupied by Morris Levielle 
and take personal property valued 
at more than $50.” In Owens indict­
ment it is stated, that prior to the 
act under which he was-indicted he 
had received a conviction on July 
5, 1927, in the 91st district court on 
a charge of burglary and was sub­
sequently sentenced. The other in­
dictments state that the men are 
alleged to have stolen a car on Jan­
uary 16 from Morris Levielle and 
on the same date took a car be­
longing to W. A. Parrish; that on 
January 20 they appropriated for 
their own use personal property be­
longing to Will Gattis, including 35 
pounds of English walnuts, 24 car­
tons of cigarettes, one radio, 10 
boxes of cigars, 7 buckets of lard, 2 
pieces of bacon, one pair of trousers 
one sweater, one coat and 10 pairs 
of gloves. Tlie last of the five in­
dictments charge the men with 
burglary of the store belonging to 
Will Gattis and taking personal| 
property.

FORGERY CASE

He is now in Abilene where he 
faces trial on a similar charge but 
will be returned to Eastland in 
time for his trial here.

In a reported confession to W. 
B. Collie, assistant county attor­
ney, High says that he is 49 years 
old and that he was convicted of 
forgery and sentenced to from 
three to four years in the state 
prison of Colorado and was paroled 
on January 6 of this year, after 
serving three years of the sen­
tence. He also states that he 
started to Texas and met a man 
by the name of Wilson, alias Geo. 
Rogers, who had a bundle of 
printed checks of the Texas Pipe 
Line company.

He says that he forged the 
checks, signing the name of H. E. 
Rodgers and cashed one for $36.50 
in Lubbock, one for $34 in Spur, 
one for $34 in Abilene.

In his alleged confession, High 
said that at the time of his arrest 
at Ranger ho had about $74 in 
cash with him, which was part 
of the money received from the 
forged checks.

CANCELLATION
OF CONTRACTS 
RECOMMENDED

Grand Jury Advises 
Abrogation of Prit­
chard Agreements

EASTLAND, Feb. 4.—In a report 
made to judge George L. Daven­
port, the 91st district court grand 
jury, which recently adjourned, 
recommends that certain contracts 
Jnade by the county commissioners 
ccurt with Ed S, Pritchard & Co. 
and with Ed S. Pritchard and W. 
J. Herrington, be cancelled, giving 
as the reason for such recommen­
dation that the contracts are too 
indefinite as to the compensation 
to be paid. Pritchard is. former 
ccunty judge of this county and 
Herrington is a former tax as­
sessor. The contracts referred to 
are for collecting delinquent taxes 
and for gathering data for use by 
the county in fixing the taxable 
value of public utilities a,nd oil 
companies.

Compensation paid for making 
of a certain map for use Ur con­
nection with the property valua­
tion work has declared by the 
grand jury to have been tar in 
excess of the value of the services 
rendered. Tlie county paid $4,000 
for the map.

No Reflection
In submitting its recommenda­

tions on the Pritchard contracts, 
the grand jury stated that it 
wished it understood that no re­
flection on the integrity of any 
member of the county commission­
ers court was meant.

Following is the grand jury’s re­
port:
The State of Texas, County of

Eastland.
Ninety-first District Court, January

31, 1931.
To the honorable George L. 

Davenport, Presiding Judge:
We, the grand jury, desire to 

make this our final report, after 
having been in session at intervals 
during the term for a period of 
12 days and having examined a 
total of 206 witnesses, have re­
turned into court 80 true bills of 
indictment, most of which were 
felony offenses.

