In Garcia Murder Probe

Brenda Gail Perry An-
drews, 25, of Austin was in
the Eastland County jail Fri-
day after her arrest earlier
in the week on charges filed
against her by a special
grand jury in the four year
old Debra Garcia murder
case.

Andrews was being held
without bond as the new in-
dictment charged her with
capital murder, murder, ag-
gravated kidnapping and
robbery, authorities said.

Also named in indictments
were Richard Edward Hin-
ton, 51, Rising Star; Joe
Thomas Perry, 45, address
unknown; Pat Dwayne
Starr, 22, Cisco, and
Elizabeth Ann Perry
Peacock, 18, of Cisco.
Previously arrested were
Pat Starr and Elizabeth Ann
Perry Peacock.

The five persons were
named in sealed indictments
last June 27 after an in-
vestigation by Special Pro-
secutor Bill Hart, Eastland
attorney.

Andrews and Peacock are
sisters and the daughters of
Perry. Hinton is Perry’s
brother-in-law.

Andrews was indicted in
1982 on a capital murder
count but in December, 1983,
four days before she was
scheduled to go on trial, she
pleaded no contest to a lesser
charge of criminal con-
sg_iracy and was given a
10-year probated sentence.

At the trial, she signed a
statement saying she helped
Charles LeFlore, convicted
as the murderer of Mrs. Gar-
cia, in escaping but she did
not have a part in the killing.

Bill Buckner, Andrew’s at-
torney in the first case, told
an interviewer that he does
not understand how Andrews
can be indicted on a capital
murder charge a second
time after she had been con-
victed on the lesser charge.

“I'm at loss to understand
how this can be done in the
Texas and American legal
system,” he said. He added
that the U.S. constitution
prohibits people from being
brought to trial twice on the
same charge if a verdict
already has been rendered.
The concept is usually called
double jeopardy, he said.

the Peacock indictment. At
the time of the shooting,
Peacock - then Elizabeth
Perry — was 14 years of age
and a legal juvenile. The in-
dictment charges her as an
adult, and Texas law pro-
vides that a juvenile must be
15 before being ordered to
trial as an adult.

Hart added that **My posi-
tion i1s that evidence about
her involvement did not sur-
face until after she had
became an adult; therefore,
the juvenile court has no
jurisdiction.”

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County Faces Lawsuit

Over Front

A Ranger man turned the
tables on Eastland County
commissioners and filed a
lawsuit to collect money for
repairs he made on the coun-
ty's front end loader.

Eastland County commis-
sioners voted Aug. 12 to file
suit against Ira Calvin
Ainsworth of Ranger of
Ainsworth Dozer Service to
recover the disputed front
end loader valued at more
than $25,000. Ainsworth has
held the machine at an un-
discolsed location since Oc-
tober 1983.

According to Ainsworth's
suit, labor and parts total
$6,165.96. Ainsworth,
represented by attorney
Keith Woodley from Coman-
che, also is asking for in-
terest on the past due ac-
count and $2,000 for attorney
fees.

When asked if the commis-
sioner's decision to sue pro-
mpted his own action,
Ainsworth replied, ‘‘No, I
don't think so. After two
years, I'm tired of waiting
for my money.”

“There were no com-
plaints on my work. They
made a mistake, on their
part; but I don’t think I
made one. The commis-

sioners do their work, and I
just try and do mine,” he
said.

Ainsworth’s suit requests
that the front end loader be
sold and in the indebtness
paid off with the balance go-
ing to the county.

Before a vote to file the
suit was taken by commis-
sioners Aug. 12, comrnis-
sioners agreed that
Blackwell, who was too ill to
attend that meeting, failed tc
advertise for bids before
repairs were made. By law,
any expense or purchase
over $5,000 requires bid.

It was decided at that time
to seek a writ of attachment
and request Eastland County
Sheriff Don Underwood to in-
struct Ainsworth to produce
the loader, and it would be
stored until the matter was
settled.

Precinct 1 Commissioner
Richard Robinson made the
motion to file the suit against
Ainsworth and seek
damages for the time
Ainsworth held the equip-
ment.

Robinson's response was,
“I'm glad it's finally going to
be settled. My main concern
is getting the front end
loader back in use in
Precinct 2 where it belongs.”

Other commissioners were
either unavailable for com-
ment or unaware of the suit.
