Slacker Lists
Still Withheld

Many Have not Yet Returned Lists  
so That Records o f  Slackers May 
Be Published— Boards Urged To  
Send in Corrected Lists at Once.

The work of publishing the  “ slack­
e r  lists’' is yoing slowly these  days, 
because of  delay in ge t t ing  the lists 
checked by fo rm er  members of d ra f t  
boards. The W ar  D epa rtm en t has 
been try ing  to  speed up the checking 
and  now promises or th rea ten s  to  
publish the  rem ain ing  lists unchecked 
unless the fo rm er  members of the lo­
cal boards snap into it.

The lists were sent ou t  to  the  lo­
cal boards and to  a d ju ta n ts  general 
o f  the  S ta tes  and in some cases to 
American Legion posts and. o the r  o r ­
ganizations to  be checked to  remove 
th e  names of those Who served o r  who 
died subsequent to reg is tra tion  and 
a r e  entitled under  W ar  D epartm en t 
policy to  have the ir  nam es removed.

The W a r  D epartm en t says ample 
t im e has elapsed fo r  the  checking and 
th a t  the  lists should all have been r e ­
tu rned ,  bu t  adm its  th a t  ab o u t  1,000 
lists have n o t  ye t  been re turned . 
A n o th e r  chance has been given the  
boards and organizations, and if  the  
lists don’t  come back checked toot 
sweet they a re  to  be published w ith­
out checking .

The ad ju tan ts  general o f  Maryland 
and  U tah were listed on Ju ly  30 as 
not having re tu rned  any lists, w ith  the 
Indiana ad ju tan t  general behind 41 
lists from  a perfec t  score, W yom ing 
short six lists, and West V irginia 18 
lists. The ra t in g  of  the S ta tes  as to  
the  num ber  of  local boards’ lists not 
checked and re tu rned  on the same 
da te  as follows: New York, P ennsyl­
vania, Illinois, Texas, Massachusetts, 
New Je rsey ,  Minnesota, Michigan.

The Federal Reserve Bank s ta tem en t  
is an indicator and barom eter  o f  the  
s ta te  of business th roughou t the 
co u n try  T here  are  other signs th a t  
business is beginning to revive and 
while the revival will be slow, it is en ­
courag ing  to know tha t  the bottom 
has been reached and th a t  the move­
m en t can now be expected upward.

An im portant factor  in the revival 
of business has been the good wheat 
crop and the big export movement of 
th is  crop and o the r  commodities. Our 
fore ign trade ,  impeded as if is with 
m any handicaps, is the  th ing  th a t  is 
pulling us out of the hole. This is a 
fa c t  th a t  is not to be overlooked when 
m easures  a re  up for  consideration 
whose effect would be to  fu r th e r  h an ­
dicap this trade .— Haskell F ree  Press.

strong. U nfor tuna te ly ,  too, he has 
destroyed confidence in all banks, as 
ev deuced by the  huge bank • g cem e­
te ry  tha t  will stand as an  everlasting 
monum ent to  the folly of the present 
Ri.-erve Banking System The mis­
chief th a t  has been accomplished by 
advertis ing  a panic broadcast to  the 
coun tiy  wll not be overcome in years. 

,The loss if confidence alone in the 
banks of the nation will take years 
to regain.

Before the enactm ent of the s tale 
banking law, which permitted  the  o r ­
ganization and operation  of s tate 
banks, with the gu a ra n ty  fea tu re ,  few 
deposited the ir  money in nanks. By 
much newspaper propaganda, by the 
country  press especially, and constant 
and judic ious advertis ing  on the  part 
of country  panks, many rusty  dollars 
were brough from hiding and put in 
circulation. Since the Reserve Sys­
tem has done its mischief so well, fo r­
m er conditions of hoard ing  will prob­
ably prevail unless much publicity is 
given to the  s tabili ty  o f  our really 
solvent financial institu tions, to  stem 
the tide thnt perhaps has a lready set 
in. Banks must have *.'ne confidence 
of the  people >r they wi'l not func­
tion. Who is responsible f it this 
lost Confidence? Iso t it the in ' t i tu -  
tion which was organized I protect 
the m em ber banks b u t  instead ad­
vertised the  most d isastrous panic the 
American Union ever experienced?

