dred  gallons of m ilk. A com ­
plete bakery  takes care of 
b read  and pastries. The food 
is very  excellent.

Needless to add 
th a t the classes a re  well fill­
ed.

“Beware insurance sw indlers 
and repo rt any recent im prop­
erly  handled dealings w ith  in ­
surance agents.”

T hat’s the w arning from  
County Sheriff L. E. (Lefty) 
Sublett, who reported  S a tu r­
day tha t num erous fraudulen t 
sales have been reported  to his 
departm ent this week, mostly 
by elderly, pensioned persons 
who have been slow in repo rt­
ing im proper handling of their 
insurance protection purchas­
es,

“A pparently  our county had 
a num ber of insurance sw ind­
le rs  last sum m er during June 
and Ju ly ,” he said, “offering 
policies and hospitalization 
protection to older, m any of 
w hom  are  otherw ise uninsur- 
able, taking the ir money and 
leaving town. We’ve had sev­
eral reports from persons who 
said th a t they never received 
the ir policy, and w hen they

w rote the company, a repu tab ­
le, established firm , w ere in ­
form ed tha t the agents nam ed 
w ere not affilia ted  w ith  the 
com pany.”

“We’ve tu rned  up four d if­
feren t agents nam es and be­
lieve tha t two of them  are cor­
rect,” he said, “We’re check­
ing w ith  bondsmen and have 
placed holds’ on them .”

Persons who have bought in ­
surance protection w ithin the 
past 60 to 90 days and feel 
th a t a “reasonable" length of 
tim e has elapsed for them  to 
have received the ir policy, are 
asked to contact th e ir  local 
la\y enforcem ent agency or the 
sh e riffs  departm ent, S ublett 
said.

A nd in entering into new  ne­
gotiations for coverage, be sure 
of your agent, he said.Have 
him identify  him self and prove 
his com pany affiliation before 
tu rn ing  money over to him.

For Furnishing 
Employees W-2

Em ployers are required  to 
furnish Form  W-2, showing 
income and social security  tax 
inform ation, to a ll th e ir  em ­
ployees on or before F ebruary  
1, according to A rth u r E. Fo­
gle, Jr., A dm inistrative Offi­
cer of the In ternal Revenue 
Service in Abilene.

Every year thousands of ta x ­
payers send in the ir tax  re tu rn s 
w ithout getting all the ir W-2’s, 
he reported. In past years, a 
few taxpayers have sent in a 
new  form 1040 or 1040A every  
tim e they receive a new W-2 
from  one of th e ir  m any em ­
ployers.
