US. LIGHTNINGS SHOT DOWN 
NINE AXIS TROOP SKIPS OFF 
TUNISIA COAST LAST N I G H T

ar-NORTH AFRICA, May 6. — American 
tillery set fire to the harbor area of Bizerte, 
Tunisia’s second city, today while ground 
forces pounded closer from both the west and 
southwest and the British First Arm y captured 
battle-scarred Djebel Bou Aoukaz, last for­
midable barrier guarding the plain leading to 
Tunis, the capital-.

Today s report said a formation of nine 
Axis airplanes was shot down by U. S. Light­
nings o ff the Tunisia coast. A  press dispatch 
from a forward air base said the nine included 
six air transports, at least two of which carried 
troops.

2nd Lieut. Richard Kenny of Coronado, 
Calif., said he saw “ soldiers climb out on the 
wings and struggle in the water’ ’ after he shot 
down two Italian transports which bore Nazi 
markings.

A  United Press dispatch from an advance 
Allied air base said reconnaissance planes re­
ported Allied artillery bombarding the Bizerte 
harbor area while bombers joined in the,,. as­
sault. Docks, wharves and shipyards were 
afire, the dispatch said. The fliers credited the 
gunners with setting most of the fires.

Flying Fortresses also set widespread fires 
in the harbor area of Tunis and nearby La 
Goulette, the dispatch said.

Franco-American troops captured 300 pris­
oners in their fighting advances toward Bizerte 
from the west and southwest, while the British 
First Arm y seized 30 more in its successful as­
sault on Djebel Bou Aoukaz.

(A  German report broadcast by Berlin 
Radio said 13 of 24 attacking tanks were 
knocked out east of Mateur yesterday, while 
the Italians reported the Axis was engaged in 
“ hard, defensive fighting.’ ’ )

The capture of Djebel Bou Aoukaz, I 1 
miles northeast of Medjez El Bab, climaxed a 
week-long see-saw battle and brought the Brit­
ish to within six miles of Tebourba and 21 
miles of Tunis, the capital. Farther south, 
other First Arm y troops already hold positions 
less than 20 miles west of Tunis.

American troops operating on the British 
left flank also had driven to within six miles of 
Tebourba from the west.

The main portion of the 2nd U. S. Corps 
farther north pressed its drive on Bizerte, beat­
ing o ff several counter-attacks and capturing 
“ part of an important feature’ ’ in fierce fight­
ing south of Lake Achkel, the communique 
said.

Tlie latest triumph officially re­
corded is the transatlantic flight 
of a British transport plane, pilot­
ed by Capt. W. S. May of Montre­
al. He flew 2,200 miles from 
Newfoundland to Britain in a 
Liberator plane, in six hours and 
20 minutes. Then, a few days 
later, these figures were cut to 
six hours and 12 minutes by an­
other airman.

FAITH .

Here’s a man who certainly has 
confidence in his Uncle Sam. He 
is Simon Kronick, wounded vet­
eran of World War I, who had 
never cashed his bonus from that 
war.

The element that made this in­
cident notable is its demonstra­
tion of faith. Simon believed in 
the first place that he could get 
along without using up that bonus 
the first minute he could cash it. 
He proved this faith by getting 
along without it all these years. 
It was a backlog freeing him from 
fear. He believed, moreover, that 
his government would be able to 
give him the cash whenever he 
asked for it. In this, too, he was 
justified.

Now, he still believes that the 
United States government is sound 
and will remain so. He is lending 
that bonus money, with some 
more, back to Uncle Sam.

Plenty of Americans join him 
in his faith, and are proving it by 
their response to the recent war 
loan drive. With the faith of 
those at home, and the works of 
the fighting forces, how can 
America be stopped?

AFRICA.

Whatever the Axis wants in 
the way of new territory, it can 
hardly be Africa and its riches. 
Broadly speaking, there are no 
such riches.

Most people think an, unde­
veloped continent must necessari­
ly contain great wealth. That is 
•not always so. It is true only to 
a limited extent of Australia, and 
is is not true of Africa.

Albert Q. Maisel, the author of 
a new book called “Africa: Facts 
and Forecasts,”  finds that the 
continent is both poverty-strick­
en and likely to remain so. South 
Africa has gold and diamonds, but 
there is no market for gold, and 
the great diamond mines are shut 
down. Egypt does well in long- 
staple cotton, cocoa is marketable, 
and palm oil, tin and rubber will 
command sales as long as the Far 
East is out of the picture. But 
almost everything else produced 
there is produced more cheaply

in all but a few parts unbearably 
hot. The heat could perhaps be 
borne and the diseases stamped 
out if it were worth the effort; 
but Maisel says Africa is not 

i worth it. Certainly the Italians 
I almost lost their shirts in their 
effort to develop one part of it.

Truk is a name to remember. 
Located in the Caroline Islands, 
it is the great Japanese naval base 
of the South Pacific.
