Shot To Death
W ith a jagged hole in the top of his 

head and his mouth filled w ith blood, 
the lifeless body of George H artness, 
local represen tative of the M erchants 
F ast M otor Lones, was found ju s t off 
the Base-Line road, four m iles w est 
of Cisco la s t Friday. The location 
where the body w as found was ju s t off 
lie road near the farm  home of Oscar 

Penn, Mrs. Penn discovered the body. 
The car of H artness was parked a t the 
death spot. Mr. Penn reported  the 
gruesom e fjnd to the officers.

This tragedy was the culm ination of 
a  h ijacking episode in which H artness 
was the reputed victim. A report was 
sent out from  F o rt W orth Tuesday, 
May 1 to the effect th a t he had been 
hijacked, and the money, $344.20, of 
which $55 was his individual funds, 
was taken  from him by a  m an who 
had accosted him a t Cisco to convey 
some, luggage tha t he had a t the Blue 
and W hite to u ris t camp, and was in 
a hurry , so he decided to go out and 
pick it up and re tu rn  to the F irs t 
N ational bank and make his deposit, 
and then  continue on to C entral Tex­
as, w here he had planned a trip . But 
when reaching the to u ris t camp was 
forced to keep driving, as the man 
w ith him  had placed a gun against his 
side and told him  to keep going. He 
stated  th a t when nearing E astland  his 
passenger robbed him  of the cash and 
checks, pistol and w atch, and then 
forcing him to continue driving till 
they reached Lake W orth. There he 
forced him  to leave the car and the 
m an drove off and left him  a foot. 
A fter telling  his company of the inci 
dent he re tu rned  home Monday night, 
and w as told th a t the car and his p is­
tol had been found w here it had been 
abandoned in F o rt W orth.

Mr. L. L. Hooker, local CWA adm in­
is tra to r, w as the victim  of a  serious 
akitomobile crash  W ednesday, while 
re tu rn ing  from  a zone m eeting of the 
relief w orkers of th is d istric t, held a t 
Albany. The accident occurred about 
four m iles th is side of Albany, and a 
passer-by discovered Mr. H ooker in 
an unconscious condition and notified 
an  am bulance company a t  Albany, 
who came out and picked him  up and 
brought him  to the G raham  san ita r­
ium. Mr. H ooker rem ained in an  un­
conscious sta te  till early  T hursday 
morning, bu t little  p articu la rs  as to 
the accident could be ascerta ined  from 
him. The Citizen w as told th a t one 
of the tires blew out, and a radius rod 
of the car was broken, and the car 
was found to have turned  over twice.

H ospital a ttendan ts sta ted  th a t Mr. 
Hooker had no broken bones, head or 
in ternal injuries, bu t w as ra th e r badly 
bruised, and was suffering more from 
the bruises and shock of the accident. 
However, it w as sta ted  th a t the pa­
tien t was doing as well as could be 
expected.

dead Friday, before the shock of his 
kidnaping had subsided, was decided­
ly the biggest sensation of the month, 
and was certain ly  the severest shock 
th a t his friends had ever experienced.

Justice  Joe W ilson, Constable Hicks 
and Patro lm an G ustafson w ent to the 
scene of the tragedy as soon as the 
m atte r was reported by Oscar Penn. 
The body was found by the side of the 
car, which had been driven a short 
distance from the road, indicating he 
fired the shot while sitting  on the 
runningboard  and had slum ped over. 
A .45 calibre Colt’s single action six- 
shooter was found underneath  [the 
body, w ith two empty shells in  the 
chamber. Exam ination of the wound 
revealed th a t the fa ta l shot entered 
the mouth and emerged from the 
crown of his head, leaving the ugly 
jagged hole to tell the aw ful tragedy.

Justice  W ilson held the inquest and 
re tu rned  a verdict of suicide late F r i­
day afternoon.

Green’s F uneral Home prepared the 
body for burial, and in probing the 
wound there was a clearance from the 
crown of his head into his mouth.