We desire to mention the ex­
cellent cooperation our county at­
torney, Joe H. Jones, and his two 
assistants, Grady Owen and Wil- 
boume B. Collie, have given us. 
Our work has been greatly facili­
tated by their efficient work, both 
m preparing cases for submission 
to this body, and in their assist­
ance in the examination of wit­
nesses and advice with reference 
■to proper procedure, and the law 
with reference to offenses. We 
would also commend the splendid 
work being rendered by Sheriff 
Virge Fester and staff. They have 
given us all information possible 
in investigating crimes, and in 
order .that the public might know 
we have found that during our 
session they have made numerous 
arrests on violations of the liquor 
laws. They have raided'11 places, 
confiscated five stills, including a 
great volume of intoxicating liq­
uors, beer, gin and imported wines, 
all o f which goes to show that the 
liquor laws are being violated to 
excess. This, of course, can only 
toe eliminated by the close ob­
servance of the laws by the citi­
zenship as a whole; in so far as 
the law is concerned we have 
plenty of laws. What we need is 
co-operation of the public with the 
sheriff in apprehending those guilty 
and with the county attorney in 
the enforcement thereof, and bring 
about a condition of law enforce­
ment that Eastland county can 
justly be proud of.

Burglary Offense
We would call attention of the 

good citizens of this county to the 
offense of biu-glary and petty pil­
fering and stealing of all kinds 
among the children in sections of 
the county. Some of the youths 
are too young to be handled by 
the laws of our state. The num­
ber of complaints called to our 
attention makes it conclusive in 
our minds that this very deplor­
able condition must in some way 
be stopped, and we would report 
that there in only one way to 
make any progress to a betterment 
of these conditions is through the 
help, of the parents of these chil­
dren. If not through the parents,

CRIPPLED SALESMAN BURIED ALIVE AFTER
BEING TORTURED IN CEMETERY BY HOODLUMS

CHICAGO, Feb. 4. — George 
Wittbrod, 34, a crippled sales­
man, was rescued today from a 
box coffin in which he was 
placed by seven men who kid­
naped him, beat him, let him 
hang for an hour from a cross in 
a cemetery and then buried him 
alive.

A iarmer, passing the ceme­
tery before daybreak, heard 
stifled moans and called police. 
Wittbrod’s coffin was found in 
a deep ditch where he had been 
tossed after a night of torture 
unequalled in the history of 
Chicago crime.

The salesman said he was on 
his way borne from a pool room 
late last night when the seven 
men seized him in an alley and 
knocked him unconscious.

They taunted him when he

awoke in an automobile with 
seven men and told him they 
were taking him for a “ride” he 
said. His feet and hands were 
tied.

Hanged on Cross
They took him to All Saint's 

cemetery, he said, he was drag­
ged from the automobile and 
suspended on a high cross. He 
was left hanging there and as 
his body became numb from ex­
posure the hoodllums watched 
and laughed.

They were leaving, he told 
when he managed. to jerk one 
hand free. One of the men 
saw his move and called the | 
ethers back. Seeing the rough j 
box near by the gang leader i 
suggested they take Wittbrod 
down from the cross and bury | 
him alive.

He was cut down, placed in | 
the box, his hands and feet j

retied and a burlap sack placed 
over his head. The lid of the 
box was nailed down, the box 
hoisted onto a convenient wheel 
barrow.

Nearby was a half dug grave 
which grave diggers had left un­
finished last night. An attempt 
was made to force the rough 
coffin into the grave but it 
would not fit when laid hori­
zontally. It was stood on end in 
the grave while the men debated 
whether to get a shovel and dig 
the hole bigger.

Tire men. Wittbrod said, fin­
ally removed the box from the 
grave, fastened it to the back 
of their automobile, started 
away at rapid speed and cut the 
box loose. The coffin rolled from 
the roadway into the ditch 
where Wittbrod was found face 
downward in the box, half dead 
of the treatment he had received.

GAS CONSUMERS 
COMPLAINING 

OF HIGH BILLS

STORY TRUE, 
VANDERBILT’S 

LETTER SAYS

LOS ANGELES, Feb. 4.—“Sure, 
the story is true,” Cornelius Van­
derbilt Jr., said in a letter receiv­
ed today, regarding the Butler- 
Mussolini incident.

The former publisher, writing a 
close friend in Los Angeles, said 
that a visit he had made with 
Premier Benito Mussolini in 1926, 
formed the basis for assertions 
made by General Smedley D. But­
ler.

Vanderbilt for the first time 
disclosed himself as the source of 
Gen. Butler’s information to the 
effect that Mussolini's automobile 
killed a child and moved on with 
out stopping.