Is Mr H ard ing  a weakling or  is he 
the tool of some g rea t  financial in­
te rests  who sought to increase their 
easily-earned millions by making the 
purchasing power of  the dollar many 
times g re a te r  T here  be those who 
en terta in  such ..pinions.

Yes, revival of business will be slow 
but a good wheat cr..p alone will not 
do the  work. P rosperi ty  must come 
by the  same agencies which destroyed 
it— banks m ust do it. and the Reserve 
System is the s. urcc. the re  is where 
is m ust s ta rt .  But not by propagan­
da. but by raising the financial h a r ­
riers and let the coin of the realm cir­
culate am -ng tht people

W arren H. Hollister of Granville, 

N. Y., president o f  the  Revere Oil 
Company, has reached F o rt  W orth, 
from  which place he will s ta r t  on a 
to u r  of inspection of the nor th  cen ­
tra l  Texas oil -fields. Mr. Hollister 
was seen by a represen ta t ive  of the  
S tar-Telegram , and had the follow­
ing to  say on th e  oil s i tuation :

T here  is a slow bu t s teady  and 
su re  im provem ent in the  general 
business outlook in the  East ,  a c ­
cording to  W arren  H. Hollis ter of 
Granville. N. Y., who has arrived 
in F o rt  W orth  from where he will 
make a survey  of  the  N orth  Central 
T exas  oil fields. Hollister is presi­
den t of the Revere Oil Company 
and will make an  inspection tou r  of 
the  Revere properties. He has ex­
tensive oil in te rests  here and d u r ­
ing the past th re e  years  has spent 
considerable t im e in the  Texas 
fields.

“ The outlook for  the  petroleum 
industry  is good,” said Hollister, 
“ and I see no th ing  in sight th a t  will 
keep us from  haf ing  $2 oil within 
the  next yea r

“ I do not look for  any  rapid ad ­
vance in the price of  c rude  bu t I 
do look for  a g radua l improvement 
and  one th a t  will be substancial. 
This will be much b e t te r  fo r  the 
industry  than should we have a sud­
den boom.

“ One th ing  th a t  leads me to the 
opinion tha t the  oil industry  is still 
in good fav o r  is the  fac t  tha t  
ea r ly  in this  y e a r  a t  least 90 per  
cen t  of ou r  stockholders took ad ­
vantage of a little re f inanc ing  o ffe r  
th e  company m ade .”

Hollister said th a t  money is p len­
t ifu l  in the East. He said it seems 
ra th e r  slow f ind ing  its w ay  into the  
r eg u la r  channels of industry  though 
confidence is being restored  every ­
where. He reports  th a t  co t ton  mills 
have reopened and are  run n in g  day 
and  n igh t in many instances. He 
said building was slow because of 
th e  labor s ituation  and hardw are  
prices.

The Revere Oil Com pany is car- 
ry ingon an extensive drilling cam ­
paign in the  Eastland-S tephens 
C ounty  field. F o u r  wells a re  drill­
ing in Stephens county, one in 
E ast land  and one in Young "County. 
The company has abou t 600 barrels  
o f  settled production in this  t e r r i ­
tory.

Col. Forbes w anted the  au thori ty  
fo r  hospitalization put in the  hands 
of  the W ar Risk Bureau, and he w an t­
ed a program  adopted by which dis­
abled veterans  should be in Govern­
m en t hospitals and not in private  or 
local institutions on a per  diem basis 

Offer* Remedy
He also suggested th a t  the way to 

clear up the compensation claims of 
disabled vets was to cu t  ou t  the  red 
tape and “ aff idav i t ism ” now prevail­
ing, act on cases prom ptly ,  give the  
lisabled men the benefit  o f  the  doubt 

and then la te r  reexam ine them. A 
reexam ination would, he said, elemi- 
p a te  the m alingerers who do no t de­
serve compensation, while cu t t in g  the 
red tape would g ra n t  quick re lief  to 
the  men in genuine need.