A R E  W E T O D A Y  IC A R IA N S

Under the sub-caption “The 
pendulum of social behavior 
may swing beyond liberalism if 
not checked,” Dale Miller, in 
The Texas Weekly discusses 
prohibition repeal, horse racing 
and a proposted national lottery. 
Speaking of horse racing The 
Texas Weekly says in part:

“H orse racing has become so popu­
la r  in  Texas th a t the revenue which 
pours into th is sport is arousing  com­
p lain ts from m erchants in the affected 
cities. I t is no secret now th a t the 
money w agered a t the tracks often in ­
ju re  business. This is tru e  not only 
of the la rg e r establishm ents, such as 
departm ent stores, but also of many 
sm all concerns. A haird resser, whose 
beauty shop ca te rs to D allas society, 
rem arked the o ther day th a t her bus­
iness inevitably drops off about the 
second week of a racing season be­
cause her patrons are  directing the ir 
tim e and money to the races. More­
over, she added, collection of bills a l­
ways is difficult during, and im m e­
diately following, a racing  season.

“Perhaps the c learest indication of 
this public tendency to abuse liber­
alism  is afforded by the m anner in 
w hich the races excite th e  working 
classes generally. Many employers 
have complained th a t in tense in te rest 
generated  by th e  races among their 
office force often dem oralizes busi­
ness efficency. The chief c lerk  often 
acts as a clearing house for o ther em­
ployes, tak ing  th e ir money and plac­
ing it as directed, and th roughout the 
afternoon some one or o ther slips from 
the office to  buy the la te s t ex tra  on 
the streets. S tenographers, during 
lu lls  in dictation, w ill busily compute 
probable pay-off odds in  a  corner of 
the ir tablets, and various clerks going 
to  the halls  for drinks of w ater will 
lo iter together in  w hispering groups 
Where th e  ho ttest tips a re  discussed. 
All of th is is e ither serious or not, ac­
cording to how you look a t it. B ut it 
does indicate, I think, too avid an ap ­
petite for a sport which should con­
stitu te  only p leasan t diversion or a 
means of testing  one’s luck in a mild 
and harm less way. Of course, it 
should be rem em bered th a t these rac ­
ing seasons com prise only about six 
weeks of th e  year in  only th e  four 
la rgest Texas cities.”

What may be classed as a 
warning against our probable 
abuse of liberalism, The Texas 
Weekly refers to the unfortun­
ate fate of Icarus, son of Daed­
alus, the Grecian architect, as 
contained in a story of classical 
mythology as of contemporary 
significance:

“In  a desperate effort to escape 
from the island of Crete w ith his fa th ­
er, he took flight into the sky on m ag­
nificent wings. H igher and higher he 
soared, im prudently  leaving the world 
fa r below, un til suddenly th e  sun 
melted the wax by which his wings 
were attached, and he fell into the 
sea and was drowned.”

Denying its opposition to 
this liberal trend; which may 
be inferred in pointing out 
these things, The Texas Week­

ly continues:
“Repeal of sta te  prohibition is nec­

essary  and legalization of pari-m utuel 
betting to give v ita lity  to horse ra c ­
ing was desirable, I think, but th a t 
does not m ean th a t we m ust ignore 
the ir unpleasan t effects.”

But most of us will recall that 
it wias the abuse of our liber­
alism that precipitated prohi­
bition, and banished horserac­
ing. The saloon business was 
profitable when legitimately 
conducted. In fact those who 
really made money from the 
sale of liquor were those who 
conducted their business ac­
cording to law. Others who 
were not satisfied with a legit­
imate profit but adulterated 
their beverages, turned their 
places of business into dives 
where criminals were harbored, 
permitted gambling in the same 
building, or in adjoining room, 
probably in the second story, 
wBre the ones who never show­
ed a profit, and were soon forc­
ed out of business.