RANGER, Feb, 4. — Gas bills for 
the past month that are equal or 
almost equal to the bills for January 
a year ago have provoked a flood of 
protests and complaints from chc 
citizens of Ranger.

The month just ended was one 
of the mildest Januarys in the his­
tory of this section while January 
1930, was the coldest in 30 years.

Yet one citizen reports that his 
gas bill for last month was $19.80 
as compared to $18.60 for January 
a year ago. Numerous citizens de­
clare that their bills for last month 
are almost as great as for January 
cf 1930, in many instances there 
being only a dollar’s difference.

In January of last year, there 
were two days when the tempera­
ture fell below zero — the first 
time since 1899. One morning 
the temperature dropped to three 
degrees below zero, and seme resi­
dents declared it was even lower 
than that. There were 14 days in 
which the average mean tempera­
ture was freezing or below. Ice 
almost paralyzed traffic on the 
highways for several days. People 
could not walk with safety on the 
glass-like pavement. A man froze 
to death near Rising Star. Many 
people were injured by falls on the 
sidewalks here. For two weeks 
many houses were without running 
water as the pipes were frozen.

In contrast to the conditions of 
January, 1930, there was only one 
snow last month. It is doubtful if 
any water pipes have frozen for 
many householders have not even 
found it necessary to cut off the 
water a single time this winter.

In fact, it has_ been probably the 
mildest January in 30 years — in 
contrast to last January which was 
the coldest in 30 years.

Yet one business establishment 
reports its bill for last month was 
$50.40 as compared to $52.80 for 
January a year ago. In 1930, the 
stoves were kept going all ’ night 
so the building would be warm for 
the workers the next day. This 
year, the weather has been so 
pleasant that, even during the day­
time, there have been many hours 
when all stoves were turned off.

PAMPA, feb. 4. — Two bandits 
held up the First State bank of 
Alanreed, 35 miles south of here, 
and escaped today with $1,800 after 
seriously wounding Jim Bryant, 55, 
when he failed to understand their 
command to hold up his hands.

The bandits entered the bank 
when it opened at 9 a. m. today and 
ordered E. D. Hedrick, cashier, and 
Miss Jennie Sherrod, his assistant, 
to get down on the floor.

While they were scooping the 
money into a flour sack, Bryant 
walked into the bank. One of the 
men commanded him to put up his 
hands.

Bryant, who is almost deaf, fail­
ed to comprehend tire situation. He 
asked the bandit to repeat the com­
mand. The robber fired, the bullet 
penetrating Bryant’s abdomen.

Bryant was taken to a Clarendon 
hospital where physicians said lie 
would recover.

A quickly organized posse of de­
puties and citizens under the lead­
ership of Sheriff Lon L. Blanscep 
began a search throughout the dis­
trict for the two bandits. All high­
ways are being watched-closely.

One man was found near Alanreed 
by the side of an overturned coupe. 
Posse members returned him to 
Alanreed for identification.

BANKER FOILS 
ROBBERY

MEXIA, Feb. 4. •— Two unmasked 
bandits attempted to hold up the 
Oakwood State bank of Oakwood 
near here at 11:45 a. m. today but 
were frightened away when R. R. 
Wyiic, vice-president and cashier 
shot at the pair from his desk.

The bandits fled from town in an 
automobile with a posse trailing 
close behind. They went in the di­
rection of Buffalo.

Wylie was working at his desk 
lie saw the bandits approach L. L. 

After firing 
one shot he followed the pair to the 
street and fired again as they enter­
ed their automobile. Wylie believes 
his second shot struck one of tlie 
bandils.

AUCKLAND, New Zealand, Feb. 
4.—The extent of disaster caused by 
Tuesday’s earthquake was indicated 
today by the first report of organ­
ized relief forces which invaded the 
Ruined cities of Hawkes Bay region.

With the death toll in three of the 
stricken cities placed at about 431 
and with other regions unreported, a 
general order was issued for evacua­
tion pf the flourishing city of Napier, 
famous resort town on the eastern 
coast of North Island.