The rem arks of the W a r  Risk Di­
rec tor  abou t the  Johnson  City Home 
brought back some protests ,  but also 
some approval. The Johnson City 
S ta f f ,  published a t  th a t  place, ed i to r­
ially admits th a t  Col. Farbes  was pro­
bably r ight abou t it, and th a t  the 
Home ought to be put under a  w ar de- 

a r tm e n t  instead un d er  a special 
board  of governors Complaints a- 
bout F o r t  McHenry, which is on the 
Baltimore w a te r fron t ,  have been nu­
merous fo r  month*, the criticisms be­
ing chiefly ab o u t  its location as unfit 
fo r  a  hospital.

Col. Forbes intimated th a t  " there

He then fired a few shots at people 

who have been charging fees from 
disabled vets fo r  pressing th e ir  com­
pensation claims before the  W a r  Risk 
Bureau. He called them "parasites, 
robbing and bleeding ex-service m en.” 
He said the difficulties ab o u t  g e t ­
t in g  action in the  Bureau should

would have no excuse fo r  existing.

The reexam ination of  the  whole 
! ou r  and a ha lf  million of ex-service 
1 men, to  determ ine w hethe r  they  have 
any  present disabilities, would be one 
way of clearing up the  compensation 
question and placing it on a sound 
and sane foundation fo r  all time. He 
though t it m ight be cheape r  in the 
long run than  the  piece-meal process 
of w ait ing  fo r  claims to  be filed, since 
claims are  being filed a t  th e  r a te  of 

! a lm ost  one thousand  a day a t  the 
p resen t  time.

The Walsh committee, having made

Coining into th is  section Mr. Al­
ford, like most o f  those who came 
out here about th a t  time, engaged 
in the ca tt le  business when free  
grass was the  o rder  of the  day, and 
before  barbed wire was extensively 
used. A few years la te r  bared wire 
car.n- and the coun try  began to be cut 
up with  wire fences, “ bu t m any 
fences were also cu t ,”  s ta ted  Mr. 
Alforo. However before  barbed 
wire was used the  f i rs t  fences were 
made of smooth wire. Barbed wire 
was selling at th a t  tim e at ten cents 
per  pound.

Mr. A lford s ta ted  th a t  his fa th e r  
commenced buying land soon a f te r  
they  came a t  $1 per  acre. His 
neighbors told him he was th row ing  
his money away, th a t  th is  land 
would never be of any  value. But 
he has lived to  see the  same sell fo r  
$40 to  50 per acre.

Its 
a r t  riches, Its w ealth  of l i te rary  t r e a s ­
ures  exceed in in teres t  and in value 
any  o ther  single collection ever  made.

I t  is 
said the  dem onstra tion  was a p e r ­
fe c t  success, and would save many 
thousand dollars o f  oil th a t  is des­
troyed annually , should this device 
be universally adopted.

The S tar-Telegram  ha= the  follow­
ing to say regard ing  the  dem onstra- 
t i o n :

“ Representatives **f several oil and 
ref in ing companies with  headquar­
te rs  in F o r t  W orth  T hursday  m orn ­
ing witnessed a dem onstra tion  of 
the  MeCahoon au tom atic  oil drain 
a t  the dem onstration  p lan t on the 
N orth  Side. A tank  con ta in ing  290 
barrels  o f  oil was set a f i re  and the 
conten ts  drained in to  a concrete r e ­
ceptacle tank  in fo u r  minutes and 
tw enty  seconds.

“ The invention is designed to solve 
the problem of f ires  in oil tanks, 
from which oil companies annually  
su f fe r  losses runn ing  into the h u n ­
dreds of thousands. I t  works a u to ­
matically. The fire m elts  a lead 
link, the repy  releasing a t rap  door 

iin the bottom of the  ta n k  and a l ­
lowing the  oil to pass from  the 
burn ing  tank  th rough  a pipe line to 
a concrete receptacle tank  located 
a short distance away.

“ The mechanism w orked per fec t­
ly on the te s t  T hursday , which wa- 
the  ninth one made. The link m elt­
ed and the  t r a p  was released in 
tw en ty  seconds; in fo u r  minutes 
the  steel tank  had been emptied and 
the  oil drained out. In ten  minutes 
the  fire  had burned itself  out.  The 
loss of oil was es timated at tw o  b a r ­
rels. less than  1 per  cent o f  the  to ­
tal

In addition to  saving the  oil in 
case of fire ,  the  inventors point out 
the  mechanism also saves the steel 
ta n k  in it self  a big item .”