It was entering “ringers” in­
to the races and other crooked 
practices of the races that 
caused the real sportsmen to 
withdraw their patronage. 
Thus left to the crooked horse 
owners and gamblers the sport 
fell into disrepute, and its out­
lawing was easy.

Now that the sport has been 
revived, and the breeding of 
good horses is again a possi­
bility, it is up to racing offi­
cials to see that we do not abuse 
our present liberalism or it will 
be short-lived. They must see 
that the “pendulum of social be­
havior does not swing beyond 
liberalism.”

FO R  C L E A N E R  PICTURES

At last there is a move start­
ed for cleaner pictures to be 
shcAvin in our show houses. , It 
seems that the appeal to sex 
has about run its course, or 
should have. There has been 
enough nudity exhibited on the 
screen in recent years to satiate 
the most disreputable libertine 
in the land, and it is now the 
younger people who find the sex 
pictures appealing. Just why 
the public wants to see a wo­
man half dressed on the screen 
is not explained, for evidently 
the public demands this class of 
pictures or the producers would 
not make them. The producer 
wants to give his public just 
what it wants. This is all right 
for mature men and women, but 
the effect is demoralizing on 
children. If I were the father 
of a young girl I would certain­
ly want to know what kind of 
picture was being shown before 
I would permit her to go, unat­
tended, to see any picture. But 
this is not being done now. The 
fdjther or mother givfes (their 
cliild the price and turns her 
free to see whatever picture 
that may be exhibited, often to 
be rid of the child while the 
mother attends her club or some 
other social function.

The Roman Catholics have 
launched a movement for clean­
er pictures. On the third Sun­
day after Easter the Catholics 
of the nation were asked to sign 
t'he pledge of the Legion of De­
cency. The Catholic priest at 
Alice, Tex., has contributed a 
story, protesting against lewd 
pictures, closing with this sen­
tence :

“Then our children, on their 
•wray to school, will not be con­
fronted with pictures of naked­
ness on billboards, handbills, 
etc. If today we have so many 
cases of sex-maddened morons, 
what will the next generation 
bring?”

Improved Pasture Pays

IMPROVED pastures are  a cheap 
source of feed for stock. A farm er 

in New Hampshire, cooperating with 
his county agent top-dressed his 5 
acres of pasture with 600 pounds of 
complete fertilizer a t a cost of $75, re­
ports the United States Department 
>f Agriculture. After 4 weeks he turned 
lis cows out on this pasture. Testa 
nade during the six weeks the cows 
irazed /there showed that his herd pro­
duced 7,000 pounds more milk than 
hey did in the same period the pre­
vious year, although the farm er had 
me cow fewer and fed 800 pounds less 
grain. Based on current milk prices 
ne made $189 on the extra milk and 
saved $16 on the grain, netting him 
an increase in income of $120.—U. S 
Department of Agriculture.

FOR FAILURE PROOF 
BANKING STRUCTURE
Speaker Outline* Threefold Co­

operation Between Bankers,
Government Official* and 

the Public to Maintain
Bank Standards* ___________

T W O  elements beside the bankers 
^  themselves are required in order to 

give the nation universally the type of 
banking tt should have, Francis H. Sis­
son, president of the American Bank­
ers Association, declared in a recent 
address. He said tha t the efficiency of 
government officials upon whom the 
people rely to supervise the banks 
properly, and the patronage of the 
people themselves are factors in the 
kind of banks a community shall have.

“There can be no question tha t the 
people of the United Statee should have 
banks immune from failure and wholly 
free from bad or questionable banking,1 
Mr. Sisson said. “It is not enough, as 
President Roosevelt has said, that 
while some bankers had been incompe­
tent or dishonest, this was not true in 
the vast majority of our banks. A sit­
uation should exist in which there is 
not even a small minority of bankers 
open to question. There should be no 
room for dishonesty or incompetency 
to exercise any influence in banking 
anywhere.

"W hile bad faith and bad manage­
ment enter the human factor in all 
types of business, their effects in bank­
ing should be surrounded by such spe­
cial safeguards as to render them no 
longer a factor in bank failures. The 
responsibility for bringing this about, 
however, cannot rest upon the bankers 
alone, for the means to accomplish it 
are not wholly in their hands. There 
are other essential elements.

“One is the efficiency ot government 
supervision. Since we rely 6 0  greatly 
upon supervision, it may, unless it is of 
the highest order in safeguarding the 
public interest, create a sense of false 
security. Supervision should render 
bad banking impossible, but it has 
failed to do so. There was super­
vision by presumably the highest type 
of bank supervisors in every one of the 
instances of questionable banking that 
has shocked the attention of the coun 
try during the past three years. There­
fore a thorough strengthening of super 
vision is clearly called for if the people 
are to rely on it to the fullest extent 
for the protection of their interests.

T he Public’s P art
“Another essential factor in main­

taining good banks involves the part 
played by the public in banking. There 
is certainly a responsibility on the peo­
ple themselves to support that type of 
banker whose rigid adherence to sound 
principles makes a sound bank, rather 
than to give their patronage to the easy 
going banker who may be easier to do 
business with, but whose methods cre­
ate a weak bank.

“Bank customers are charged with a 
great responsibility in protecting the 
safety of their banks in respect to their 
utilization of the assets of the banks as 
borrowers. Banks have failed because 
many of their loans and securities, cre­
ated in good faith by bankers in coop­
erating with the business interests of 
the country, proved unsound under sub­
sequent conditions. An unsound loan is 
created by the borrower as well as the 
banker. A bank is only as sound as its 
community, and this applies also to the 
banking s tr 'e tu re  as a whole in rela­
tion to the economic condition of the 
nation as a whole.

“A bank is truly a semi-public insti­
tution, but in a reciprocal sense—it has 
its obligations to the public, but so has 
the public equal obligations to the 
bank. No one who has not sound bank­
ing principles a t heart has any business 
in a bank whether as a banker or as 
a customer.

“The banker is a semi-public servant 
He is charged with the heaviest of re­
sponsibilities and obligations that occur 
in our economic life. But he can meet 
these fully only through the coopera­
tion of good laws,- good public officials 
who are empowered to exercise au­
thority over his bank, and good busi­
ness methods on the part of business 
men generally who utilize his bank. 
Only through such cooperation by all 
elements in our nation's community life 
can we be assured of a failure-proof 
banking structure.

“The Administration at Washington 
has taken hold of this problem with a 
firm grasp of essentials and is exercis­
ing splendid leadership toward the de­
sired end. The strongest feature of the 
government program will be found in 
recognizing the joint responsibility of 
the public, of business and of govern­
ment officials together with the bankers 
themselves in creating the kind of 
mnking the nation should have.”

The 88th d is tric t court g rand ju ry  

la te  F riday  afternoon adjourned for 
the term  afte r re tu rn ing  28 tru e  bills, 
a ll felonies, to Judge B. W. Patterson .

The g rand  ju ry  failed to re tu rn  in ­
dictm ents against e ither L. G. Keel, 
Jim  Vinson, Jim  Fox or Otis Dabbs, 
charged in com plaints in connection 
w ith th e  robbery of the R anger Na­
tional G uard arm ory on the n igh t of 
M arch 19, last. In fact no indictm ents 
w ere re tu rned  against anyone in con­
nection w ith the R anger arm ory rob­
bery.

Raymond H am ilton, notorious Tex­
as bank robber, who is now in the D al­
las county ja il, is credited in  news d is­
patches w ith having m ade the sta te ­
m ent th a t he robbed the R anger a r ­
mory. A portion of the loot from the 
R anger arm ory  is also said to have 
been located in D allas and one man, 
said to have the loot, is alleged to 
have pleaded gu ilty  to  a federal charge 
of possessing stolen governm ent prop­
erty.

Among the indictm ents re tu rned  by 
th e  g rand  ju ry  w as one against Sea­
m an G arrison for a ssau lt w ith in ten t 
to  m urder. T his w as in  connection 
w ith the case in  w hich Milton Day 
w as s truck  over the head w ith a bil- 
la rd  cue.

If  farm ers are  ever to get a  profit 
b u t of the ir labor and investm ent, the 
m iddlem an m ust be forced off h is  
neck. According to the A gricu ltu ra l 
A djustm ent A dm inistration, the man 
who hands the goods over the counter 
is getting  the lion’s share  of the con­
sum er’s dollar, while th e  farm er is 
compelled to take w hat’s left—which 
is very little .

W hether prices a re  high o r low ,.the 
AAA says, the m iddlem an alw ays 
"gets his.” The illu stration , publish­
ed by the “Consum ers’ Guide,” official 
publication of the AAA, graphically  
te lls the story.

I t  shows th a t five years ago, a t  the 
height of the “boom,” d is tribu to rs 
w ere getting  52 cents of each dollar 
spent in  14 im portan t food products. 
The depression forced prices down all 
along the line, but did th a t seriously 
affect the m iddlem an? The AAA says 
not. He sim ply decreased the am ount 
th a t he had been paying those who 
raised  the food, a s  is show n by the 
fact th a t a t the peak of the depres­
sion—March, 1933—the d is trib u to rs’ 
share  of each dollar had  jum ped to  
69 cents.

Since March, 1933, prices have been 
creeping upon the consum er, and the 
farm er is getting  7 cents m ore of each 
dollar, bu t the AAA declares th a t th is 
is not m erely enough, even though a 
step in the r igh t direction.

The AAA discloses th a t the consum ­
er is also victim ized by the d is tribu t­
ors “heads-I-w in-tails-you-lose” game. 
“Processing taxes” which a re  being 
levied on w heat and cotton so Uncle 
Sam m ay have the hundreds of m il­
lions he has contracted  to pay the 
farm ers are  being so m anipulated by 
the m anufacturers as to place the en­
tire  burden on the consum ers and the 
farm ers.

The AAA figures th a t the “process­
ing tax ” on w heat does not exceed the 
value of a slice and a q uarte r of bread, 
but it in sists  th a t in some sections the 
Bread T ru s t has used the tax  as an 
excuse for boosting prices enough to 
cover the cost of all m ateria ls and 
labor in an en tire  loaf.

Inform ation has been received from 
M urrah Nolte, of B reckenridge, th a t 
the tim e for m aking applications for 
crop loans has been extended from 
April 30 to May 15. Mr. Nolte is dis­
tr ic t supervisor of em ergency crop 
loans of a group of six counties, in 
which d is tric t E astland  county is sit­
uated.

According to Nolte up to A pril 30, 
1934, there  had been 820 loans made 
in the d istrict. Up to June  1, 1933, 
the closing tim e las t year, there  were 
981 loans made in the d istric t, and the 
presen t outlook is th a t the num ber for 
this year w ill be approxim ately the 
same. The am ount of the loans how­
ever, a re  averaging about $10 more 
per acre than  in  form er years.

The emergency crop loans are  made 
for the purpose of supplying the farm ­
er w ith feed and seed, and are  made 
in am ounts ranging from  $10 to $200.

ENORMOUS GAIN MADE
BY CARRIERS IN MARCH

The firs t 18 ra ilroads to report for 
March showed net incomes of $16,134,- 
000. This is a  rise  of 252.3 per cent 
from March, 1933, when the net of the 
same railroads was $4,580,000. I t  is 
a  gain of 68.4 per cent over net re tu rn s 
of these roads in March 1932.

Gross revenues of these roads in 
March of th is year w ere $20,000,000 
la rger than  those of the same month 
las t year. This is of p a rticu la r im ­
portance. Gains in net earnings, or 
profits, may come out of the pay en­
velope, and usually  do; bu t a gain in 
gross earnings m eans a jum p in busi­
ness.
